



Intermodal Dry Cargo Container / Convention for Safe Container (CSC) Reinspection (AMMO-43)

Description: This course provides information required to reinspect intermodal dry cargo containers IAW the CSC standards. Course content includes overview of various CSC container types, container structural and non-structural components, and a detailed analysis of reinspection criteria required by CSC, U.S. Public Law, and Joint Service Regulations. Reporting requirements and reinspection decal placement are also discussed.  Personnel successfully completing this course may be certified as Department of Defense (DOD) CSC Inspectors as required by DOD 4500.9-R, Volume VI. This course must be successfully completed every four years to retain certification status.
Classroom Presentation:  The AMMO-43 classroom version is mandatory for all entry-level, initial certification, Navy and Marine Corps personnel who will reinspect intermodal dry cargo containers/shelters IAW the CSC standards with the intention of transporting ordnance.  This requirement is to ensure that student receives optimum classroom interface and hands-on experience.  Activities that experience difficulty obtaining course quotas for entry-level users, must contact NOSSA (N5) for permission to use the Web AMMO-43 course as a primary qualifier.

Distance Learning Training (DL) Web Based:  AMMO-43 is also presented in a web based version for initial certification and is designed for Navy and Marine Corps i.e. NAVAIR Mobile Maintenance Facility personnel who will reinspect intermodal dry cargo containers/shelters IAW the CSC standards that is non-ordnance related.   Prospective students should be aware that this web based course has no practical application (hands on training) in this course.  With that in mind, non ordnance reinspection students have the option to either attend the classroom version with hands on application or the web version with out.  AMMO-43 DL takes on average eight to ten hours to complete.  A certificate of completion (Electronic) will be issued upon course completion.  AMMO-43 DL also acts as the recertification course at a four year periodicity.  The AMMO-43 DL course is available on our distance learning web site at http://ammo.okstate.edu.
