HAC S&IS INVESTIGATIONS
The Surveys and Investigations Staff (S&IS) of the House Appropriations Committee (HAC) is legally authorized to conduct studies and examinations of the organization and operation of any executive agency.  AIR-7.0D should be informed immediately whenever an S&IS investigator contacts or visits any component of the TEAM to request information of an investigative nature or to review any records.  

HAC S&IS investigators are to be afforded the same degree of courtesy and cooperation that would be provided to a Member of the Committee they represent.  Copies of records and reports relating to the investigation are normally made available to the staff, with the following limitations:


( Classified information is provided only when such information is necessary to the performance of the investigators’ task.  The physical exchange of classified information, business sensitive information that could compromise negotiations, or other sensitive documents, including those containing proprietary data, will be made only through AIR-7.0D.


( Certain specific documents will not be released without prior approval.  These include the following:



( Audit reports or other reports of inspections, investigations or surveys that pertain to safety or the internal management, administration, or operations of the Department of the Navy.  



( Records of conversations or communications between Department of Navy personnel or between such personnel and representatives of other agencies, if those conversations or communications are merely advisory or preliminary in nature and do not represent final official action, e.g., incomplete or ongoing studies relating to logistic support capabilities and facilities.  



( Information concerning operational plans or support plans involving joint service participation.



( Information originated by an activity to justify its programs in connection with developing the fiscal year budget, e.g., program objective memoranda, Future Year Defense Program information, including out-year data on “non-selected acquisition report (SAR)” programs, and program budget decisions.  



( Investigate files, including Naval Investigative Service investigations and investigations conducted under the auspices of the Navy Inspector General.
