PROVIDING INFORMATION TO CONGRESS OR

CONGRESSIONAL COMMITTEES AND/OR STAFFS 

PRIOR TO THE RELEASE OF THE 

PRESIDENTIAL BUDGET SUBMISSION
Each year, prior to the President’s submission of the new budget to Congress, there is pressure in the form of inquiries from various sources to provide advance information on the budget.  Each year, the budget is normally submitted to Congress on the first Monday in February and the President’s State of the Union Message is scheduled for presentation on the Wednesday before the budget is submitted.  All budget materials are under embargo until the President’s budget is submitted to Congress.

When dealing with Congress, all Navy officials and personnel must adhere to established departmental procedures.  As available funding for defense programs becomes increasingly constrained and competition for funding among programs becomes more intense, it is absolutely critical that the Department of the Navy speak with a single voice when communicating with Congress.  This requires careful, consistent coordination in providing information to Congress. 

AIR-7.0D is responsible for coordinating communication between Congress and the Naval Air Systems Command, the Program Executive Officer for Air Anti-submarine Warfare, Assault and Special Mission Programs (PEO(A)), the Program Executive Officer for Tactical Aircraft Programs (PEO(T)), and the Program Executive Officer for Cruise Missiles and Joint UAVs (PEO(CU)).  To assure that all appropriate Department of Defense and Navy officials are fully informed on matters of congressional interest, any information to be provided to Congress shall be submitted through AIR-7.0D.  AIR-7.0D will forward information to Congress in coordination with the Office of the Assistant Secretary of the Navy for Financial Management, or the Office of Legislative Affairs, as appropriated.
