The firm-fixed monthly unit price includes labor and services necessary to maintain the aircraft in a mission capable status within the monthly Baseline Support flight hours for each support site.  Also included is the cost of the subscriptions required for each aircraft, commercial subscription for 65 copies of the latest revisions to the Super King Air 130-590031-series maintenance manual, travel and per diem for off-site recovery of grounded aircraft within 50-mile radius of the site.  The monthly Baseline Support flight hours are in Exhibit B-1 entitled, “Baseline Support Matrix.” The Exhibit B-1 provides the number of aircraft and average (AVG) aircraft Flying Hour (FH) utilization per month per aircraft at each site.  The monthly Baseline Support flight hours are derived by multiplying the average monthly aircraft (FH) per month times the number of assigned aircraft at the site identified in Exhibit B-1.  The firm-fixed monthly unit price is based on the cumulative cost of each site per month in accordance with Exhibit B-1.   

Exhibit B-1 provides Navy site locations, number of aircraft per site, and the average monthly flight hours per aircraft.  The monthly unit price columns apply to the base period and all option periods of performance, but may be adjusted for labor cost increases required by revised wage determinations, as applicable, but the BASELINE SUPPORT FH utilization per aircraft shall remain constant (as identified in Exhibit B-1). 

Costs for the delta flight hours between the Excess Flight Hour Threshold identified in Exhibit C-1 and the Average Flight Hours per Aircraft per Month identified in Exhibit B-1 shall be included in the Base Operations Support CLINs X002-X011.

Excess flight hours will be calculated per site, per quarter, at the end of the fiscal year quarters (31 December, 31 March, 30 June, and 30 September).   See Example of calculation in Section H.3.

Costs for the delta flight hours between the Excess Flight Hour Threshold identified in Exhibit C-1 and the Average Flight Hours per Aircraft per Month identified in Exhibit B-1 shall be included in the Base Operations Support CLINs X002-X011.

CLIN X051 – DATA 

This CLIN is for Contract Data Requirement Lists (CDRLs) reports.  See Exhibit A , CDRLS.  These reports can be submitted electronically.    The costs associated with this CLIN shall be "Not Separately Priced" (NSP).

CLIN X052-X062 - PROPELLER OVERHAUL 

(a) The firm-fixed unit price is to overhaul a propeller on a "per occurrence" basis in accordance with Attachment 1, PWS, Sections 11.1.2, 11.1.4, 11.1.7, 11.1.8, and Annex A, 11.1.8.  The firm-fixed unit price includes all labor, services, equipment, tools, facilities, fuel, lubricants, and all direct and indirect costs for parts and material (including mandatory and on-condition parts) required for overhaul, packaging, and shipping of unserviceable and replacement propellers. The Firm Fixed Price excludes the cost of parts and material for Service Action (SA) compliance for SA’s issued after date of contract award.    
b) Title for propellers removed from the aircraft remains with the Government.

CLIN X064-X071 - AIRCRAFT CONDITION INSPECTION (ACI) 

(a) The firm-fixed unit price (FFP) is to perform the ACI in accordance with Attachment 1, PWS, Section 6, excluding 6.4.9 and 6.5.2; Annex A, 6.1A, 6.2A, and 6.3; and Appendix K, entitled Aircraft Condition Inspections (ACIs).  The price includes labor, services, equipment, tools, tooling, lubricants, fuel, direct and indirect costs for parts and material, necessary to perform the ACI, repair of all minor defects found in areas which are not normally inspected at the site, treating and correction of light to moderate corrosion as called out in the Appendix K (reference page K-48, Table 6-2, Codes 1, 2, and 3) and any discrepancies elected for repair by the Contractor.   

The FFP also includes contractor performance of post ACI functional check flights (FCF’s) and incorporation of bulletins, modifications, and SA’s issued prior to contract award.  Upon completion of the ACI (and FCF’s), the aircraft will be presented to the accepting flight crew with a full load of fuel. 

(b) The FFP does not include the labor and materials to correct major or critical defects discovered which are in areas not normally inspected at the site (reference page K-4 of Appendix K for definition of major and critical defects), discrepancies that require skills, tools, or other support available only at the depot facility, repair of corrosion damage as called out in Appendix K, page K-48 , Table 6-2, Codes 4 and 5, repair of discrepancies directed by the Government representative which would otherwise be performed at the home operating site, over and above work directed by the Government, engine and propeller changes or incorporating bulletins, modifications and SA’s issued after contract award. These items will be reimbursed as over and above, when approved by the ACO/PCO.  If there is no ACI Scheduled for a particular TYCOM/Sites, there will be no estimated labor hours or material costs for the corresponding ACI Over & Above CLINs.  
(c) Labor and material required to repair discrepancies that should have been corrected during the performance of on-site support under the Base Ops Support (CLINs X002 –X011) shall not be included in the FFP or reimbursed as Over & Above Maintenance during ACI.  However, all discrepancies that would prevent the aircraft from conducting flight operations in icing conditions, under Instrument Flight Rules (IFR) and/or extended over water flights must be repaired at the contractor’s expense before leaving ACI.  Those items found during the ACI which should normally be discovered and repaired on operating sites may be documented at the ACI facility as Noted But Not Corrected (NBNC) and returned to the site for repair. However, these discrepancies will be repaired at the Contractor’s expense and the contractor will not invoice for the cost of the ACI until the NBNC discrepancies have been corrected and the corrective documentation returned to the ACO.   

CLINS X078-X087 - ENGINE OVERHAUL (PT6A-41, PT6A-42 and PT6A-60A)
(a) The firm-fixed unit price for overhaul engines shall include returning the engine requiring overhaul to a serviceable condition in accordance with Attachment 1, PWS, Sections 12.1, 12.2.5, 12.2.6, 12.3, 12.3.1, 12.3.2; and Annex A, 12.3.1. .  Title for the engine removed from the aircraft shall remain with the Government.  The replacement engine shall be freshly overhauled, capable of meeting its next engine Time Between Overhaul (TBO) limit. Therefore, the per occurrence firm-fixed price shall include all labor, services, equipment, tools, facilities, fuel, lubricants, mandatory replacement parts and materials, and indirect costs for materials.  Packaging and shipping of unserviceable or replacement engines shall be cost reimbursable under CLINs X224-X241.  If there is no Engine Overhaul Scheduled for a particular TYCOM/Sites, there will be no estimated material costs for the corresponding Engine Overhaul Over & Above CLINs. 

(b)  On-condition parts and parts and material costs for performance of service actions and/or service bulletins (mandatory and/or non-mandatory) issued after date of contract award and authorized by the Government are excluded from the firm-fixed unit price and shall be reimbursed under CLIN’s X224-X241 Engine Parts and Material. 

Note: Rental engines shall be utilized in accordance with Attachment 1, PWS, paragraph 12.3.6, when authorized by the Government. 

CLIN X089-X100 – ENGINE RENTAL (PER DAY RATE)

The firm-fixed unit price includes the cost of providing a rental engine to the required site, including packaging, on a “per occurrence basis”.  The firm fixed unit price excludes shipping to and from the required site, which will be reimbursed under CLIN’s X206-X219, on a cost reimbursable basis.  Charges for the per-day rental rate will begin 48 hours after arrival on site or upon installation on the aircraft whichever comes first. CLIN X102-X113 – ENGINE RENTAL (PER FH RATE) 

The firm-fixed FH unit price is applied to the total number of flight hours accumulated on the rental engine while installed on the Government aircraft. CLIN X118-X119 - C-12 STRIP AND REPAINT  

The firm-fixed unit price per aircraft type includes all labor, services, facilities, equipment, direct and indirect costs for parts and materials to perform the requirements of the applicable specification for strip and repaint contained in the ACI specifications identified in Section 6.7, “Stand Alone Painting”, of Attachment 1, PWS.  The Government is only responsible for transportation costs to deliver and retrieve the aircraft from a single Contractor paint/strip site.    
CLIN X121-X122 – ENGINEERING AND TECHNICAL SERVICES (AIRCRAFT)
The firm-fixed hourly composite rate is to perform Aircraft Engineering and Technical Support in accordance with  Attachment 1, PWS Sections 4.8.1 (last 2 sentences), 4.8.2, 4.8.3 (non prime contractor labor), and 5.1j.  The Contractor shall be reimbursed under this CLIN for direct labor hours negotiated.  The “Hourly Composite Rate” includes all hourly direct and indirect costs for personnel compensation.  Travel and per diem for official business associated with this effort shall be authorized in advance by the Government and is cost-reimbursable under CLINs X206-X219.  Proposal preparation costs are unallowable under this CLIN.

CLIN X124-X145 - OVER AND ABOVE MAINTENANCE (AIRCRAFT) 
The firm-fixed hourly rates for Depot Labor and a composite rate for Non-Depot Labor are to perform Over & Above Maintenance and Repair in accordance with Attachment 1, PWS, Annex A as outlined below:

Depot ACI - CLINs X124-X128, X141, X142:  PWS 5.1.c, 5.1.f, and 5.1.h.

Depot EM Repair - CLINs X129-X134, X143:  PWS 5.1.a, 5.1.b, 5.1.d, 5.1.g, 5.1.j and Annex A – 4.5.9.2 and 5.11).

Non-Depot EM Repair - CLIN X135-X140, X144:  PWS 5.1.a, 5.1.b, 5.1.d, 5.1.g, 5.1.i, 5.1.k and Annex A – 4.5.9.2 and 5.11).

Depot Labor SLAP - CLIN X145:  PWS 5.1.b and 5.1.j.

The Contractor shall be reimbursed under this CLIN for direct labor hours negotiated IAW Navy Clause H-2.  The Hourly rate includes all hourly direct and indirect costs for personnel compensation. Direct Labor Hours are defined as hands-on labor on the aircraft and/or components/parts, excluding labor for supervision, quality assurance, engineering, and all other labor hours not involved in actual maintenance work.  Therefore, the fixed hourly rate will have to include an allocation for all labor disciplines deemed necessary to perform Over & Above work.  The Contractor shall comply with the Navy Clause H-2 entitled "Over & Above Work".  On-Site Support (Non-Depot) Over and Above maintenance labor charges will only be incurred when other than on-site personnel (included in the Base Operations Support CLIN) is required to perform repairs.  Direct parts and materials necessary to affect the Over & Above repairs shall be cost-reimbursable under CLINs X175-X199.  Travel and per diem for official business shall be authorized in advance by the Government and is cost-reimbursable under CLIN X206-X219.  If there is no ACI Scheduled for a particular TYCOM/Sites, there will be no estimated labor hours for the corresponding ACI Over & AboveCLINs.  Proposal preparation costs are unallowable under this CLIN.  

CLIN X158-X167 - ENGINE REPAIR (LABOR) 

The firm fixed hourly unit price shall include all labor and services necessary to perform engine repair as defined in Attachment 1 PWS, Sections 12.1, 12.2, 12.2.4, 12.2.6, and 12.3.5.  Direct parts and materials necessary to perform engine repair under this CLIN shall be reimbursed under the cost-reimbursement Engine Parts and Materials CLINs X231-X233, X235-X239, and X241.  Shipping costs for engines needing repair and for replacement engines shall be reimbursed under the Engine Parts and Materials CLIN X226-X236.   See Navy Clauses H-2 for additional information.   

CLIN X171-X172 – ENGINEERING AND TECHNICAL SERVICES (ENGINE)

The firm-fixed Hourly Rate shall include all labor, services, equipment, tools, facilities, and indirect costs for material necessary to perform Engine Engineering and Technical Support in Attachment 1, PWS, Sections 4.8.1 (last 2 sentences), 4.8.2, and 4.8.3 (non prime contractor labor).  The Contractor shall be paid under this CLIN for direct labor hours negotiated IAW Navy Clause H-2.  The Hourly rate includes all hourly direct and indirect personnel compensation.  Travel and per diem for official business shall be authorized in advance by the Government and is cost-reimbursable under CLINs X206-X219.  

CLIN X175-X199 - PARTS & MATERIALS FOR OVER AND ABOVE MAINTENANCE 

The Government will reimburse the Contractor for the allowable actual cost of purchase and replenishment of direct parts and material or support equipment that are necessary for the performance of the Over and Above work and Service Actions on the aircraft systems, direct parts and materials required to increase the inventory of parts necessary to support fleet readiness requirements due to equipment added as a result of aircraft modification programs or other government mandated requirements not identified prior to contract award, or as otherwise specified in Attachment 1, PWS.  "Direct Parts and Materials" are defined as property that is incorporated into or attached to a deliverable end item or that is expended in performing the maintenance and logistics support on the aircraft and support equipment. It includes assemblies, components, parts, raw and processed materials, and direct maintenance supplies that are consumed/expended in normal use in performing the contract. 

Emergency Repair, CLINs X175-X178, X182, X186-X187:  PWS 5.1.a, 5.1.b, 5.1.d, 5.1.g, 5.1.j, 5.1.k and Annex A – 4.5.9.2 and 5.11).

ACI, CLINs X179-X181, X183, X185, X188:  PWS 5.1.c, 5.1.f, and 5.1.h.  If there is no ACI Scheduled for a particular TYCOM/Sites, there will be no estimated material costs for the corresponding ACI Over & Above CLINs.

Depot Materials, CLIN X184:  PWS 5.1.b and 5.1.j.

Consumable Parts, CLINs X191-X199:  PWS 5.1.a, 5.1.b, 5.1.d, 5.1.g, 5.1.j, 5.1.k and Annex A – 4.5.9.2 and 5.11).

The Contractor shall be allowed its normal material burdens in accordance with FAR 52.216-7, "Allowable Cost and Payment", and actual shipping costs. Fee/Profit is UNALLOWABLE on cost reimbursable parts and materials.    
CLIN X206-X219 – TRAVEL AND OTHER SUPPORT REQUIREMENTS 

Fee/Profit is UNALLOWABLE on all the following cost reimbursable items.

Travel and Per Diem -The Government will reimburse the Contractor for travel and per diem costs for Over & Above efforts on the basis of allowable actual costs incurred up to the equivalent allowed a Government employee in the DOD Civilian Personnel Joint Travel Regulations for domestic travel and the Department of State Standardized Regulations for foreign travel.  Travel to and from military installations shall be accomplished via Government transportation to the maximum extent possible.  Travel and per diem costs incurred in the Contractor-directed replacement of personnel or the attendance of Contractor-directed training courses shall not be reimbursed.  Contractor personnel shall utilize Government quarters, when available, while performing official travel.  For the purpose of utilizing Government quarters, Contractor personnel are considered equivalent to a GS-11.  Travel and per diem for official business while performing Over & Above actions will be authorized in advance by the Government. The Contractor may include its allowable, allocable, and reasonable charges in accordance with FAR 52.216-7, "Allowable Cost and Payment", for cost-reimbursable travel and per diem. Rental Engine Shipping - The Government will reimburse the contractor for actual shipping costs associated with the shipment of government authorized installation of rental engines. Rental Engine Shipping to support the requirements of Attachment 1, PWS Section 12.3.6.

X303 Data:  This CLIN covers, on a not-separately-priced (NSP) basis, the data items (reports).  Reports for the Air Force shall be provided in the Government approved Contractor format as stated in Sub-section 4.3.1 of Annex C of the PWS.

X304  Propeller Overhaul:  This CLIN covers, at a firm-fixed unit price, overhauls of the propellers.  The propeller overhauls under this CLIN will be accomplished on a “per occurrence” basis in accordance with Sub-section 11.1 (less 11.1.1), entitled, “Propeller Maintenance, Repair and Overhaul” of Attachment 1, PWS.  Any Contractor effort to meet the requirements under this CLIN shall be authorized in advance by the PCO/ACO.  The firm-fixed unit price includes all labor, services, equipment, tools, facilities, fuel, lubricants, and all direct and indirect parts and material (including mandatory and on-condition parts) required for overhaul, packaging and shipping of unserviceable and replacement propellers.  The FFP excludes the cost of parts and material for Technical Directive (TD) compliance for TDs issued after the date of contract award.

X305 Aircraft Condition Inspection (ACI):  This CLIN covers ACIs performed under this contract.  An ACI will be performed on a per occurrence basis at a FFP per unit.  Any Contractor effort to meet the requirements under this CLIN shall be authorized in advance by the PCO/ACO.  An ACI shall be performed in accordance with Section 6, entitled “Aircraft Condition Inspection & Depot Repair Facility” of Attachment 1, PWS, and Appendix K2 entitled ‘Aircraft Condition Inspection - Air Force.”  The FFP shall include labor, services, equipment, tools, tooling, lubricants fuel, direct and indirect parts and material, necessary to perform the ACI, repair minor defects found in areas which are not normally inspected at the site, treating and correction of light to moderate corrosion as called out in Appendix K2 and any discrepancies elected for repair by the Contractor (reference page K2-46, Table 6-2, Codes 1, 2 and 3).  The FFP also includes Contractor performance of post ACI functional check flights (FCFs) and incorporation of bulletins, modifications, and TDs issued prior to contract award.  Upon completion of the ACI (and FCFs), the aircraft will be presented to the accepting flight crew with a full load of fuel.

