STATEMENT OF WORK
FIRE SUPPRESSION HYDRO-TESTING

INTRODUCTION:

U.S. Navy and FRC Support Equipment have a requirement to maintain, repair, and overhaul Ground Support Equipmment.  This fire suppression equipment must be drained, the cylinders then have to be inspected, hudro-tested, and then refilled with the same Halon that was in the cylinder originally.  This equipment is used on ship as flight line fire extinguishers and they are a direct requirement for ships movement.

2. Halon will be drained from cylinder into a holding tannk so an inspection and testing can be performed on the cylinders.  The Halon will then be transferred back into the cylinders.  This is a service request no material is being purchased during this transaction.