The FFP does not include the labor and materials to correct major defects discovered which are in areas not normally inspected at the site (reference page K2-5 of Appendix K2 for definition of major and critical defects), discrepancies that require skills, tools or other support available only at the depot facility, repair of corrosion damage as called out in Appendix K2, page K2-46, TABLE 6-2, Codes 4 and 5, repair of discrepancies directed by the Government representative which would otherwise be performed at the home operating site, over and above work directed by the Government , engine and propeller changes or incorporating bulletins, modifications and TDs issued after contract award.  These items will be reimbursed as an Over & Above (O&A) when approved by the ACO/PCO.  Parts and materials to correct the major defects referenced above in this paragraph shall be paid for by the Government on a Cost Reimbursable (CR) basis under CLIN X316, O&A Parts and Material (Aircraft).  Labor required to correct these major defects shall be paid for by the Government under CLIN X310 entitled Aircraft Labor (Depot).

Discrepancies that should have been corrected during performance of on-site support shall not be included in the FFP of an ACI or reimbursed as O&A maintenance during an ACI, but must be repaired before leaving the ACI at the Contractor’s expense, unless approved by the Government prior to induction into the ACI.  This includes the correction of all discrepancies which would prevent the aircraft from conducting flight operations in icing conditions under Instrument Flight Rules (IFR) and/or extended over water flights.

This labor will be performed on a per occurrence basis and will be priced at the fixed-hourly composite rate (including overhead and profit) established in the contract at the time of contract award. Any Contractor effort to meet the requirements under this CLIN shall be authorized in advance by the PCO/ACO.

This labor will be performed on a per occurrence basis and will be priced at the fixed-hourly rate (including overhead and profit) established in the contract at the time of contract award.  Any Contractor effort to meet the requirements under this CLIN shall be authorized in advance by the PCO/ACO.

However, a composite material wrap rate (CMWR), composite subcontract wrap rate (CSWR) and composite labor wrap rate (CLWR) shall be included in the contract for the basic and each option year at the time of contract award. X316  O&A Parts and Material (Aircraft):  This CR CLIN covers all direct parts, material, and support equipment necessary to accomplish O&A work requirements for the C-12 aircraft (excluding engine O&A work), which is not covered under any other CLINs of the contract. (2)  TC-12 Ready for Training (RFT) Rate.  The Contractor shall comply with RFT requirements in accordance with Attachment 1, PWS, Annex B, Section 1.4.2 and report IAW Report/CDRL A001.  The Contractor shall provide not less than 75% RFT aircraft (daily average) for each day in which a flight schedule is published during scheduled operations, or 100% of the aircraft required to meet the scheduled flight events, whichever is less (CLIN X008).  If the number of aircraft successfully launched (excluding FCF aircraft events) is equal to the number of flights scheduled, the contractor will have met the flight schedule and the RFT formula will not be calculated.  

NOTE 1:  The 75% rate is considered a critical contract factor for determining satisfactory contract performance.  The contractor shall report to the government each day the previous day's RFT hours for the period of daily flight operations.  Daily flight operations are one hour prior to the first scheduled flight, until the last scheduled flight is launched (Use local, home site times).

(c) An aircraft in RFT status is defined as an aircraft released safe for flight and available for training, to a scheduled instructional flight event not later than one hour prior to a scheduled launch time.  An aircraft is out of RFT status when a downing discrepancy is written against the aircraft or until the contractor removes the aircraft from RFT status for maintenance.  Aircraft, which cannot be released solely due to non-availability of refueling resources, will be considered RFT; 
(d) Available daily aircraft hours are calculated from 1 hour prior to the first scheduled launch until the last scheduled flight is launched;

(e) Aircraft in Scheduled Maintenance will not count as RFT aircraft. The contractor shall not be credited for more than 75% RFT daily;

(f) Functional Check Flight (FCF) aircraft 

1. Aircraft awaiting FCF will not be considered RFT until 2 hours after the Government is notified that the aircraft is ready for an FCF.

2. An aircraft is ready for FCF when all required maintenance on the aircraft is completed; and the aircraft has been pre-flighted and fueled appropriately for its designated mission, cleaned, systems serviced, situated on the required launch spot and ready for FCF crew preflight.

3. For aircraft ready for FCF after 1600, the contractor shall notify the Government by 0700 the next day in order to schedule the FCF.  The Government will complete the FCF no later than 0900 the following day.  After 0900 the aircraft will count as an RFT asset unless it fails the FCF; and

(g) Detachment aircraft will be included in the RFT calculations as if they were at home base. Cross-country aircraft and those participating in off-station operations will be considered RFT.

(i) Example of Daily RFT Calculation for TC-12 at NAS Corpus Christi:
Where:  

The Report/CDRL A001data shows 14 aircraft in “A-30” Mission Capable Reporting Status;

The first scheduled launch is 0700;

The last scheduled launch is 2200;

And Report/CDRL A001 reports 176 total daily hours in RFT status.

The payment adjustment formula will be calculated each day that the contractor does not achieve 75% RFT.  On days for which no flight operations are scheduled, the contractor will be credited with 75% RFT. 

The amount paid to the contractor at the end of each month will be equal to or less than the monthly amounts cited in Section B for CLIN X008.  Therefore, the amount earned (AE) will be less than or equal to the amount due (AD). (d)  The Contractor shall not incur Reduced Payments when performance measurements in paragraph (c) above fall below required levels as a result of causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor as defined in FAR 52.249-8, "Default (Fixed-Price Supply and Service)", Section I, herein.

H.2  OVER-AND-ABOVE WORK  (Applicable to CLIN X124 – X145 “Over and Above Maintenance (Aircraft); CLIN X175 - X199 “Parts and Material for Over and Above Maintenance”; and CLIN X224 – X241 “Engine Parts and Materials”) 

The Contractor may be required to perform Over and Above (O&A, hereafter) Work not set forth in the PWS, but within the general scope of this contract.  In accordance with DFARS 252.217-7028, "Over and Above Work", Section I, herein, and subject to funding limitations under the referenced CLINs established in Section B, the following procedures are established:

(a)
Authorization to Proceed:  The Contractor is NOT authorized to proceed with Engine Repair/Overhaul or items ordered under O&A without prior approval from the Administrative Contracting Officer (ACO/PCO).  Authorization to proceed must be in writing.  Verbal authorization may be given in an emergency situation but shall be confirmed in writing by the ACO/PCO within 3 working days from the date of issuance.  The Contractor shall notify the ACO/PCO if the written authorization is not received within 5 working days.

(b)  The Contractor shall submit to the Government a Repair Plans and Estimates for work to be performed under the referenced CLINs.  Each Repair Plans and Estimates shall be a stand-alone document serially numbered beginning with the number one.  Subsequent changes to Repair Plans and Estimates shall be identified by using the original Repair Plans and Estimates number followed by an alphabetic designator beginning with "A".  If more than one change is made, the alphabetic designator shall be consecutive.  The Contractor shall certify thereon that the work is not covered by the basic fixed-price effort.  The Contractor shall prepare Repair Plans and Estimates of uniform format acceptable to and approved by the ACO/PCO.  The Contractor shall submit the Repair Plans and Estimates to the Government Representative.  Upon request of the ACO/PCO, the Contractor shall also prepare consolidated Repair Plans and Estimates covering previously approved work.  

(c)  Over and Above Depot (ACI) Maintenance Repair Plans and Estimates.    



 (1) Procedures:  When effort is required under the O&A (ACI) Depot Maintenance subCLIN, the Contractor shall proceed after QAR/IS concurrence has been obtained for the related Repair Plans and Estimates.  The Contractor shall not proceed without ACO/PCO authorization.    



(2)  Repair Plan and Estimate Format:  The Contractor shall submit separate Repair Plans and Estimates for work to be performed under the O&A Depot Maintenance subCLIN or the Engine Repair CLIN IAW CDRL A025.

(d)   Over and Above Non-Depot Maintenance Repair Plans and Estimates



(1)  Procedures:  Non-Depot (On-Site Support) O&A Maintenance labor charges shall only be incurred when other than on-site personnel (included in the Base Operations Support CLIN) are required to perform repairs.  When effort is required under the O&A Non-Depot Maintenance subCLIN, the Contractor shall promptly notify the ACO/PCO, the On Site Government Representative (OSGR), and the appropriate PM office.  The PM office will notify the ACO/PCO of its decision to proceed.  Upon such notification, the ACO/PCO, within 4 workdays, will issue authorization and establish a limitation on funds to be expended.  The Contractor shall not exceed this funding limitation unless and until the amount is expressly modified by the ACO/PCO.  Upon receipt of the blanket authorization from the ACO/PCO, the Contractor shall proceed with performance as provided by this Repair Plan and Estimate authorization and contract terms. (2)  Repair Plan and Estimate Format:  The Contractor shall submit separate Repair Plan and Estimates for work to be performed under the O&A Non-Depot Maintenance subCLIN.  Repair Plan and Estimates shall be IAW with CDRL A025.

(e)  Definitization Of Repair Plan and Estimates:  The ACO/PCO will definitize Repair Plan and Estimates based on direct labor hours multiplied by the labor rate cited in Section B for the applicable CLIN.  The number of direct labor hours shall be established between the Contractor and the ACO/PCO.  Direct labor hours are the labor hours performed by personnel actually engaged in the direct performance of work required.  Direct labor does not include any labor performed by support or supervisory personnel, such as, but not limited to, timekeepers, payroll clerks, purchasing, material handling, quality control, storing, and issuing personnel.  Quality control personnel are those persons who apply standards to finished work or products to determine that finished production work is serviceable in all respects.  Direct parts and materials, and travel and per diem (authorized in advance by the Government), required to perform the Over & Above maintenance shall be reimbursed at cost under the "Parts and Materials" and "Travel and Per Diem" CLINs, as applicable.  Failure to agree upon total allowable, allocable price shall be subject to the "Disputes" clause of this contract.  The ACO/PCO will prepare and execute a bilateral contract modification for approved, definitized Repair Plan and Estimates, and forward 2 copies of the resulting modification to the PCO.

PROHIBITION AGAINST HUMAN TRAFFICKING, INHUMANE LIVING CONDITIONS, AND WITHHOLDING OF EMPLOYEE PASSPORTS (JCC-I/A 952.222-0001) (AUG 2009)


(a)  All contractors (“contractors” refers to both prime contractors and all subcontractors at all tiers) are reminded of the prohibition contained in Title 18, United States Code, Section 1592, against knowingly destroying, concealing, removing, confiscating, or possessing any actual or purported passport or other immigration document, or any other actual or purported government identification document, of another person, to prevent or restrict or to attempt to prevent or restrict, without lawful authority, the person’s liberty to move or travel, in order to maintain the labor or services of that person, when the person is or has been a victim of a severe form of trafficking in persons. 


(b)  Contractors are also required to comply with the following provisions:



(1)  Contractors shall only hold employee passports and other identification documents discussed above for the shortest period of time reasonable for administrative processing purposes.



(2)  Contractors shall provide all employees with a signed copy of their employment contract, in English as well as the employee’s native language that defines the terms of their employment/compensation.



(3)  Contractors shall not utilize unlicensed recruiting firms, or firms that charge illegal recruiting fees.



(4)  Contractors shall be required to provide adequate living conditions (sanitation, health, safety, living space) for their employees.  Fifty square feet is the minimum acceptable square footage of personal living space per employee.  Upon contractor’s written request, contracting officers may grant a waiver in writing in cases where the existing square footage is within 20% of the minimum, and the overall conditions are determined by the contracting officer to be acceptable.  A copy of the waiver approval shall be maintained at the respective life support area.



(5)  Contractors shall incorporate checks of life support areas to ensure compliance with the requirements of this Trafficking in Persons Prohibition into their Quality Control program, which will be reviewed within the Government’s Quality Assurance process.



(6)  Contractors shall comply with international laws regarding transit/exit/entry procedures, and the requirements for work visas.  Contractors shall follow all Host Country entry and exit requirements, including requirements for visas and work permits.  


(c)  Contractors have an affirmative duty to advise the Contracting Officer if they learn of their employees violating the human trafficking and inhumane living conditions provisions contained herein.  Contractors are advised that contracting officers and/or their representatives will conduct random checks to ensure contractors and subcontractors at all tiers are adhering to the law on human trafficking, humane living conditions and withholding of passports.


(d)  The contractor agrees to incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph, in all subcontracts under his contract.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS (JCC -I/A 952.225-0004) (JAN 2010)


(a)  The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its employees and its subcontractors and their employees, at all tiers, are aware of and obey all U.S. and Host Nation laws, Federal or DoD regulations, and Central Command orders and directives applicable to personnel in Iraq and Afghanistan, including but not limited to USCENTCOM, Multi-National Force and Multi-National Corps operations and fragmentary orders, instructions, policies and directives.


(b)  Contractor employees shall particularly note all laws, regulations, policies, and orders restricting authority to carry firearms, rules for the use of force, and prohibiting sexual or aggravated assault.  Contractor employees are subject to General Orders Number 1, as modified from time to time, including without limitation, their prohibition on privately owned firearms, alcohol, drugs, war souvenirs, pornography and photographing detainees, human casualties or military security measures.


(c)  Contractor employees may be ordered removed from secure military installations or the theater of operations by order of the senior military commander of the battle space for acts that disrupt good order and discipline or violate applicable laws, regulations, orders, instructions, policies, or directives.  Contractors shall immediately comply with any such order to remove its contractor employee. 


(d)  Contractor employees performing in the USCENTCOM Area of Responsibility  (AOR) may be subject to the jurisdiction of overlapping criminal codes, including, but not limited to, the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act (18 U.S.C. Sec. 3261, et al) (MEJA), the Uniform Code of Military Justice (10 U.S.C. Sec. 801, et al)(UCMJ), and the laws of the Host Nation.  Non-US citizens may also be subject to the laws of their home country while performing in the USCENTCOM AOR.  Contractor employee status in these overlapping criminal jurisdictions may be modified from time to time by the United States, the Host Nation, or by applicable status of forces agreements. 


(e)  Under MEJA, a person who engages in felony misconduct outside the United States while employed by or accompanying the Armed Forces is subject to arrest, removal and prosecution in United States federal courts.  Under the UCMJ, a person serving with or accompanying the Armed Forces in the field during a declared war or contingency operation may be disciplined for a criminal offense, including by referral of charges to a General Court Martial.  Contractor employees may be ordered into confinement or placed under conditions that restrict movement within the AOR or administratively attached to a military command pending resolution of a criminal investigation. 


(f)  Contractors shall immediately notify military law enforcement and the Contracting Officer if they suspect an employee has committed an offense.  Contractors shall take any and all reasonable and necessary measures to secure the presence of an employee suspected of a serious felony offense.  Contractors shall not knowingly facilitate the departure of an employee suspected of a serious felony offense or violating the Rules for the Use of Force to depart Iraq or Afghanistan without approval from the senior U.S. commander in the country.

ARMED PERSONNEL INCIDENT REPORTS (JCC-I/A 952.225-0002) (JAN 2010)


(a)  All contractors and subcontractors in the United States  Forces-Iraq (USF-I) or United States Forces-Afghanistan (USFOR-A) theater of operations shall comply with and shall ensure that their personnel supporting USF-I or USFOR-A  forces are familiar with and comply with all applicable orders, directives, and instructions issued by the respective USF-I  or USFOR-A  Commanders relating to force protection and safety. 


(b)  IRAQ:  Contractors shall provide all incidents and use of weapons firing incidents to the USF-I Contractor Operations Cell (CONOC) as soon as practical, based upon the situation, and submit a written report to CONOC within 4  hours. The initial report shall  include the name of the company, location of  the incident, time when the incident occurred, a brief description of the events leading up to the incident, and a company point of contact. A follow-up, comprehensive written report shall  be provided to the CONOC  within 96 hours of the incident. Reports shall be submitted to CONOC at : mncic3conoc@iraq.centcom.mil; , DSN 318-435-2369;  Iraqna 0044 203 286 9851 or 0044 203 239 5894; or Skype: MNCICONOC.


(c)  AFGHANISTAN: Contractors shall immediately report all incidents and use of weapons through their Contracting Officers Representative (CORs) who will notify the Contracting Officer.  Contracting Officers are responsible to notify the PARC-A Chief of Operations and the JOC @ USFOR-A (JOC SHIFT DIRECTOR, DSN: 318-237-1761)  Information should include: the name of the company, where the incident occurred, time when the incident occurred, a brief description of the events leading up to the incident, and a point of contact for the company. The PARC-A Chief of Operations in coordination with the JOC will issue guidance for further reporting requirements.


(d)  Contractors shall provide first aid and request MEDEVAC of injured persons, and remain available for U.S. or Coalition response forces, based upon the situation. In the event contractor personnel are detained by U.S. or Coalition Forces, prolonged detention due to lack of proper identification can be alleviated by contractor personnel possessing on their person information that includes the contractor’s name, the contract number, a contractor management POC, and the phone number of the CONOC /JOC Watch.

FITNESS FOR DUTY AND MEDICAL/DENTAL CARE LIMITATIONS (JCC-I/A 952.225-0003) (APR 2010)


 (a )   The contractor shall perform the requirements of this contract notwithstanding the fitness for duty of deployed employees, the provisions for care offered under this section, and redeployment of individuals determined to be unfit.   Contractor personnel who deploy for multiple tours, for more than 12 months total must be re-evaluated for fitness to deploy.  An examination will remain valid for 15 months from the date of the physical.  The  contractor bears the responsibility for ensuring all employees are aware of the conditions and medical treatment available at the performance location . The contractor shall include this information and requirement in all subcontracts with performance in the theater of operations. 


 (b )   The contractor shall not deploy an individual with any of the following conditions unless approved by the appropriate CENTCOM Service Component (i.e. ARCENT, AFCENT, etc.)  Surgeon:  Conditions which prevent the wear of personal protective equipment, including protective mask, ballistic helmet, body armor, and chemical/biological protective garments; conditions which prohibit required theater immunizations or medications; conditions or current medical treatment or medications that contraindicate or preclude the use of chemical and biological protective’s and antidotes; diabetes mellitus, Type I or II, on pharmacological therapy; symptomatic coronary artery disease, or with myocardial infarction within one year prior to deployment, or within six months of coronary artery bypass graft, coronary artery angioplasty, or stenting; morbid obesity (BMI >/= 40); dysrhythmias or arrhythmias, either symptomatic or requiring medical or electrophysiological control; uncontrolled hypertension, current heart failure, or automatic implantable defibrillator; therapeutic anticoagulation; malignancy, newly diagnosed or under current treatment, or recently diagnosed/treated and requiring frequent subspecialist surveillance, examination, and/or laboratory testing; dental or oral conditions requiring or likely to require urgent dental care within six months’ time, active orthodontic care, conditions requiring prosthodontic care, conditions with immediate restorative dentistry needs, conditions with a current requirement for oral-maxillofacial surgery; new onset (< 1 year)  seizure disorder, or seizure within one year prior to deployment; history of heat stroke; Meniere’s Disease or other vertiginous/motion sickness disorder, unless well controlled on medications available in theater; recurrent syncope, ataxias, new diagnosis (< 1year) of mood disorder, thought disorder, anxiety, somatoform, or dissociative disorder, or personality disorder with mood or thought manifestations; unrepaired hernia; tracheostomy or aphonia; renalithiasis, current; active tuberculosis; pregnancy; unclosed surgical defect, such as external fixeter placement; requirement for medical devices using AC power; HIV antibody positivity; psychotic and bipolar disorders. (Reference:   Mod 10 to USCENTCOM Individual Protection and Individual/Unit Deployment Policy, Annex Q to USF-I OPORD 10-01, FRAGO 897 to CJTF-82 OPORD 07-03,  PPG-Tab A: Amplification of the Minimal Standards of Fitness for Deployment to the CENTCOM AOR).


 (c )   In accordance with military directives (DoDI 3020.41, DoDI 6000.11, CFC FRAGO 09-1038, DoD PGI 225.74), resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at Level III (emergency) military treatment facilities and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb or eyesight could occur will be provided.  Hospitalization will be limited to emergency stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to duty or placement in the patient movement system.  Subject to availability at the time of need, a medical treatment facility may provide reimbursable treatment for emergency medical or dental care such as broken bones, lacerations, broken teeth or lost fillings.


 (d )   Routine and primary medical care is not authorized.  Pharmaceutical services are not authorized for routine or known, routine prescription drug needs of the individual.  Routine dental care, examinations and cleanings are not authorized.


 (e )   Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, the contractor shall be liable for any and all medically-related services or transportation rendered.   In accordance with OUSD(C) Memorandum dated 4 June 2008 , the following reimbursement rates will be charged for services at all DoD deployed medical facilities.  These rates are in effect until changed by DoD direction.



(1)   Inpatient daily rate:  $2,041.00.  Date of discharge is not billed unless the patient is admitted to the hospital and discharged the same day.



(2)   Outpatient visit rate: $195.00. This includes diagnostic imaging, laboratory,  pathology, and pharmacy provided at the medical facility.

ARMING REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES FOR PERSONAL SECURITY SERVICES CONTRACTORS AND FOR REQUESTS FOR PERSONAL PROTECTION (JCC-I/I 952.225-0001) (FEB 2010)


(a)  General.  Contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers that require arming under this contract agree to obey all laws, regulations, orders, and directives applicable to the use of private security personnel in Iraq and Afghanistan, including U.S.  CENTCOM, United States Forces – Iraq (USF-I) and United States Forces – Afghanistan (USFOR-A)  Commander orders, instructions and directives.  Contractors will ensure that all employees, including employees at any tier of subcontracting relationships, who will seek individual authorization to be  armed under the provisions of this contract (requests for blanket authorization for groups or organizations will not be approved) , comply with the contents of this clause and with the requirements set forth in the following:



(1)  DODI 3020.50, Private Security Contractors (PSCs) Operating in Contingency Operations;



(2)  DODI 3020.41, Program Management for Acquisition and Operational Contract Support in Contingency Operations;



(3)  DFARS 252.225-7040, Contractor Personnel Supporting a Force Deployed Outside the United States;



(4)  Class Deviation 2007-O0010, Contractor Personnel in the United States Central Command Area of Responsibility



(5)  USFOR-A, FRAGO 09-206, Outlines Management of Armed Contractors and Private Security Companies Operating in the Combined Joint Operating Area - Afghanistan (CJOA-A)

(8)  U.S. CENTCOM Message, Modification to USCENTCOM Civilian and Contractor Arming Policy and Delegation of Authority for Iraq and Afghanistan , dated 07 Nov 2006


(9)  U.S. CENTCOM Message, Modification 3 to USCENTCOM Civilian and Contractor Arming Policy and Delegation of Authority in Iraq and Afghanistan , dated 09 Jun 2009

(b)  Required Government Documentation.  An O-6 or GS-15 (or above) from the unit requesting the contractor security shall provide a description of the following to the arming approval authority via  the contracting officer representative (COR) in sponsoring each individual request for arming (under paragraph (c) below :



(1)  The specific location where the PSC employee  will operate;



(2)  The persons and/or property that require protection;



(3)  The anticipated threat;



(4)  The requested  weapon type( s), including serial number when possible;  



(5)  The reason current security/police forces are unable to provide adequate protection; and



(6)  Verification, under paragraph (e) below, that background checks have been conducted and that no records were found of convictions or other acts that should be known to the arming authority. 


(c)  Required Contractor Documentation.  Contractors and their subcontractors at all tiers that require arming approval shall provide to the arming approval authority via the COR consistent documentation (signed and dated by the employee and employer as applicable) for each of their employees who will seek authorization to be armed under the contract as follows: 



(1)  Weapons Qualification/Familiarization.  All employees must meet the weapons qualification requirements on the requested weapon(s) established by any DoD or other U.S. government agency, Law of Armed Conflict (LOAC); Rules for the Use of Force (RUF), as defined in the U.S. CENTCOM Policy, dated 23 December 2005; and  distinction between the above-prescribed RUF and the Rules of Engagement (ROE), which are applicable only to military forces.



(2)  Completed DD Form 2760 (or equivalent documentation) for each armed employee, indicating that the employee is not otherwise prohibited under U.S. law from possessing the required weapon or ammunition. 



(3)  Written acknowledgement by the individual of the fulfillment of training responsibilities and the conditions for the authorization to carry firearms.  This document includes the acknowledgement of the distinctions between the ROE applicable to military forces and RUF that control the use of weapons by DoD civilians, DoD contractors and PSCs.



(4)  Written acknowledgement signed by both the armed employee and by a representative of the employing company that use of weapons could subject both the individual and company to U.S. and host nation prosecution and civil liability.



(5)  A copy of the contract between the contractor’s company and the U.S. Government that verifies the individual’s employment and addresses the need to be armed.



(6)  One (1) copy of a business license from the Iraqi or Afghani Ministry of Trade or Interior;



(7)  One (1) copy of a license to operate as a PSC  (or a temporary operating license) from the  Ministry  of Interior;


(d)  The contractor will submit to the COR a  communications plan that, at a minimum, sets forth the following:



(1)  The contractor’s method of notifying military forces and requesting assistance where hostilities arise,  combat action is needed or serious incidents have been observed ;



(2)  How  relevant threat information will be shared between contractor security personnel and U.S. military forces; and



(3)  How the contractor will coordinate transportation with appropriate military  authorities.


(e)  Prior to requesting arming approval, the contractor will submit to the COR an acceptable plan for accomplishing background checks on all contractor and subcontractor employees who will be armed under the contract.  The contractor shall, at a minimum, perform the following (which will be specifically addressed in its plan and which will be documented and furnished to the COR upon completion):



(1)  Use one or more of the following sources when conducting the background checks: Interpol, FBI, Country of Origin Criminal Records, Country of Origin U.S.  Embassy Information Request, CIA records, and/or any other records available;



(2)  Verify with USF-I  or USFOR-A, as applicable,  that no employee has been barred by any commander within Iraq or Afghanistan; and



(3)  All local nationals and third country nationals will voluntarily submit to full biometric enrollment in accordance with theater biometric policies within 60 days of their arming request.  While biometric collection and screening is voluntary, CORs will immediately notify the arming approval authority of any individuals who do not meet this requirement and any arming authorization will be revoked until all requirements are met. 


(f)  Penalties for Non-Compliance.  Failure of contractor or subcontractor employee(s) to comply with the laws, regulations, orders, and rules (including those specified herein) governing the use of force, training, arming authorization,  and incident reporting requirements  may result in the revocation of weapons authorization for such employee(s). Where appropriate, such failure may also result in the total revocation of weapons authorization for the contractor (or subcontractor) and sanctions under the contract, including termination.


(g)  Criminal and Civil Liability.  Arming of contractor or subcontractor employees under this contract may subject the contractor, its subcontractors, and persons employed by the same, to the civil and criminal jurisdiction of the U.S. and Host Nation.   “Host Nation” refers to the nation or nations where services under this contract are performed. 


(h)  Lapses in Training or Authorization.  Failure to successfully retrain an employee who has been properly authorized to be  armed under this contract within twelve (12) months of the last training date will constitute a lapse in the employee’s authorization to possess and carry the weapon.  All unauthorized employees will immediately surrender their weapon and authorization letter  to the contractor and will remain unarmed until such time as they are retrained and newly approved by the arming authority.  Additionally, the arming authority’s authorization letter is valid for a maximum of twelve (12) months from the date of the prior letter (unless authorization is earlier invalidated by a lapse in training). 


(i)  Authorized Weapon & Ammunition Types.  Unless DCDRUSCENTCOM (or a designee) expressly  provides otherwise, all arming requests and authorizations for contractor or subcontractor employees under this contract shall be  limited to  U.S. Government-approved weapons and ammunition.  Notwithstanding Host Nation laws or regulations that would allow use of heavier weapons by contract security/PSC, all DoD security service / PSC contractors must have weapons approved by DCDRUSCENTCOM (or a designee) before use.   This restriction applies to all weapons in the possession of contractor employees, even if such weapons are required for personal protection.  The following weapons and ammunition are currently authorized by the U.S. Government for use in Iraq and Afghanistan:



(1)  The M9, M4, M16, or equivalent (e.g. .45 CAL, AK-47). 



(2)  The M9 or equivalent sidearm will be the standard personal protection weapon unless other weapons are specifically requested and approved. 



(3)  U.S.  government Ball ammunition is the standard approved ammunition. 


(j)  Requirements for Individual Weapons Possession.   All employees of the contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers who are authorized to be  armed under this contract must:



(1)  Possess only those U.S. Government-approved weapons and ammunition for which they are qualified under the training requirements of section (c) and subsequently authorized to carry ;



(2)  Carry weapons only when on duty or at a specific post (according to their authorization);



(3)  Not conceal any weapons, unless specifically authorized; 



(4)  Carry proof of authorization to be armed.  Employees not possessing such proof will be deemed unauthorized and must surrender their weapon to their employer; and



(5)  In accordance with USCENTCOM G.O. #1, consumption of alcohol in Iraq or Afghanistan is prohibited.  In the event of a suspension or an exception to G.O. #1, employees shall not consume any alcoholic beverage while armed or within eight (8) hours of the next work period when  they will be armed.  There are no circumstances under which a person will be authorized to consume any alcoholic beverage when armed for personal protection. 


(k)  Weapons/Equipment Restrictions and Responsibilities.   Unless otherwise provided, the U.S. Government will not provide any weapons or ammunition to contractors, their subcontractors, or any employees of the same.  The Contractor will provide all weapons and ammunition to those employees that will be armed under the contract.  The contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers will also provide interceptor body armor, ballistic helmets, and the Nuclear, Biological, and Chemical (NBC) protective masks to those employees that require such equipment in the performance of their duties.


(l)  Rules for the Use of Force (RUF).   In addition to the RUF and ROE training referenced in paragraph (c), the contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers will monitor and report all activities of its armed employees that may violate the RUF and/or otherwise trigger reporting requirements as serious incidents .  Prompt reporting demonstrates a desire by the contractor and its subcontractors to minimize the impact of any violations and, therefore, will be given favorable consideration.  Violations of the RUF include, though are not limited to:



(1)  Taking a direct part in hostilities or combat actions, other than to exercise self-defense;



(2)  Failing to cooperate with Coalition and Host Nation forces;



(3)  Using deadly force, other than in self-defense where there is a reasonable belief of imminent risk of death or serious bodily harm;



(4)  Failing to use a graduated force approach;



(5)  Failing to treat the local civilians with humanity or respect; and



(6)  Detaining local civilians, other than in self-defense or as reflected in the contract terms.


(m)  Retention and Review of Records.  The Contractor and all subcontractors at all tiers shall maintain records on weapons training, LOAC, RUF and the screening of employees for at least six (6) months following the expiration (or termination) of the contract.  The Contractor and its subcontractors at all tiers shall make these records available to the Contracting Officer or designated representative, at no additional cost to the government, within 72 hours of a request.


(n)  Contractor Vehicles.  Vehicles used by contractor and subcontractor personnel in the course of their security duties shall not be painted or marked to resemble U.S. /Coalition or host nation military and police force vehicles. 


(o)  Quarterly Reporting.  The prime contractor will report quarterly (i.e. NLT 1 January, 1 April, 1 July and 1 October for each quarter of the calendar year) to the Contracting Officer responsible for this contract, and any other organization designated by the Contracting Officer, the following information under this contract:



(1)  The total number of armed civilians and contractors; 



(2)  The names and contact information of its subcontractors at all tiers; and



(3)  A general assessment of the threat conditions, adequacy of force numbers, and any problems that might require a change to force levels.  Note: this information is in addition to the information the contractor promises to immediately provide under the communications plan referenced at paragraph (d).

 SHIPPING INSTRUCTION FOR WEAPONS (JCC I/A 952.225-0008) (MAR 2009)


(a)  All weapons shall be shipped with a complete serial number manifest that is included with the shipping documents (inventory, bill of lading, etc.).


(b)  All individual boxes or crates shall be numbered and correspond to a list annotated on the serial number manifest.


(c)  Each individual box or crate shall have a packing list both inside and outside the box.  That packing list shall contain a list of the contents and the serial numbers for the weapons in that box or crate.


(d)  The contract number shall be listed on all serial number manifests and packing lists. All serial numbers shall be unique and non-recurring in any previous or future shipments.  Shipments received with recurring serial numbers will not be accepted by the U.S. Government, and the contractor will be required to return the shipment at his own expense and replace with new weapons having non-recurring serial numbers.

MEDICAL SCREENING AND VACCINATION REQUIREMENTS FOR LOCALLY HIRED EMPLOYEES (JCC-I/A 952.225-0009) (JAN 2010)


(a)  Contractors, and subcontractors at any tier shall ensure and provide satisfactory evidence that all locally hired employees, including Local National (LN), Third Country National, and U.S. employees, working on military have been screened for and do not currently have active tuberculosis (TB).



(1)  Contractors may utilize a testing method of either a chest x-ray or TB skin test (TST).




(i)  Chest x-rays shall be taken and TSTs administered within 90 days prior to the start of employment.




(ii)  Screening may be performed either by a licensed medical provider from the local economy or by contractors’ licensed medical staffs.  Contractors shall maintain medical screening documentation and make it available to the Contracting Officer upon request.



(2)  TB screening documentation shall be provided to  the responsible Base Defense Operations Center (BDOC) prior to issuance of base access badges.


(b)  Contractor employees, including subcontractors at any tier, who work in positions where they are working with food or water production and distribution, shall have current Typhoid and Hepatitis “A” (full series) vaccinations, in addition to the TB tests required above.


(c)  At least the first inoculation in the Hepatitis “A” series must be given prior to the start of employment, with continuation and completion of the inoculation series.   Once the complete Hepatitis “A” vaccination series is completed, it does not have to be repeated.



(1)  The Typhoid inoculation must be completed within two years prior to the date of employment in the food and water service capacity.   The Typhoid vaccination requires a booster immunization every three years.



(2)  Proof of individual employee vaccinations shall be provided to the Contracting Officer and COR proof that their employees and their subcontractor (at any tier) employees have received the above vaccinations.  The contractor shall maintain their employees’ vaccination records for examination by the Contracting Officer.  The contractor shall ensure that their subcontractors at any tier maintain their respective employees’ vaccination records for examination by the Contracting Officer.

(a)  Area of Travel.  Performance under this contract may require travel by contractor personnel.  If travel, domestic or overseas, is required, the contractor is responsible for making all necessary arrangements for its personnel.  These include but are not limited to:  medical examinations, immunizations, passports/visas/etc., and security clearances.  All contractor personnel required to perform work on any U.S. Navy vessel shall obtain boarding authorization from the Commanding Officer of the vessel before boarding


(b)  Travel Policy.  The Government will reimburse the contractor for allowable travel costs incurred by the contractor in performance of the contract in accordance with FAR Subpart 31.2.  Travel required for tasks assigned under this contract shall be governed in accordance with:  Federal Travel Regulations,  prescribed by the General Services Administration for travel in the conterminous 48 United States, (hereinafter the FTR); Joint Travel Regulation, Volume 2, DoD Civilian Personnel, Appendix A, prescribed by the Department of Defense, for travel in Alaska, Hawaii, The Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, and territories and possessions of the United States (hereinafter JTR); and Standardized Regulations (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), Section 925, "Maximum Travel Per Diem Allowances for Foreign Areas," prescribed by the Department of State, for travel in areas not covered in the FTR or JTR (hereinafter the SR).


(c)  Travel.  Travel and subsistence are authorized for travel beyond a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s office whenever a task assignment requires work to be accomplished at a temporary alternate worksite.  No travel or subsistence shall be charged for work performed within a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s office.  The contractor shall not be paid for travel or subsistence for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan area in which the tasks are being performed.  Travel performed for personal convenience, in conjunction with personal recreation, or daily travel to and from work at the contractor’s facility will not be reimbursed.



(1)  For travel costs other than described in paragraph (c) above, the contractor shall be paid on the basis of actual amount paid to the extent that such travel is necessary for the performance of services under the contract and is authorized by the COR in writing.



(2)  When transportation by privately owned conveyance is authorized, the contractor shall be paid on a mileage basis not to exceed the applicable Government transportation rate as contained in the FTR, JTR or SR.  Authorization for the use of privately owned conveyance shall be indicated in the basic contract.  Distances traveled between points shall be shown on invoices as listed in standard highway mileage guides.  Reimbursement will not exceed the mileage shown in the standard highway mileage guides.



(3)  The contractor agrees, in the performance of necessary travel, to use the lowest cost mode commensurate with the requirements of the mission as set forth in the basic contract and in accordance with good traffic management principles. When it is necessary to use air or rail travel, the contractor agrees to use coach, tourist class, or similar accommodations to the extent consistent with the successful and economical accomplishment of the mission for which the travel is being performed.



(4)  The contractor’s invoices shall include receipts or other evidence substantiating actual costs incurred for authorized travel.  In no event will such payments exceed the rates of common carriers.


(d)  Vehicle and/or Truck Rentals.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for actual rental/lease of special vehicles and/or trucks (i.e., of a type not normally used by the contractor in the conduct of its business) only if authorized in the basic contract or upon approval by the COR.  Reimbursement of such rental shall be made based on actual amounts paid by the contractor.  Use of rental/lease costs of vehicles and/or trucks that are of a type normally used by the contractor in the conduct of its business are not subject to reimbursement


(e)  Car Rental.  The contractor shall be reimbursed for car rental, exclusive of mileage charges, as authorized in the basic contract or upon approval by the COR, when the services are required to be performed beyond the normal commuting distance from the contractor’s facilities.  Car rental for a team on TDY at one site will be allowed for a minimum of four (4) persons per car, provided that such number or greater comprise the TDY team.


(f)  Per Diem.  The contractor shall not be paid for per diem for contractor personnel who reside in the metropolitan areas in which the tasks are being performed.  Per Diem shall not be paid on services performed within a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s home office or the contractor’s local office.  Per Diem is authorized for contractor personnel beyond a fifty-mile radius of the contractor’s home or local offices whenever a task assigned requires work to be done at a temporary alternate worksite.  Per Diem shall be paid to the contractor only to the extent that overnight stay is necessary and authorized under this contract.  The authorized per diem rate shall be the same as the prevailing per diem in the worksite locality.  These rates will be based on rates contained in the FTR, JTR or SR.  The applicable rate is authorized at a flat seventy-five (75%) percent on the day of departure from contractor’s home or local office, and on the day of return.  Reimbursement to the contractor for per diem shall be limited to actual payments to per diem defined herein. The contractor shall provide actual payments of per diem defined herein.  The contractor shall provide supporting documentation for per diem expenses as evidence of actual payment.


(g)  Shipboard Stays.  Whenever work assignments require temporary duty aboard a Government ship, the contractor will be reimbursed at the per diem rates identified in paragraph C8101.2C or C81181.3B(6) of the Department of Defense Joint Travel Regulations, Volume II.

(4)  An evaluation of the effects the proposed change would have on collateral costs to the Government such as Government-furnished property costs, costs of related items, and costs of maintenance and operation.



(5)  A statement of the time by which the change order adopting the proposal must be issued so as to obtain the maximum benefits of the changes during the remainder of this contract. Also, any effect on the contract completion time or delivery schedule shall be identified.


(c)  Engineering change proposals submitted to the Contracting Officer shall be processed expeditiously.  The Government shall not be liable for proposal preparation costs or any delay in acting upon any proposal submitted pursuant to this clause.  The contractor has the right to withdraw, in whole or in part, any engineering change proposal not accepted by the Government within the period specified in the engineering change proposal.  The decision of the Contracting Officer as to the acceptance of any such proposal under this contract shall be final and shall not be subject to the “Disputes” clause of the contract.


(d)  The Contracting Officer may accept any engineering change proposal submitted pursuant to this clause by giving the contractor written notice thereof.  This written notice may be given by issuance of a modification to this contract.  Unless and until a modification is executed to incorporate an engineering change proposal under this contract, the contractor shall remain obligated to perform in accordance with the terms of the existing contract.


(e)  If an engineering change proposal pursuant to this clause is accepted and applied to this contract, an equitable adjustment in the contract price and in any other affected provisions of this contract shall be made in accordance with the “Changes” clause.


(f)  The contractor is requested to identify specifically any information contained in its engineering change proposal which it considers confidential and/or proprietary and which it prefers not to be disclosed to the public.  The identification of information as confidential and/or proprietary is for information purposes only and shall not be binding on the Government to prevent disclosure of such information.  Offerors are advised that such information may be subject to release upon request pursuant to the Freedom of Information Act (5 U.S.C. 552).

Section I - Contract Clauses

52.222-54 – Employment Eligibility Verification. (Jan 2009)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—

“Commercially available off-the-shelf (COTS) item”—

(1) Means any item of supply that is—

(i) A commercial item (as defined in paragraph (1) of the definition at 2.101);

(ii) Sold in substantial quantities in the commercial marketplace; and

(iii) Offered to the Government, without modification, in the same form in which it is sold in the commercial marketplace; and

(2) Does not include bulk cargo, as defined in section 3 of the Shipping Act of 1984 (46 U.S.C. App. 1702), such as agricultural products and petroleum products. Per 46 CFR 525.1(c)(2), “bulk cargo” means cargo that is loaded and carried in bulk onboard ship without mark or count, in a loose unpackaged form, having homogenous characteristics. Bulk cargo loaded into intermodal equipment, except LASH or Seabee barges, is subject to mark and count and, therefore, ceases to be bulk cargo.

“Employee assigned to the contract” means an employee who was hired after November 6, 1986, who is directly performing work, in the United States, under a contract that is required to include the clause prescribed at 22.1803. An employee is not considered to be directly performing work under a contract if the employee—

(1) Normally performs support work, such as indirect or overhead functions; and

(2) Does not perform any substantial duties applicable to the contract.

“Subcontract” means any contract, as defined in 2.101, entered into by a subcontractor to furnish supplies or services for performance of a prime contract or a subcontract. It includes but is not limited to purchase orders, and changes and modifications to purchase orders.

“Subcontractor” means any supplier, distributor, vendor, or firm that furnishes supplies or services to or for a prime Contractor or another subcontractor.

“United States,” as defined in 8 U.S.C. 1101(a)(38), means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, and the U.S. Virgin Islands.

(b) Enrollment and verification requirements.
(1) If the Contractor is not enrolled as a Federal Contractor in E-Verify at time of contract award, the Contractor shall—

(i) Enroll. Enroll as a Federal Contractor in the E-Verify program within 30 calendar days of contract award;

(ii) Verify all new employees. Within 90 calendar days of enrollment in the E-Verify program, begin to use E-Verify to initiate verification of employment eligibility of all new hires of the Contractor, who are working in the United States, whether or not assigned to the contract, within 3 business days after the date of hire (but see paragraph (b)(3) of this section); and

(iii) Verify employees assigned to the contract. For each employee assigned to the contract, initiate verification within 90 calendar days after date of enrollment or within 30 calendar days of the employee’s assignment to the contract, whichever date is later (but see paragraph (b)(4) of this section).

(2) If the Contractor is enrolled as a Federal Contractor in E-Verify at time of contract award, the Contractor shall use E-Verify to initiate verification of employment eligibility of—

(i) All new employees.

(A) Enrolled 90 calendar days or more. The Contractor shall initiate verification of all new hires of the Contractor, who are working in the United States, whether or not assigned to the contract within 3 business days after the date of hire (but see paragraph (b)(3) of this section); or

(B) Enrolled less than 90 calendar days. Within 90 calendar days after enrollment as a Federal Contractor in E-Verify, the Contractor shall initiate verification of all new hires of the Contractor, who are working in the United States, whether or not assigned to the contract, within 3 business days after the date of hire (but see paragraph (b)(3) of this section ); or

(ii) Employees assigned to the contract. For each employee assigned to the contract, the Contractor shall initiate verification within 90 calendar days after date of contract award or within 30 days after assignment to the contract, whichever date is later (but see paragraph (b)(4) of this section).

(3) If the Contractor is an institution of higher education (as defined at 20 U.S.C. 1001(a)); a State or local government or the government of a Federally recognized Indian tribe; or a surety performing under a takeover agreement entered into with a Federal agency pursuant to a performance bond, the Contractor may choose to verify only employees assigned to the contract, whether existing employees or new hires. The Contractor shall follow the applicable verification requirements at (b)(1) or (b)(2), respectively, except that any requirement for verification of new employees applies only t new employees assigned to the contract.

(4) Option to verify employment eligibility of all employees. The Contractor may elect to verify all existing employees hired after November 6, 1986, rather than just those employees assigned to the contract. The Contractor shall initiate verification for each existing employee working in the United States who was hired after November 6, 1986, within 180 calendar days of—

(i) Enrollment in the E-Verify program; or

(ii) Notification to E-Verify Operations of the Contractor’s decision to exercise this option, using the contact information provided in the E-Verify program Memorandum of Understanding (MOU).

(5) The Contractor shall comply, for the period of performance of this contract, with the requirement of the E-Verify program MOU.

(i) The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) or the Social Security Administration (SSA) may terminate the Contractor’s MOU and deny access to the E-Verify system in accordance with the terms of the MOU. In such case, the Contractor will be referred to a suspension or debarment official.

(ii) During the period between termination of the MOU and a decision by the suspension or debarment official whether to suspend or debar, the Contractor is excused from its obligations under paragraph (b) of this clause. If the suspension or debarment official determines not to suspend or debar the Contractor, then the Contractor must reenroll in E-Verify.

(c) Web site. Information on registration for and use of the E-Verify program can be obtained via the Internet at the Department of Homeland Security Web site: http://www.dhs.gov/E-Verify .

(d) Individuals previously verified. The Contractor is not required by this clause to perform additional employment verification using E-Verify for any employee—

(1) Whose employment eligibility was previously verified by the Contractor through the E-Verify program;

(2) Who has been granted and holds an active U.S. Government security clearance for access to confidential, secret, or top secret information in accordance with the National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual; or

(3) Who has undergone a completed background investigation and been issued credentials pursuant to Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD) -12, Policy for a Common Identification Standard for Federal Employees and Contractors.

(e) Subcontracts. The contractor shall include the requirements of this clause, including this paragraph (e) (appropriately modified for identification of the parties), in each subcontract that—

(1) Is for—

(i) Commercial or noncommercial services (except for commercial services that are part of the purchase of a COTS item (or an item that would be a COTS item, but for minor modifications), performed by the COTS provider, and are normally provided for that COTS item); or

(ii) Construction;

(2) Has a value of more than $3,000; and

(3) Includes work performed in the United States.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within 5 days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

52.216-21
REQUIREMENTS (OCT 1995)


(a) This is a requirements contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies or services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.  Except as this contract may otherwise provide, if the Government's requirements do not result in orders in the quantities described as "estimated" or "maximum" in the Schedule, that fact shall not constitute the basis for an equitable price adjustment.


(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  Subject to any limitations in the Order Limitations clause or elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor shall furnish to the Government all supplies or services specified in the Schedule and called for by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.


(c) Except as this contract otherwise provides, the Government shall order from the Contractor all the supplies or services specified in the Schedule that are required to be purchased by the Government activity or activities specified in the Schedule.

(e) If the Government urgently requires delivery of any quantity of an item before the earliest date that delivery may be specified under this contract, and if the Contractor will not accept an order providing for the accelerated delivery, the Government may acquire the urgently required goods or services from another source.


(f) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after [calendar date to be determined at time of contract award].
52.217-7     OPTION FOR INCREASED QUANTITY – SEPARATELY PRICED LINE ITEM (MAR 1989)


The Government may require the delivery of the numbered line item, identified in the Schedule as an option item, in the quantity and at the price stated in the Schedule.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within 30 Days before the contract expires.  Delivery of added items shall continue at the same rate that like items are called for under the contract, unless the parties otherwise agree.
52.217-8
OPTION TO EXTEND SERVICES (NOV 1999) 


The Government may require continued performance of any services within the limits and at the rates specified in the contract. These rates may be adjusted only as a result of revisions to prevailing labor rates provided by the Secretary of Labor. The option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of performance hereunder shall not exceed 6 months. The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor within 60 days before the contract expires.

UTILIZATION OF SMALL BUSINESS CONCERNS (MAY 2004) (DEVIATION 2009- O0009: NOV 2009)


(a) It is the policy of the United States that small business concerns, veteran-owned small business concerns, service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns, HUBZone small business concerns, small disadvantaged business concerns, and women-owned small business concerns shall have the maximum practicable opportunity to participate in performing contracts let by any Federal agency, including contracts and subcontracts for subsystems, assemblies, components, and related services for major systems. (c) Definitions. As used in this contract-- 


"HUBZone small business concern" means a small business concern that appears on the List of Qualified HUBZone Small Business Concerns maintained by the Small Business Administration. 


"Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concern"-



(1) Means a small business concern-




(i) Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more service-disabled veterans; and




(ii) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more service-disabled veterans or, in the case of a service-disabled veteran with permanent and severe disability, the spouse or permanent caregiver of such veteran.



(2) Service-disabled veteran means a veteran, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(2), with a disability that is service-connected, as defined in 38 U.S.C. 101(16).


"Small business concern" means a small business as defined pursuant to Section 3 of the Small Business Act and relevant regulations promulgated pursuant thereto. 


"Small disadvantaged business concern" means a small business concern that represents, as part of its offer, that-



(1) Not less than 51 percent of which is unconditionally and directly owned by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged individuals who are citizens of the United States, the management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged individuals;

and



(2) Where the concern is owned by one or more individuals, the net worth of each individual upon whom the certification is based does not exceed $750,000 after taking into account the applicable exclusions set forth at 13 CFR 124.104(c)(2).


"Veteran-owned small business concern" means a small business concern-



(1) Not less than 51 percent of which is owned by one or more veterans (as defined at 38 U.S.C. 101(2)) or, in the case of any publicly owned business, not less than 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more veterans; and



(2) The management and daily business operations of which are controlled by one or more veterans.


"Women-owned small business concern" means a small business concern-- 



(1) That is at least 51 percent owned by one or more women, or, in the case of any publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of the stock of which is owned by one or more women; and 



(2) Whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more women.


(d) Contractors acting in good faith may rely on written representations by their subcontractors regarding their status as a small business concern, a veteran-owned small business concern, a service-disabled veteran-owned small business concern, a HUBZone small business concern, a small disadvantaged business concern, or a women-owned small business concern.
52.219-9
SMALL BUSINESS SUBCONTRACTING PLAN (APR 2008) (DEVIATION 2008-O0008: FEB 2009)


 (a) This clause does not apply to small business concerns. 


 (b)  Definitions . As used in this clause—


 “Alaska Native Corporation (ANC)” means any Regional Corporation, Village Corporation, Urban Corporation, or Group Corporation organized under the laws of the State of Alaska in accordance with the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act, as amended (43 U.S.C. 1601,  et seq. ) and which is considered a minority and economically disadvantaged concern under the criteria at 43 U.S.C. 1626(e)(1). This definition also includes ANC direct and indirect subsidiary corporations, joint ventures, and partnerships that meet the requirements of 43 U.S.C. 1626 (e)(2).


 “Commercial item”   means a product or service that satisfies the definition of commercial item in section 2.101 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation.


 “Commercial plan”   means a subcontracting plan (including goals) that covers the offeror’s fiscal year and that applies to the entire production of commercial items sold by either the entire company or a portion thereof ( e.g. , division, plant, or product line).


 “Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS)” means the Governmentwide, electronic, web-based system for small business subcontracting program reporting. The eSRS is located at  http://www.esrs.gov.


 “Indian tribe” means any Indian tribe, band, group, pueblo, or community, including native villages and native groups (including corporations organized by Kenai, Juneau, Sitka, and Kodiak) as defined in the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C.A. 1601  et seq .), that is recognized by the Federal Government as eligible for services from the Bureau of Indian Affairs in accordance with 25 U.S.C. 1452(c). This definition also includes Indian-owned economic enterprises that meet the requirements of 25 U.S.C. 1452(e).


 “Individual contract plan” means a subcontracting plan that covers the entire contract period (including option periods), applies to a specific contract, and has goals that are based on the offeror’s planned subcontracting in support of the specific contract except that indirect costs incurred for common or joint purposes may be allocated on a prorated basis to the contract.


 “Master plan”   means a subcontracting plan that contains all the required elements of an individual contract plan, except goals, and may be incorporated into individual contract plans, provided the master plan has been approved.


 “Subcontract”   means any agreement (other than one involving an employer-employee relationship) entered into by a Federal Government prime Contractor or subcontractor calling for supplies or services required for performance of the contract or subcontract.


 (c) The offeror, upon request by the Contracting Officer, shall submit and negotiate a subcontracting plan, where applicable, that separately addresses subcontracting with small business concerns, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business concerns, small disadvantaged business, and with women-owned small business concerns. If the offeror is submitting an individual contract plan, the plan must separately address subcontracting with small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns with a separate part for the basic contract and separate parts for each option (if any). The plan shall be included in and made a part of the resultant contract. The subcontracting plan shall be negotiated within the time specified by the Contracting Officer. Failure to submit and negotiate the subcontracting plan shall make the offeror ineligible for award of a contract.


 (d) The offeror’s subcontracting plan shall include the following:



 (1) Goals, expressed in terms of percentages of total planned subcontracting dollars, for the use of small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns as subcontractors. The offeror shall include all subcontracts that contribute to contract performance, and may include a proportionate share of products and services that are normally allocated as indirect costs. In accordance with 43 U.S.C. 1626:




 (i) Subcontracts awarded to an ANC or Indian tribe shall be counted towards the subcontracting goals for small business and small disadvantages business (SDB) concerns, regardless of the size or Small Business Administration certification status of the ANC or Indian tribe.




 (ii) Where one or more subcontractors are in the subcontract tier between the prime contractor and the ANC or Indian tribe, the ANC or Indian tribe shall designate the appropriate contractor(s) to count the subcontract towards its small business and small disadvantaged business subcontracting goals.





 (A) In most cases, the appropriate Contractor is the Contractor that awarded the subcontract to the ANC or Indian tribe.





 (B) If the ANC or Indian tribe designates more than one Contractor to count the subcontract toward its goals, the ANC or Indian tribe shall designate only a portion of the total subcontract award to each Contractor. The sum of the amounts designated to various Contractors cannot exceed the total value of the subcontract.





 (C) The ANC or Indian tribe shall give a copy of the written designation to the Contracting Officer, the prime Contractor, and the subcontractors in between the prime Contractor and the ANC or Indian tribe within 30 days of the date of the subcontract award.





 (D) If the Contracting Officer does not receive a copy of the ANC’s or the Indian tribe’s written designation within 30 days of the subcontract award, the Contractor that awarded the subcontract to the ANC or Indian tribe will be considered the designated Contractor.



 (2) A statement of—




 (i) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted for an individual contract plan; or the offeror’s total projected sales, expressed in dollars, and the total value of projected subcontracts to support the sales for a commercial plan;




 (ii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes);




 (iii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to veteran-owned small business concerns;




 (iv) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to service-disabled veteran-owned small business;




 (v) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to HUBZone small business concerns;




 (vi) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small disadvantaged business concerns (including ANCs and Indian tribes); and




 (vii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to women-owned small business concerns.



 (3) A description of the principal types of supplies and services to be subcontracted, and an identification of the types planned for subcontracting to --




 (i) Small business concerns,




 (ii) Veteran-owned small business concerns;




 (iii) Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns;




 (iv) HUBZone small business concerns;



 (v) Small disadvantaged business concerns, and



 (vi) Women-owned small business concerns.



 (4) A description of the method used to develop the subcontracting goals in paragraph (d)(1) of this clause.



 (5) A description of the method used to identify potential sources for solicitation purposes ( e.g. , existing company source lists, the Central Contractor Registration database (CCR), veterans service organizations, the National Minority Purchasing Council Vendor Information Service, the Research and Information Division of the Minority Business Development Agency in the Department of Commerce, or small, HUBZone, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business trade associations). A firm may rely on the information contained in CCR as an accurate representation of a concern’s size and ownership characteristics for the   publicizing subcontracting opportunities) in this clause.



 (6) A statement as to whether or not the offeror included indirect costs in establishing subcontracting goals, and a description of the method used to determine the proportionate share of indirect costs to be incurred with --




 (i) Small business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes);




 (ii) Veteran-owned small business concerns;




 (iii) Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns;




 (iv) HUBZone small business concerns;




 (v) Small disadvantaged business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes); and




 (vi) Women-owned small business concerns.



 (7) The name of the individual employed by the offeror who will administer the offeror’s subcontracting program, and a description of the duties of the individual.



 (8) A description of the efforts the offeror will make to assure that small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns have an equitable opportunity to compete for subcontracts.



 (9) Assurances that the offeror will include the clause of this contract entitled “Utilization of Small Business Concerns” in all subcontracts that offer further subcontracting opportunities, and that the offeror will require all subcontractors (except small business concerns) that receive subcontracts in excess of $550,000 ($1,000,000 for construction of any public facility with further subcontracting possibilities) to adopt a plan similar to the plan that complies with the requirements of this clause.



 (10) Assurances that the offeror will --




 (i) Cooperate in any studies or surveys as may be required;




 (ii) Submit periodic reports so that   the Government can determine the extent of compliance by the offeror with the subcontracting plan;




 (iii) Submit the Standard Form (SF) 294 Subcontracting Report for Individual Contract in accordance with the paragraph (l) of this clause. Submit the Summary Subcontract Report (SSR) in accordance with the paragraph (l) of this clause using the Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS) at http://www.esrs.gov. The reports shall provide information on subcontract awards to small business concerns, veteran-owned small business concerns, service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns, HUBZone small business concerns, small disadvantaged business concerns, women-owned small business concerns, and Historically Black Colleges and Universities and Minority Institutions. Reporting shall be in accordance with this clause, or as provided in agency regulations;




 (iv) Ensure that its subcontractors with subcontracting plans agree to submit the SF 294; in accordance with the paragraph (l) of this clause. Ensure that subcontractors with subcontracting plans agree to submit the SSR in accordance with paragraph (1) of this clause, using eSRS.



 (11) A description of the types of records that will be maintained concerning procedures that have been adopted to comply with the requirements and goals in the plan, including establishing source lists; and a description of the offeror’s efforts to locate small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns and award subcontracts to them. The records shall include at least the following (on a plant-wide or company-wide basis, unless otherwise indicated):




 (i) Source lists ( e.g ., CCR), guides, and other data that identify small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns.

 (E) Whether small disadvantaged business concerns were solicited and if not, why not;





 (F) Whether women-owned small business concerns were solicited and if not, why not; and





 (G) If applicable, the reason award was not made to a small business concern.




 (iv) Records of any outreach efforts to contact --





 (A) Trade associations;





 (B) Business development organizations; 





 (C) Conferences and trade fairs to locate small, HUBZone small, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business sources; and





 (D) Veterans service organizations.




 (v) Records of internal guidance and encouragement provided to buyers through --





 (A) Workshops, seminars, training, etc., and





 (B) Monitoring performance to evaluate compliance with the program’s requirements.




 (vi) On a contract-by-contract basis, records to support award data submitted by the offeror to the Government, including the name, address, and business size of each subcontractor. Contractors having commercial plans need not comply with this requirement.


 (e) In order to effectively implement this plan to the extent consistent with efficient contract performance, the Contractor shall perform the following functions:



 (1) Assist small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns by arranging solicitations, time for the preparation of bids, quantities, specifications, and delivery schedules so as to facilitate the participation by such concerns. Purchases from a corporation, company, or subdivision that is an affiliate of the prime Contractor or subcontractor are not included in these reports. Subcontract award data reported by prime Contractors and subcontractors shall be limited to awards made to their immediate next-tier subcontractors. Credit cannot be taken for awards made to lower tier subcontractors unless the Contractor or subcontractor has been designated to receive a small business or small disadvantaged business credit from an ANC or Indian tribe. Only subcontracts involving performance in the U.S. or its outlying areas should be included in these reports.



 (1) SF294. This report is not required for commercial plans. The report is required for each contract containing an individual subcontract plan. In the case of a subcontract with a subcontracting plan, submit the report to the entity that awarded the subcontract. 




 (i) The report shall be submitted semi-annually during contract performance for the periods ending March 31 and September 30. A report is also required for each contract within 30 days of contract completion. Reports are due 30 days after the close of each reporting period, unless otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer. Reports are required when due, regardless of whether there has been any subcontracting activity since the inception of the contract or the previous reporting period.

The Government will pay the Contractor as follows upon the submission of vouchers approved by the Contracting Officer or the authorized representative:


(a) Hourly rate. (1) Hourly rate means the rate(s) prescribed in the contract for payment for labor that meets the labor category qualifications of a labor category specified in the contract that are--




(i) Performed by the Contractor;




(ii) Performed by the subcontractors; or




(iii) Transferred between divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the Contractor under a common control.



(2) The amounts shall be computed by multiplying the appropriate hourly rates prescribed in the Schedule by the number of direct labor hours performed.



(3) The hourly rates shall be paid for all labor performed on the contract that meets the labor qualifications specified in the contract. Labor hours incurred to perform tasks for which labor qualifications were specified in the contract will not be paid to the extent the work is performed by employees that do not meet the qualifications specified in the contract, unless specifically authorized by the Contracting Officer.



(4) The hourly rates shall include wages, indirect costs, general and administrative expense, and profit. Fractional parts of an hour shall be payable on a prorated basis.



(5) Vouchers may be submitted once each month (or at more frequent intervals, if approved by the Contracting Officer), to the Contracting Officer or authorized representative. The Contractor shall substantiate vouchers (including any subcontractor hours reimbursed at the hourly rate in the schedule) by evidence of actual payment and by--




(i) Individual daily job timekeeping records;




(ii) Records that verify the employees meet the qualifications for the labor categories specified in the contract; or




(iii) Other substantiation approved by the Contracting Officer.



(6) Promptly after receipt of each substantiated voucher, the Government shall, except as otherwise provided in this contract, and subject to the terms of paragraph (e) of this clause, pay the voucher as approved by the Contracting Officer or authorized representative.



(7) Unless otherwise prescribed in the Schedule, the Contracting Officer may unilaterally issue a contract modification requiring the Contractor to withhold amounts from its billings until a reserve is set aside in an amount that the Contracting Officer considers necessary to protect the Government's interests. The Contracting Officer may require a withhold of 5 percent of the amounts due under paragraph (a) of this clause, but the total amount withheld for the contract shall not exceed $50,000. The amounts withheld shall be retained until the Contractor executes and delivers the release required by paragraph (g) of this clause.



(8) Unless the Schedule prescribes otherwise, the hourly rates in the Schedule shall not be varied by virtue of the Contractor having performed work on an overtime basis. If no overtime rates are provided in the Schedule and overtime work is approved in advance by the Contracting Officer, overtime rates shall be negotiated. Failure to agree upon these overtime rates shall be treated as a dispute under the Disputes clause of this contract. If the Schedule provides rates for overtime, the premium portion of those rates will be reimbursable only to the extent the overtime is approved by the Contracting Officer.


(b) Materials. (1) For the purposes of this clause--




(i) Direct materials means those materials that enter directly into the end product, or that are used or consumed directly in connection with the furnishing of the end product or service.




(ii) Materials means--





(A) Direct materials, including supplies transferred between divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of the Contractor under a common control;





(B) Subcontracts for supplies and incidental services for which there is not a labor category specified in the contract;





(C) Other direct costs (e.g., incidental services for which there is not a labor category specified in the contract, travel, computer usage charges, etc.); and





(D) Applicable indirect costs.



(2) If the Contractor furnishes its own materials that meet the definition of a commercial item at 2.101, the price to be paid for such materials shall not exceed the Contractor's established catalog or market price, adjusted to reflect the--




(i) Quantities being acquired; and




(ii) Actual cost of any modifications necessary because of contract requirements.



(3) Except as provided for in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause, the Government will reimburse the Contractor for allowable cost of materials provided the Contractor--




(i) Has made payments for materials in accordance with the terms and conditions of the agreement or invoice; or




(ii) Ordinarily makes these payments within 30 days of the submission of the Contractor's payment request to the Government and such payment is in accordance with the terms and conditions of the agreement or invoice.



(4) Payment for materials is subject to the Allowable Cost and Payment clause of this contract. The Contracting Officer will determine allowable costs of materials in accordance with Subpart 31.2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) in effect on the date of this contract.



(5) The Contractor may include allocable indirect costs and other direct costs to the extent they are--




(i) Comprised only of costs that are clearly excluded from the hourly rate;




(ii) Allocated in accordance with the Contractor's written or established accounting practices; and




(iii) Indirect costs are not applied to subcontracts that are paid at the hourly rates.



(6) To the extent able, the Contractor shall--




(i) Obtain materials at the most advantageous prices available with due regard to securing prompt delivery of satisfactory materials; and




(ii) Take all cash and trade discounts, rebates, allowances, credits, salvage, commissions, and other benefits. When unable to take advantage of the benefits, the Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer and give the reasons. The Contractor shall give credit to the Government for cash and trade discounts, rebates, scrap, commissions, and other amounts that have accrued to the benefit of the Contractor, or would have accrued except for the fault or neglect of the Contractor. The Contractor shall not deduct from gross costs the benefits lost without fault or neglect on the part of the Contractor, or lost through fault of the Government.



(7) Except as provided for in 31.205-26(e) and (f), the Government will not pay profit or fee to the prime Contractor on materials.


(c) If the Contractor enters into any subcontract that requires consent under the clause at 52.244-2, Subcontracts, without obtaining such consent, the Government is not required to reimburse the Contractor for any costs incurred under the subcontract prior to the date the Contractor obtains the required consent. Any reimbursement of subcontract costs incurred prior to the date the consent was obtained shall be at the sole discretion of the Government.


(d) Total cost. It is estimated that the total cost to the Government for the performance of this contract shall not exceed the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule, and the Contractor agrees to use its best efforts to perform the work specified in the Schedule and all obligations under this contract within such ceiling price. If at any time the Contractor has reason to believe that the hourly rate payments and material costs that will accrue in performing this contract in the next succeeding 30 days, if added to all other payments and costs previously accrued, will exceed 85 percent of the ceiling price in the Schedule, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer giving a revised estimate of the total price to the Government for performing this contract with supporting reasons and documentation. If at any time during performing this contract, the Contractor has reason to believe that the total price to the Government for performing this contract will be substantially greater or less than the then stated ceiling price, the Contractor shall so notify the Contracting Officer, giving a revised estimate of the total price for performing this contract, with supporting reasons and documentation. If at any time during performing this contract, the Government has reason to believe that the work to be required in performing this contract will be substantially greater or less than the stated ceiling price, the Contracting Officer will so advise the Contractor, giving the then revised estimate of the total amount of effort to be required under the contract.


(e) Ceiling price. The Government will not be obligated to pay the Contractor any amount in excess of the ceiling price in the Schedule, and the Contractor shall not be obligated to continue performance if to do so would exceed the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule, unless and until the Contracting Officer notifies the Contractor in writing that the ceiling price has been increased and specifies in the notice a revised ceiling that shall constitute the ceiling price for performance under this contract. When and to the extent that the ceiling price set forth in the Schedule has been increased, any hours expended and material costs incurred by the Contractor in excess of the ceiling price before the increase shall be allowable to the same extent as if the hours expended and material costs had been incurred after the increase in the ceiling price.


(f) Audit. At any time before final payment under this contract, the Contracting Officer may request audit of the vouchers and supporting documentation. Each payment previously made shall be subject to reduction to the extent of amounts, on preceding vouchers, that are found by the Contracting Officer or authorized representative not to have been properly payable and shall also be subject to reduction for overpayments or to increase for underpayments. Upon receipt and approval of the voucher designated by the Contractor as the “completion voucher” and supporting documentation, and upon compliance by the Contractor with all terms of this contract (including, without limitation, terms relating to patents and the terms of paragraph (g) of this clause), the Government shall promptly pay any balance due the Contractor. The completion voucher, and supporting documentation, shall be submitted by the Contractor as promptly as practicable following completion of the work under this contract, but in no event later than 1 year (or such longer period as the Contracting Officer may approve in writing) from the date of completion.


(g) Assignment and Release of Claims. The Contractor, and each assignee under an assignment entered into under this contract and in effect at the time of final payment under this contract, shall execute and deliver, at the time of and as a condition precedent to final payment under this contract, a release discharging the Government, its officers, agents, and employees of and from all liabilities, obligations, and claims arising out of or under this contract, subject only to the following exceptions:



(1) Specified claims in stated amounts, or in estimated amounts if the amounts are not susceptible of exact statement by the Contractor.



(2) Claims, together with reasonable incidental expenses, based upon the liabilities of the Contractor to third parties arising out of performing this contract, that are not known to the Contractor on the date of the execution of the release, and of which the Contractor gives notice in writing to the Contracting Officer not more than 6 years after the date of the release or the date of any notice to the Contractor that the Government is prepared to make final payment, whichever is earlier.



(3) Claims for reimbursement of costs (other than expenses of the Contractor by reason of its indemnification of the Government against patent liability), including reasonable incidental expenses, incurred by the Contractor under the terms of this contract relating to patents.


(h) Interim payments on contracts for other than services. (1) Interim payments made prior to the final payment under the contract are contract financing payments. Contract financing payments are not subject to the interest penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment Act.



(2) The designated payment office will make interim payments for contract financing on the 30th day after the designated billing office receives a proper payment request. In the event that the Government requires an audit or other review of a specific payment request to ensure compliance with the terms and conditions of the contract, the designated payment office is not compelled to make payment by the specified due date. GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (JUN 2007) (DEVIATION 2007-O0012: DEC 2007) ALT I (JUN 2007)


(a)  Definitions.  As used in this clause—


“Acquisition cost” means the cost to acquire a tangible capital asset including the purchase price of the asset and costs necessary to prepare the asset for use. Costs necessary to prepare the asset for use include the cost of placing the asset in location and bringing the asset to a condition necessary for normal or expected use.


“Cannibalize” means to remove serviceable parts from one item of equipment in order to install them on another item of equipment.


“Contractor-acquired property” means property acquired, fabricated, or otherwise provided by the Contractor for performing a contract, and to which the Government has title.


“Contractor inventory” means—



(1) Any property acquired by and in the possession of a Contractor or subcontractor under a contract for which title is vested in the Government and which exceeds the amounts needed to complete full performance under the entire contract;



(2) Any property that the Government is obligated or has the option to take over under any type of contract, e.g., as a result either of any changes in the specifications or plans thereunder or of the termination of the contract (or subcontract thereunder), before completion of the work, for the convenience or at the option of the Government; and



(3) Government-furnished property that exceeds the amounts needed to complete full performance under the entire contract.


 “Contractor's managerial personnel” means the Contractor's directors, officers, managers, superintendents, or equivalent representatives who have supervision or direction of—



(1) All or substantially all of the Contractor's business;



(2) All or substantially all of the Contractor's operation at any one plant or separate location; or



(3) A separate and complete major industrial operation.


 “Demilitarization” means rendering a product unusable for, and not restorable to, the purpose for which it was designed or is customarily used.


 “Discrepancies incident to shipment” means any differences ( e.g. , count or condition) between the items documented to have been shipped and items actually received.


 “Equipment” means a tangible asset that is functionally complete for its intended purpose, durable, nonexpendable, and needed for the performance of a contract. Equipment is not intended for sale, and does not ordinarily lose its identity or become a component part of another article when put into use.


 “Government-furnished property” means property in the possession of, or directly acquired by, the Government and subsequently furnished to the Contractor for performance of a contract.


 “Government property” means all property owned or leased by the Government. Government property includes both Government-furnished and Contractor-acquired property.


 “Material” means property that may be consumed or expended during the performance of a contract, component parts of a higher assembly, or items that lose their individual identity through incorporation into an end-item. Material does not include equipment, special tooling and special test equipment.


 “Nonseverable” means property that cannot be removed after construction or installation without substantial loss of value or damage to the installed property or to the premises where installed.


 “Precious metals” means silver, gold, platinum, palladium, iridium, osmium, rhodium, and ruthenium.


 “Property” means all tangible property, both real and personal.


 “Property Administrator” means an authorized representative of the Contracting Officer appointed in accordance with agency procedures, responsible for administering the contract requirements and obligations relating to Government property in the possession of a Contractor.


 “Provide” means to furnish, as in Government-furnished property, or to acquire, as in contractor-acquired property.


 “Real property” means land and rights in land, ground improvements, utility distribution systems, and buildings and other structures. It does not include foundations and other work necessary for installing personal property.


 “Sensitive property” means property potentially dangerous to the public safety or security if stolen, lost, or misplaced, or that shall be subject to exceptional physical security, protection, control, and accountability. Examples include weapons, ammunition, explosives, controlled substances, radioactive materials, hazardous materials or wastes, or precious metals.


 “Surplus property” means excess personal property not required by any Federal agency as determined by the Administrator of the General Services Administration (GSA).


(b)  Property management . 



(1) The Contractor shall have a system to manage (control, use, preserve, protect, repair and maintain) Government property in its possession. The system shall be adequate to satisfy the requirements of this clause. In doing so, the Contractor shall initiate and maintain the processes, systems, procedures, records, and methodologies necessary for effective control of Government property, consistent with voluntary consensus standards and/or industry-leading practices and standards for Government property management except where inconsistent with law or regulation. During the period of performance, the Contractor shall disclose any significant changes to their property management system to the Property Administrator prior to implementation.



(2) The Contractor's responsibility extends from the initial acquisition and receipt of property, through stewardship, custody, and use until formally relieved of responsibility by authorized means, including delivery, consumption, expending, disposition, or via a completed investigation, evaluation, and final determination for lost, damaged, destroyed, or stolen property. This requirement applies to all Government property under the Contractor's accountability, stewardship, possession or control, including its vendors or subcontractors (see paragraph (f)(1)(v) of this clause).



(3) The Contractor shall include the requirements of this clause in all subcontracts under which Government property is acquired or furnished for subcontract performance.


(c)  Use of Government property . The Contractor shall use Government property, either furnished or acquired under this contract, only for performing this contract, unless otherwise provided for in this contract or approved by the Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall not modify, cannibalize, or make alterations to Government property unless this contract specifically identifies the modifications, alterations or improvements as work to be performed.


(d)  Government-furnished property .



(1) The Government shall deliver to the Contractor the Government-furnished property described in this contract. The Government shall furnish related data and information needed for the intended use of the property. The warranties of suitability of use and timely delivery of Government-furnished property do not apply to property acquired or fabricated by the Contractor as contractor-acquired property and subsequently transferred to another contract with this Contractor.



(2) The delivery and/or performance dates specified in this contract are based upon the expectation that the Government-furnished property will be suitable for contract performance and will be delivered to the Contractor by the dates stated in the contract.




(i) If the property is not delivered to the Contractor by the dates stated in the contract, the Contracting Officer shall, upon the Contractor's timely written request, consider an equitable adjustment to the contract.




(ii) In the event property is received by the Contractor, or for Government-furnished property after receipt and installation, in a condition not suitable for its intended use, the Contracting Officer shall, upon the Contractor's timely written request, advise the Contractor on a course of action to remedy the problem. Such action may include repairing, replacing, modifying, returning, or otherwise disposing of the property at the Government's expense. Upon completion of the required action(s), the Contracting Officer shall consider an equitable adjustment to the contract (see also paragraph (f)(1)(ii)(A) of this clause).




(iii) The Government may, at its option, furnish property in an “as-is” condition. The Contractor will be given the opportunity to inspect such property prior to the property being provided. In such cases, the Government makes no warranty with respect to the serviceability and/or suitability of the property for contract performance. Any repairs, replacement, and/or refurbishment shall be at the Contractor's expense.



(3)(i) The Contracting Officer may by written notice, at any time—





(A) Increase or decrease the amount of Government-furnished property under this contract; 





(B) Substitute other Government-furnished property for the property previously furnished, to be furnished, or to be acquired by the Contractor for the Government under this contract; or





(C) Withdraw authority to use property.




(ii) Upon completion of any action(s) under paragraph (d)(3)(i) of this clause, and the Contractor's timely written request, the Contracting Officer shall consider an equitable adjustment to the contract.


(e)  Title to Government property .



(1) The Government shall retain title to all Government-furnished property. Title to Government property shall not be affected by its incorporation into or attachment to any property not owned by the Government, nor shall Government property become a fixture or lose its identity as personal property by being attached to any real property.



(2)  Fixed-price contracts.  




(i) All Government-furnished property and all property acquired by the Contractor, title to which vests in the Government under this paragraph (collectively referred to as “Government property”), are subject to the provisions of this clause.




(ii) Title to each item of equipment, special test equipment and special tooling acquired by the Contractor for the Government under this contract shall pass to and vest in the Government when its use in performing this contract commences or when the Government has paid for it, whichever is earlier, whether or not title previously vested in the Government.




(iii) If this contract contains a provision directing the Contractor to purchase material for which the Government will reimburse the Contractor as a direct item of cost under this contract—





(A) Title to material purchased from a vendor shall pass to and vest in the Government upon the vendor's delivery of such material; and





(B) Title to all other material shall pass to and vest in the Government upon—






(1) Issuance of the material for use in contract performance;






(2) Commencement of processing of the material or its use in contract performance; or






(3) Reimbursement of the cost of the material by the Government, whichever occurs first.



(3)  Title under Cost-Reimbursement or Time-and-Material Contracts or Cost-Reimbursable contract line items under Fixed-Price contracts .




(i) Title to all property purchased by the Contractor for which the Contractor is entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost under this contract shall pass to and vest in the Government upon the vendor's delivery of such property.




(ii) Title to all other property, the cost of which is reimbursable to the Contractor, shall pass to and vest in the Government upon—





(A) Issuance of the property for use in contract performance;





(B) Commencement of processing of the property for use in contract performance; or





(C) Reimbursement of the cost of the property by the Government, whichever occurs first.




(iii) All Government-furnished property and all property acquired by the Contractor, title to which vests in the Government under this paragraph (e)(3)(iii) (collectively referred to as ``Government property)'', are subject to the provisions of this clause.


(f)  Contractor plans and systems .



(1) Contractors shall establish and implement property management plans, systems, and procedures at the contract, program, site or entity level to enable the following outcomes:




(i)  Acquisition of Property . The Contractor shall document that all property was acquired consistent with its engineering, production planning, and material control operations.




(ii)  Receipt of Government Property . The Contractor shall receive Government property (document the receipt), record the information necessary to meet the record requirements of paragraph (f)(1)(iii)(A)(1) through (5) of this clause, identify as Government owned in a manner appropriate to the type of property ( e.g. ., stamp, tag, mark, or other identification), and manage any discrepancies incident to shipment.





(A)  Government-furnished property . The Contractor shall furnish a written statement to the Property Administrator containing all relevant facts, such as cause or condition and a recommended course(s) of action, if overages, shortages, or damages and/or other discrepancies are discovered upon receipt of Government-furnished property.





(B)  Contractor-acquired property . The Contractor shall take all actions necessary to adjust for overages, shortages, damage and/or other discrepancies discovered upon receipt, in shipment of Contractor-acquired property from a vendor or supplier, so as to ensure the proper allocability and allowability of associated costs.




(iii)  Records of Government property . The Contractor shall create and maintain records of all Government property accountable to the contract, including Government-furnished and Contractor-acquired property.





(A) Property records shall enable a complete, current, auditable record of all transactions and shall, unless otherwise approved by the Property Administrator, contain the following:






(1) The name, part number and description, manufacturer, model number, and National Stock Number (if needed for additional item identification tracking and/or disposition).






(2) Quantity received (or fabricated), issued, and balance-on-hand.






(3) Unit acquisition cost.






(4) Unique-item identifier or equivalent (if available and necessary for individual item tracking).






(5) Unit of measure.
 






(6) Accountable contract number or equivalent code designation.






(7) Location.






(8) Disposition.






(9) Posting reference and date of transaction.






(10) Date placed in service.





(B)  Use of a Receipt and Issue System for Government Material . When approved by the Property Administrator, the Contractor may maintain, in lieu of formal property records, a file of appropriately cross-referenced documents evidencing receipt, issue, and use of material that is issued for immediate consumption.




(iv)  Physical inventory . The Contractor shall periodically perform, record, and disclose physical inventory results. A final physical inventory shall be performed upon contract completion or termination. The Property Administrator may waive this final inventory requirement, depending on the circumstances ( e.g. ., overall reliability of the Contractor's system or the property is to be transferred to a follow-on contract).




(v)  Subcontractor control .





(A) The Contractor shall award subcontracts that clearly identify assets to be provided and shall ensure appropriate flow down of contract terms and conditions ( e.g. , extent of liability for loss, damage, destruction or theft of Government property).





(B) The Contractor shall assure its subcontracts are properly administered and reviews are periodically performed to determine the adequacy of the subcontractor's property management system.




(vi)  Reports . The Contractor shall have a process to create and provide reports of discrepancies; loss, damage, destruction, or theft; physical inventory results; audits and self-assessments; corrective actions; and other property related reports as directed by the Contracting Officer.





(A) Loss, damage, destruction, or theft. Unless otherwise directed by the Property Administrator, the Contractor shall investigate and promptly furnish a written narrative of all incidents of loss, damage, destruction, or theft to the property administrator as soon as the facts become known or when requested by the Government.





(B) Such reports shall, at a minimum, contain the following information:






(1) Date of incident (if known).






(2) The name, commercial description, manufacturer, model number, and National Stock Number (if applicable).






(3) Quantity.






(4) Unique Item Identifier (if available).






(5) Accountable Contract number.






(6) A statement indicating current or future need.






(7) Acquisition cost, or if applicable, estimated scrap proceeds, estimated repair or replacement costs.






(8) All known interests in commingled property of which the Government property is a part.






(9) Cause and corrective action taken or to be taken to prevent recurrence.






(10) A statement that the Government will receive any reimbursement covering the loss, damage, destruction, or  theft, in the event the Contractor was or will be reimbursed or compensated.






(11) Copies of all supporting documentation.






(12) Last known location.






(13) A statement that the property did or did not contain sensitive or hazardous material, and if so, that the appropriate agencies were notified.




(vii)  Relief of stewardship responsibility . Unless the contract provides otherwise, the Contractor shall be relieved of stewardship responsibility for Government property when such property is—





(A) Consumed or expended, reasonably and properly, or otherwise accounted for, in the performance of the contract, including reasonable inventory adjustments of material as determined by the Property Administrator; or a Property Administrator granted relief of responsibility for loss, damage, destruction or theft of Government property;





(B) Delivered or shipped from the Contractor's plant, under Government instructions, except when shipment is to a subcontractor or other location of the Contractor; or





(C) Disposed of in accordance with paragraphs (j) and (k) of this clause.




(viii)  Utilizing Government property . 





(A) The Contractor shall utilize, consume, move, and store Government Property only as authorized under this contract. The Contractor shall promptly disclose and report Government property in its possession that is excess to contract performance.





(B) Unless otherwise authorized in this contract or by the Property Administrator the Contractor shall not commingle Government property with property not owned by the Government.




(ix)  Maintenance . The Contractor shall properly maintain Government property. The Contractor's maintenance program shall enable the identification, disclosure, and performance of normal and routine preventative maintenance and repair. The Contractor shall disclose and report to the Property Administrator the need for replacement and/or capital rehabilitation.




(x)  Property closeout . The Contractor shall promptly perform and report to the Property Administrator contract property closeout, to include reporting, investigating and securing closure of all loss, damage, destruction, or theft cases; physically inventorying all property upon termination or completion of this contract; and disposing of items at the time they are determined to be excess to contractual needs.



(2) The Contractor shall establish and maintain Government accounting source data, as may be required by this contract, particularly in the areas of recognition of acquisitions and dispositions of material and equipment.



(3) The Contractor shall establish and maintain procedures necessary to assess its property management system effectiveness, and shall perform periodic internal reviews and audits. Significant findings and/or results of such reviews and audits pertaining to Government property shall be made available to the Property Administrator.


(g)  Systems analysis .



(1) The Government shall have access to the contractor's premises and all Government property, at reasonable times, for the purposes of reviewing, inspecting and evaluating the Contractor's property management plan, systems, procedures, records, and supporting documentation that pertains to Government property.



(2) Records of Government property shall be readily available to authorized Government personnel and shall be safeguarded from tampering or destruction.



(3) Should it be determined by the Government that the Contractor's property management practices are inadequate or not acceptable for the effective management and/or control of Government property under this contract, and/or present an undue risk to the Government, the Contractor shall immediately take all necessary corrective actions as directed by the Property Administrator.



(4) The Contractor shall ensure Government access to subcontractor premises, and all Government property located at subcontractor premises, for the purposes of reviewing, inspecting and evaluating the subcontractor's property management plan, systems, procedures, records, and supporting documentation that pertains to Government property.


(h)  Contractor Liability for Government Property . 



(1) The Contractor assumes the risk of, and shall be responsible for, any loss, damage, destruction, or theft of Government property upon its delivery to the Contractor as Government-furnished property. However, the Contractor is not responsible for reasonable wear and tear to Government property or for Government property properly consumed in performing this contract.



(2) The Contractor shall take all reasonable actions necessary to protect the Government property from further loss, damage, destruction, or theft. The Contractor shall separate the damaged and undamaged Government property, place all the affected Government property in the best possible order, and take such other action as the Property Administrator directs.



(3) The Contractor shall do nothing to prejudice the Government's rights to recover against third parties for any loss, damage, destruction, or theft of Government property.



(4) Upon the request of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall, at the Government's expense, furnish to the Government all reasonable assistance and cooperation, including the prosecution of suit and the execution of instruments of assignment in favor of the Government in obtaining recovery.


(i)  Equitable adjustment . Equitable adjustments under this clause shall be made in accordance with the procedures of the Changes clause. The right to an equitable adjustment shall be the Contractor's exclusive remedy and the Government shall not be liable to suit for breach of contract for the following:



(1) Any delay in delivery of Government-furnished property.



(2) Delivery of Government-furnished property in a condition not suitable for its intended use.



(3) An increase, decrease, or substitution of Government-furnished property.



(4) Failure to repair or replace Government property for which the Government is responsible.


(j)  Contractor inventory disposal . Except as otherwise provided for in this contract, the Contractor shall not dispose of Contractor inventory until authorized to do so by the Plant Clearance Officer.



(1)  Scrap to which the Government has obtained title under paragraph (e) of this clause . 




(i)  Contractor with an approved scrap procedure . 





(A) The Contractor may dispose of scrap resulting from production or testing under this contract without Government approval. However, if the scrap requires demilitarization or is sensitive property, the Contractor shall submit the scrap on an inventory disposal schedule.





(B) For scrap from other than production or testing the Contractor may prepare scrap lists in lieu of inventory disposal schedules (provided such lists are consistent with the approved scrap procedures), except that inventory disposal schedules shall be submitted for scrap aircraft or aircraft parts and scrap that—






(1) Requires demilitarization;






(2) Is a classified item;






(3) Is generated from classified items;






(4) Contains hazardous materials or hazardous wastes;






(5) Contains precious metals; or






(6) Is dangerous to the public health, safety, or welfare.




(ii)  Contractor without an approved scrap procedure . The Contractor shall submit an inventory disposal schedule for all scrap. The Contractor may not dispose of scrap resulting from production or testing under this contract without Government approval.



(2)  Predisposal requirements . 




(i) Once the Contractor determines that Contractor-acquired property is no longer needed for contract performance, the Contractor in the following order of priority—





(A) May contact the Contracting Officer if use of the property in the performance of other Government contracts is practical;





(B) May purchase the property at the acquisition cost; or





(C) Shall make reasonable efforts to return unused property to the appropriate supplier at fair market value (less, if applicable, a reasonable restocking fee that is consistent with the supplier's customary practices).




(ii) The Contractor shall list, on Standard Form 1428, Inventory Disposal Schedule, property that was not used in the performance of other Government contracts under paragraph (j)(2)(i)(A) of this clause, property that was not purchased under paragraph (j)(2)(i)(B) of this clause, and property that could not be returned to a supplier under paragraph (j)(2)(i)(C) of this clause.



(3)  Inventory disposal schedules . 




(i) The Contractor shall use Standard Form 1428, Inventory Disposal Schedule, to identify—





(A) Government-furnished property that is no longer required for performance of this contract, provided the terms of another Government contract do not require the Government to furnish that property for performance of this contract;





(B) Contractor-acquired property, to which the Government has obtained title under paragraph (e) of this clause, which is no longer required for performance of that contract; and





(C) Termination inventory.




(ii) The Contractor may annotate inventory disposal schedules to identify property the Contractor wishes to purchase from the Government.




(iii) Unless the Plant Clearance Officer has agreed otherwise, or the contract requires electronic submission of inventory disposal schedules, the Contractor shall prepare separate inventory disposal schedules for—





(A) Special test equipment with commercial components;





(B) Special test equipment without commercial components;





(C) Printing equipment;





(D) Information technology ( e.g. ., computers, computer components, peripheral equipment, and related equipment);





(E) Precious metals;





(F) Mononuclear hazardous materials or hazardous wastes; or





(G) Nuclear materials or nuclear wastes.




(iv) The Contractor shall describe the property in sufficient detail to permit an understanding of its intended use. Property with the same description, condition code, and reporting location may be grouped in a single line item.



(4)  Submission requirements . The Contractor shall submit inventory disposal schedules to the Plant Clearance Officer no later than—




(i) 30-days following the Contractor's determination that a Government property item is no longer required for performance of this contract;




(ii) 60 days, or such longer period as may be approved by the Plant Clearance Officer, following completion of contract deliveries or performance; or




(iii) 120 days, or such longer period as may be approved by the Termination Contracting Officer following contract termination in whole or in part.



(5)  Corrections . The Plant Clearance Officer may—




(i) Reject a schedule for cause ( e.g. ., contains errors, determined to be inaccurate); and




(ii) Require the Contractor to correct an inventory disposal schedule.



(6)  Postsubmission adjustments . The Contractor shall notify the Plant Clearance Officer at least 10 working days in advance of its intent to remove an item from an approved inventory disposal schedule. Upon approval of the Plant Clearance Officer, or upon expiration of the notice period, the Contractor may make the necessary adjustments to the inventory schedule.



(7)  Storage .




(i) The Contractor shall store the property identified on an inventory disposal schedule pending receipt of disposal instructions. The Government's failure to furnish disposal instructions within 120 days following acceptance of an inventory disposal schedule may entitle the Contractor to an equitable adjustment for costs incurred to store such property on or after the 121st day.




(ii) The Contractor shall obtain the Plant Clearance Officer's approval to remove Government property from the premises where the property is currently located prior to receipt of final disposition instructions. If approval is granted, any costs incurred by the Contractor to transport or store the property shall not increase the price or fee of any Government contract. The storage facility shall be appropriate for assuring the property's physical safety and suitability for use. Approval does not relieve the Contractor of any liability for such property under this contract.



(8)  Disposition instructions. 




(i) If the Government does not furnish disposition instructions to the Contractor within 45 days following acceptance of a scrap list, the Contractor may dispose of the listed scrap in accordance with the Contractor's approved scrap procedures.




(ii) The Contractor shall prepare for shipment, deliver f.o.b. origin, or dispose of Contractor inventory as directed by the Plant Clearance Officer. If not returned to the Government, the Contractor shall remove and destroy any markings identifying the property as U.S. Government-owned property prior to its disposal.




(iii) The Contracting Officer may require the Contractor to demilitarize the property prior to shipment or disposal. In such cases, the Contractor may be entitled to an equitable adjustment under paragraph (i) of this clause.



(9)  Disposal proceeds . As directed by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall credit the net proceeds from the disposal of Contractor inventory to the contract, or to the Treasury of the United States as miscellaneous receipts.



(10)  Subcontractor inventory disposal schedules . The Contractor shall require its Subcontractors to submit inventory disposal schedules to the Contractor in accordance with the requirements of paragraph (j)(4) of this clause.


(k)  Abandonment of Government property . 



(1) The Government shall not abandon sensitive Government property or termination inventory without the Contractor's written consent.



(2) The Government, upon notice to the Contractor, may abandon any nonsensitive Government property in place, at which time all obligations of the Government regarding such property shall cease.



(3) The Government has no obligation to restore or rehabilitate the Contractor's premises under any circumstances; however, if Government-furnished property is withdrawn or is unsuitable for the intended use, or if other Government property is substituted, then the equitable adjustment under paragraph (i) of this clause may properly include restoration or rehabilitation costs.


(l)  Communication . All communications under this clause shall be in writing.


(m)  Contracts outside the United States . If this contract is to be performed outside of the United States and its outlying areas, the words “Government” and “Government-furnished” (wherever they appear in this clause) shall be construed as “United States Government” and “United States Government-furnished”, respectively.

The Contractor shall have title to all replacement property and shall continue to be responsible for contract performance. 

(c) Unless the Contracting Officer determines otherwise, the Government abandons all rights and title to unserviceable and scrap property resulting from contract performance. Upon notification to the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall remove such property from the Government premises and dispose of it at Contractor expense. 

(d) Except as provided in this clause, Government property furnished under this contract shall be governed by the Government Property clause of this contract.

(2) Exceeds the simplified acquisition threshold in Part 2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation; and



(3) Has not been identified in a report for a previous quarter. 


(c) Exception. Reporting under this clause is not required if—



(1) A foreign place of performance is the principal place of performance of the contract; and



(2) The Contractor specified the foreign place of performance in its offer.


(d) Submission of reports. The Contractor shall submit the reports required by this clause to: Deputy Director of Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy (Contract Policy and International Contracting), OUSD(AT&L)DPAP(CPIC), Washington, DC 20301-3060.


(e) Report format. The Contractor—



(1) Shall submit reports using—




(i) DD Form 2139, Report of Contract Performance Outside the United States; or 




(ii) A computer-generated report that contains all information required by DD Form 2139; and



(2) May obtain copies of DD Form 2139 from the Contracting Officer or via the Internet at http://www.dtic.mil/whs/directives/infomgt/forms/formsprogram.htm.


(f) Subcontracts. The Contractor—



(1) Shall include the substance of this clause in all first-tier subcontracts exceeding $550,000, except those for commercial items, construction, ores, natural gases, utilities, petroleum products and crudes, timber (logs), or subsistence; 



(2) Shall provide the number of this contract to its subcontractors required to submit reports under this clause; and



(3) Shall require the subcontractor, with respect to performance of its subcontract, to comply with the requirements directed to the Contractor in paragraphs (b) through (e) of this clause.

CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL AUTHORIZED TO ACCOMPANY U.S. ARMED FORCES DEPLOYED OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (JUL 2009) 


(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--


“Combatant Commander” means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.


“Designated operational area” means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or subordinate joint force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations.


“Law of war” means that part of international law that regulates the conduct of armed hostilities. The law of war encompasses all international law for the conduct of hostilities binding on the United States or its individual citizens, including treaties and international agreements to which the United States is a party, and applicable customary international law.


“Subordinate joint force commander” means a sub-unified commander or joint task force commander.


(b) General.



(1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States in--




(i) Contingency operations;




(ii) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or




(iii) Other military operations or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander.



(2) Contract performance in support of U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.



(3) Contractor personnel are civilians accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces.




(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense.




(ii) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/ persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in their contract or with their job description and terms of employment.




(iii) Unless immune from host nation jurisdiction by virtue of an international agreement or international law, inappropriate use of force by contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces can subject such personnel to United States or host nation prosecution and civil liability (see paragraphs (d) and (j)(3) of this clause).



(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106 note.


(c) Support. (1)(i) The Combatant Commander will develop a security plan for protection of Contractor personnel in locations where there is not sufficient or legitimate civil authority, when the Combatant Commander decides it is in the interests of the Government to provide security because--





(A) The Contractor cannot obtain effective security services;





(B) Effective security services are unavailable at a reasonable cost; or





(C) Threat conditions necessitate security through military means.




(ii) The Contracting Officer shall include in the contract the level of protection to be provided to Contractor personnel.




(iii) In appropriate cases, the Combatant Commander may provide security through military means, commensurate with the level of security provided DoD civilians.



(2)(i) Generally, all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces in the designated operational area are authorized to receive resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at level III military treatment facilities, and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb, or eyesight could occur. Hospitalization will be limited to stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to duty or placement in the patient movement system. 




(ii) When the Government provides medical treatment or transportation of Contractor personnel to a selected civilian facility, the Contractor shall ensure that the Government is reimbursed for any costs associated with such treatment or transportation.




(iii) Medical or dental care beyond this standard is not authorized unless specified elsewhere in this contract.



(3) Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor is responsible for all other support required for its personnel engaged in the designated operational area under this contract.



(4) Contractor personnel must have a letter of authorization issued by the Contracting Officer in order to process through a deployment center or to travel to, from, or within the designated operational area. The letter of authorization also will identify any additional authorizations, privileges, or Government support that Contractor personnel are entitled to under this contract.


(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. (1) The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause are familiar with and comply with, all applicable--




(i) United States, host country, and third country national laws;




(ii) Provisions of the law of war, as well as any other applicable treaties and international agreements;




(iii) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and




(iv) Orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Combatant Commander, including those relating to force protection, security, health, safety, or relations and interaction with local nationals.



(2) The Contractor shall institute and implement an effective program to prevent violations of the law of war by its employees and subcontractors, including law of war training in accordance with paragraph (e)(1)(vii) of this clause.


(e) Pre-deployment requirements. (1) The Contractor shall ensure that the following requirements are met prior to deploying personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces. Specific requirements for each category may be specified in the statement of work or elsewhere in the contract.




(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.




(ii) All deploying personnel meet the minimum medical screening requirements and have received all required immunizations as specified in the contract. The Government will provide, at no cost to the Contractor, any theater-specific immunizations and/or medications not available to the general public. 




(iii) Deploying personnel have all necessary passports, visas, and other documents required to enter and exit a designated operational area and have a Geneva Conventions identification card, or other appropriate DoD identity credential, from the deployment center. Any Common Access Card issued to deploying personnel shall contain the access permissions allowed by the letter of authorization issued in accordance with paragraph (c)(4) of this clause.




(iv) Special area, country, and theater clearance is obtained for personnel. Clearance requirements are in DoD Directive 4500.54, Official Temporary Duty Abroad, and DoD 4500.54-G, DoD Foreign Clearance Guide. Contractor personnel are considered non-DoD personnel traveling under DoD sponsorship.




(v) All personnel have received personal security training. At a minimum, the training shall--





(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;





(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and





(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.




(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract, in accordance with DoD Instruction 1300.23, Isolated Personnel Training for DoD Civilian and Contractors.




(vii) Personnel have received law of war training as follows:





(A) Basic training is required for all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States. The basic training will be provided through--






(1) A military-run training center; or






(2) A Web-based source, if specified in the contract or approved by the Contracting Officer.





(B) Advanced training, commensurate with their duties and responsibilities, may be required for some Contractor personnel as specified in the contract.



(2) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national, or who are not ordinarily resident in the host country, that--




(i) Such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States in accordance with the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 U.S.C. 3621, et seq.);




(ii) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act (18 U.S.C. 2441), Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States;




(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of U.S. diplomatic, consular, military or other U.S. Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)); and




(iv) In time of declared war or a contingency operation, Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces in the field are subject to the jurisdiction of the Uniform Code of Military Justice under 10 U.S.C. 802(a)(10).


(f) Processing and departure points. Deployed Contractor personnel shall--



(1) Process through the deployment center designated in the contract, or as otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer, prior to deploying. The deployment center will conduct deployment processing to ensure visibility and accountability of Contractor personnel and to ensure that all deployment requirements are met, including the requirements specified in paragraph (e)(1) of this clause;



(2) Use the point of departure and transportation mode directed by the Contracting Officer; and



(3) Process through a Joint Reception Center (JRC) upon arrival at the deployed location. The JRC will validate personnel accountability, ensure that specific designated operational area entrance requirements are met, and brief Contractor personnel on theater-specific policies and procedures.


(g) Personnel data. (1) The Contractor shall enter before deployment and maintain data for all Contractor personnel that are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause. The Contractor shall use the Synchronized Predeployment and Operational Tracker (SPOT) web-based system, at http://www.dod.mil/bta/products/spot.html, to enter and maintain the data.



(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees in the database have a current DD Form 93, Record of Emergency Data Card, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive this data card.


(h) Contractor personnel. (1) The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor personnel who jeopardize or interfere with mission accomplishment or who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government's discretion without prejudice to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including the Termination for Default clause.



(2) The Contractor shall have a plan on file showing how the Contractor would replace employees who are unavailable for deployment or who need to be replaced during deployment. The Contractor shall keep this plan current and shall provide a copy to the Contracting Officer upon request. The plan shall-- 




(i) Identify all personnel who are subject to military mobilization;




(ii) Detail how the position would be filled if the individual were mobilized; and




(iii) Identify all personnel who occupy a position that the Contracting Officer has designated as mission essential.



(3) Contractor personnel shall report to the Combatant Commander or a designee, or through other channels such as the military police, a judge advocate, or an inspector general, any suspected or alleged conduct for which there is credible information that such conduct--




(i) Constitutes violation of the law of war; or




(ii) Occurred during any other military operations and would constitute a violation of the law of war if it occurred during an armed conflict.


(i) Military clothing and protective equipment. (1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized in writing by the Combatant Commander. If authorized to wear military clothing, Contractor personnel must--




(i) Wear distinctive patches, arm bands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military personnel, consistent with force protection measures; and

(j) Weapons. (1) If the Contractor requests that its personnel performing in the designated operational area be authorized to carry weapons, the request shall be made through the Contracting Officer to the Combatant Commander, in accordance with DoD Instruction 3020.41, paragraph 6.3.4.1 or, if the contract is for security services, paragraph 6.3.5.3. The Combatant Commander will determine whether to authorize in-theater Contractor personnel to carry weapons and what weapons and ammunition will be allowed.



(2) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander, authorizes the carrying of weapons--




(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize the Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or




(ii) The [Contracting Officer to specify the appropriate individual, e.g., Contracting Officer's Representative, Regional Security Officer - (To be established at time of award)] may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.



(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons--




(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them--





(A) Safely;





(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander; and





(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;




(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and




(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.



(4) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.



(5) Upon redeployment or revocation by the Combatant Commander of the Contractor's authorization to issue firearms, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-issued weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the Contracting Officer. 


(k) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the designated operational area.

5.2   Ground Rules and Assumptions: 


a.  As this is a competitive acquisition with adequate price competition anticipated, the price documentation requested is not considered cost or pricing data and shall not be certified in accordance with FAR 15.406-2.  Should the PCO determine adequate price competition not exist after receipt of proposals, the PCO reserves the right to obtain cost or pricing data pursuant to FAR Part 15.  By submitting a proposal, the Offeror grants the PCO, or an authorized representative, the right to examine records that form the basis of the pricing proposal. This examination and review can take place at any time before the award.


b.  The cost of general purpose items required to conduct normal business operations will not be considered allowable Other Direct Charges in the performance of this contract.  The following types of general purpose costs required to conduct normal business operations are not directly reimbursable:  the cost and associated costs for telephones and telephone charges (except for project-related telephone charges for performance of this contract which, per contractor's DCAA-approved accounting system, may be directly reimbursed under communication expenses), modems, typewriters, reproduction machines, word processing equipment, personal computers, computer software, Internet access charges, facsimile machines, commercial carrier charges, pagers, and other general purpose office equipment and office supplies.  

c. The burden of proof for price credibility rests with the Offeror.  The Offeror shall provide an explanation of all ground rules and assumptions that affect the price estimates.  Any apparent imbalances in the pricing, high or low proposed prices as compared to historical data, or any other anomalies should be fully explained.       5.3  Contract Price:

b.   For evaluation purposes, the Offeror shall sum the proposed Total Prices by contract year, provide a total overall price of the proposal using estimated quantities, and submit a complete Section B.  For Fixed Priced CLINs/SLINs, the Schedule B Total Price is equal to the proposed unit price multiplied by the Section B Estimated Quantity for that CLIN.  For CLINs X035 – X048 , the Offor shall provide a composite  excess flight hour rate in accordance with Section B Pricing Note B-1. A Costing Price Matrix Worksheet is provided in MS Excel format as Price Attachment 1 (PA-1) and will be used to calculate the evaluated price.  Estimated quantities or dollar amounts for each CLIN are provided in that Costing Price Matrix.  A separate tab of the worksheet is provided for each option period. The Offeror shall enter its proposed prices for the fixed price CLINS, and percent mark-up, including indirect costs, burdens, and subcontractor fee, if applicable, for the cost reimbursable CLINs, into PA-1.  The key at the bottom of the worksheet identifies the cells into which the offeror should enter its proposed pricing information.  This worksheet, PA-1, shall be submitted in the Price Volume and as an Excel File including formulas on the Price CD-ROM.  Spreadsheets shall not be protected.  It is the Offeror’s responsibility to ensure that the unit and extended prices in the PA-1 model are consistent with what is populated in the Section B respective CLINs.  Section B CLIN/SLIN prices will take precedence in the event of any inconsistencies between Section B and the PA-1 model. 



c.    For all Cost Reimbursement CLINs/SLINs, the Schedule B Total Price is equal to the Government’s estimated values and any proposed mark-ups/burdens, including any subcontractor mark-ups/burdens/fees (i.e. Outsourcing the procurement service associated with processing the orders for direct parts, repair parts and/or materials).  Offerors must clearly indicate the total mark-up/burden rate, including applicable subcontractor mark-up/burdens/fees, and the individual cost elements that make-up the mark-up/burden rate in their respective proposals.  Contractor mark-ups/burdens are limited to one subcontract tier only.  Fee/profit is not included in the cost reimbursement CLINs/SLINs and may not be included as part of the mark-up/burden rate.  

These markups/burdens shall be listed as either the Offerors indirect costs/burdens and/or the subcontractor costs/burdens/fees, and entered into PA-1 as a percentage of the provided estimated dollar amount.  The evaluated price for these CLINs will be the estimated dollar amount, multiplied by the subcontractor costs/burdens/fees, multiplied by the Offerors costs/burdens.

d.  For FFP CLINS X313 and X314, Offeror will complete the Pricing Matrix in Price Attachment 2 (PA-2) by filling in their respective composite wrap rates and extended totals.  To calculate the extended totals the Offeror will multiply their respective wrap rate by the applicable Government estimated quantity.  These extended totals should then be entered into PA-1.

For example, the Government’s estimate for direct material costs for CLIN 0313AA is $1,525.00.  The Offeror will then propose and input a Composite Material Wrap Rate (CMWR), to include all applicable indirect rates (such as material handling and G&A), profit and Cost of Money (COM).   If the Offeror’s indirect rates, profit, and COM are 29% of the direct material cost, then Offeror’s CMWR would equal 29%.  Thus the Offeror’s CMWR would be multiplied by the Government’s estimate for direct material dollars and an extended total of $1,967.25 would be calculated as follows:

$1525.00 + ($1,525.00 x 29%) =   $1,967.25

The Offeror shall apply the same methodology as explained in the example above to determine their Composite Subcontracting Wrap Rate (CSWR).  For example, the Government’s estimate for direct subcontracting costs for CLIN 0313AA is $380.00.  The Offeror will propose and input a CSWR, to include all applicable indirect rates (such as material handling and G&A), profit, and COM.  If the Offeror’s indirect rates, profit, and COM are 27% of the subcontracting cost than the Offeror’s CSWR would equal 27%.  Thus when the Offeror’s CSWR is multiplied by the Government’s estimate for subcontracting dollars, an extended total of $482.60 would be calculated as follows:

$380.00 + ($380.00 x 27%) =   $482.60

The Offeror will propose and input into the matrix a Composite Labor Wrap Rate (CLWR) in the form $/HR that covers all the direct labor, applicable indirect labor overhead, G&A, profit and any other applicable expense, such that when the CLWR is multiplied by the Government’s estimate for direct labor hours, a total price of labor is calculated.

For example, the Government’s direct labor hour estimate for CLIN 0314AA is 600 HR.  If an Offeror’s  CLWR is $100.00/HR, then the extended total for labor is calculated as follows:

600 HR x $100.00/HR = $60,000.00

The sum of the extended totals for all X313 and X314 sub-CLINs shall be added to the extended totals of the other sub-CLINs in this solicitation to calculate the Offeror’s Total Evaluated Price.

These wrap rates proposed by the Offeror and input into the Pricing Matrix PA-2 will also be input in Schedule B of the contract.  These wrap rates will then be used to calculate the prices to be paid by the Government on all future O&A work to be performed in this solicitation under CLINs X313 and X314.  



e.  Direct/Indirect Rates: The Offeror shall use and submit Forward Pricing Rate Agreements (FPRAs), Collective Bargaining Agreements (CBAs), and Area Wage Determinations (AWDs) if applicable, in pricing the Price Volume. Price

The proposal must demonstrate to the Government’s satisfaction that the offeror will provide a program that will ensure the successful accomplishment of the solicitation requirements and overall program objectives.  Proposal information provided for one factor may be used to assess other factors if the Government deems it appropriate.  In addition, the offeror’s technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the price proposal and reflects a clear understanding of the scope of work necessary to meet the solicitation requirements.   

For the Technical factor, a proposal rating and proposal risk will be assigned.  The proposal rating is an assessment of the Offeror's approach in meeting solicitation requirements.  The proposal risk will address the potential impacts of the proposed approach on performance, schedule, and price in achieving solicitation requirements and program objectives.  

Offerors are advised that during the evaluation process, technical subfactors that are assessed as a “Marginal” or “Unsatisfactory” proposal rating or “High” proposal risk may have a disproportionate impact on the overall factor rating or risk.  A deficiency resulting in an “Unsatisfactory” technical proposal rating for any subfactor may result in the entire proposal found unacceptable and eliminated from the competition. A proposal risk assessment of “High” in any subfactor may also result in the entire proposal being found unacceptable and eliminated from the competition.       

For the Past Performance factor, a separate performance risk rating will be assigned.  This risk will address the probability that the offeror will successfully accomplish the required effort based on the offeror’s (including subcontractors’ and/or team members’) relevant past performance and systemic improvement.  In the case of an offeror without a record of past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, the offeror will receive a rating of “Unknown” which is considered a “Neutral” rating.  Under Past Performance, the Government will evaluate how well an Offeror has performed similar work before.  When proposals are received from contractor entities (e.g. teams, joint ventures) specifically formed to propose on a particular acquisition, the past performance evaluation will consider each individual team member.

For the Experience factor, a separate performance risk will be assigned.  The Experience evaluation will focus on the offeror’s recent and relevant experience on programs with similar complexity as they relate to the tasks required to be performed in support of the solicitation requirements. Under Experience, the Government will evaluate whether, and to what extent, an Offeror has performed similar work before.  Lack of relevant experience could result in an adverse rating. When proposals are received from contractor entities (e.g. teams, joint ventures) specifically formed to propose on a particular acquisition, the experience evaluation will consider each individual team member.

II. SPECIFIC INFORMATION
A.  TECHNICAL 

The proposal will be evaluated to determine the extent to which the offeror’s proposal will meet the solicitation requirements.  The offeror’s understanding of what it will take to meet the solicitation requirements and the risk inherent in the proposal will be assessed.  Furthermore, the offeror's Technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the Price proposal and reflects a clear understanding of the solicitation requirements.  The following sub-factors are of equal importance.

1.  Technical Approach – The offeror’s approach to meeting the solicitation requirements will be assessed.  Elements to be evaluated include Maintenance,  Engineering Services, and Phase-In/Transition Plan.

2.  Management Approach - The offeror’s management approach will be assessed to determine the extent to which it can perform the work required by the solicitation.  Elements to be evaluated include Staffing/Manning Plan, Key Personnel, Management, Subcontractor and Vendor Management, and Management Information System. In addition, the offeror’s strategy for utilizing Small Business, Small Disadvantaged Business, Women-Owned Small Business, HUB Zone Small Businesses, Veteran-Owned Small Business, Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business concerns and Historically Black Colleges/Universities and Minority Institutions (HBCU/MI) as well as its consistency with the proposed Small Business Subcontracting Plan will be evaluated.

B.  PAST PERFORMANCE

The Government will evaluate the offeror’s and its principal and critical subcontractors’ and team members’, demonstrated past performance in delivering quality products and services in each of the following areas: 1) meeting technical requirements, 2) meeting schedule requirements, 3) controlling contract cost, and 4) managing the contracted effort on similar programs. The currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in contractor’s performance will be considered.  Problems not addressed by the offeror will be considered to still exist. However, consideration for discounting problems may be given when those problems are addressed through demonstrated systemic improvement.  The degree to which the offeror can demonstrate that it has successfully applied continuous systemic improvement to resolve past performance problems will be evaluated. 

C.   EXPERIENCE

The Government will evaluate the offeror’s, which includes  its principal and critical subcontractors’ and team members’, demonstrated relevant experience on the basis of its breadth, depth and similarity to the work required to meet the program objectives.  Each offeror, including its principal and critical subcontractors and team members, will be evaluated on the extent to which they obtained similar or otherwise relevant experience on contracts or subcontracts performed for products or services similar in scope, dollar value, nature and complexity as those under this solicitation.  Experience in the following areas will be evaluated: 1) Managing and Maintaining C-12 or King Air series aircraft; 2) Management, including Program Management and Subcontractor Management of similar programs; 3) Coordinating with Government program and contracting teams; and 4) Supporting flight operations to include resolution of aircraft on the ground (AOG) scenarios.

D.   PRICE 

Each Offeror’s price proposal will be evaluated to determine if it is complete, consistent, and reasonable as it pertains to the Offeror’s technical approach, reflects a clear understanding of the solicitation requirements and contains no material imbalances.  The offeror’s proposed labor costs will be compared to the offeror’s proposed staffing and manning approach to ensure that the prices proposed are consistent with the proposed approach.  Unrealistic prices or inconsistencies between the Technical and Price proposals, unbalanced pricing, low rates, or other pricing anomalies may be assessed as proposal risk under the Technical evaluation. or as a Price Factor concern regarding increased risk of additional Government costs during contract execution.  The Total Evaluated Price for the Base and all Option PeriodsYears will be evaluated to determine their reasonableness, including reasonableness under FAR 52.217-8.  As part of this evaluation, the Government may consider DCAA audit information and other information the Government deems relevant. 

For evaluation purposes, the total evaluated price includes the sum of the base period year and all option periods, including the 6 month extension option under FAR 52.217-8, and shall be determined by the sum of:

· The estimated amount for all CLINS (except Phase-out SLINS X320AA through X320AE);

· The price for the six month extension under FAR 52.217-8, which will be computed as follows: (Navy’s Option Period V CLINs 5101 through 5241) + (Air Force Option V CLINs 5301 through 5319 multiplied by 120%);

· The price of the transition phase-out (SLINS X320AA through X320AE).  The price of the transition Phase-out will be computed by adding the prices for SLINS X320AA through X320AE and dividing by six; 

· The price for the excess flight hours.  The price of the excess flight hours will be the total estimated price in Table B-1; and

· Costs to the Government.  For costs to the Government, adjustments will be made to include all Government costs required to accomplish the Offeror’s proposed approach with the exception of those costs to the Government that are equal across all Offerors.

The Government will assess the fully burdened fixed-price labor rates to determine their reasonableness.  

plus adjustments to include costs to the Government.  

The evaluated price for each periodyear shall be determined by summing all the extended prices of all FFP CLIN/SLIN items, with the exception of Phase-out SLINs X320AA through X320AE, and as well as the estimated amount for all CLIN/SLINs with fixed price FFP fully burdened labor rates and estimated hours CLIN/SLINs.  For evaluation purposes, the average phase-out costs per period year will be utilized, which will be computed by dividing the total prices of SLINs X320AA through X320AE by six.  Also included in the evaluated price will be the Total Estimated Amount inserted in Section B by the Offeror, for the cost reimbursable CLIN/SLIN items.  For evaluation purposes, the price of the six month extension under FAR 52.217-8 will be computed by summing the Navy’s Option Period V CLINs 5101 through 5241 and the Air Force Option V CLINs 5301 through 5319 multiplied by 120%.
For those CLINs/SLINs that require fixed price FFP fully burdened labor rates the Government will assess the fixed price FFP labor rates to determine their reasonableness for the type of work for each proposed fixed price FFP labor rate.  

Additionally, for CLINs X035-X048, where the listed estimated quantity is zero, the proposed prices will be evaluated for price reasonableness as per FAR 15.404-1(g)(1) on unbalanced pricing and will become part of the contract but will not be part of the evaluated price.  For costs to the Government, adjustments will be made to include all Government costs required to accomplish the Offeror's proposed approach with the exception of those costs to the Government that are equal across all Offerors.  

III. DEFINITIONS

A. EVALUATION RATINGS AND RISK ASSESSMENT DEFINITIONS –

Compliance Ratings:  The ratings reflect the Government's assessment of solicitation compliance and the expected results, based on the offeror's proposed approach.

PROPOSAL RISK
Proposal Risk:  The proposal risk assignments reflect the Government’s assessment of potential impact on schedule, cost, and performance based on implementation of the offeror’s proposed approach.

	Has little or no potential to cause disruption of schedule, increase in cost, or degradation of performance.  Normal contractor effort will probably be able to overcome difficulties.

	H
	Likely to cause significant serious disruption of schedule, increase in cost, or degradation of performance even with special contractor emphasis.

B. OTHER DEFINITIONS

Weakness (FAR 15.001)

A flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Significant Weakness (FAR 15.001)
A flaw in the proposal that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Deficiency (FAR 15.001)

Material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level.

Strength 

Characteristic of a proposal that would enhance the probability of success of performance for the resulting contract; or an approach that exceeds minimum RFP requirements with benefit to the Government. This could include demonstrated successful systemic improvement regarding past performance. (The last sentence applies only to the past performance factor.)

Significant Strength

Characteristic of a proposal that would appreciably enhance the probability of success of performance for the resulting contract; or an approach that exceeds the minimum RFP requirements with appreciable benefit to the Government. 

Completeness

The adequacy of the price proposal, in relation to the PWS, considering whether all prices are included or accounted for.  All PWS requirements must be included.
