This process includes: initial submission by the fleet; review and prioritization by the Fleet TYCOM’s; laboratory workload justification and standardization review by a NAVAIR METCAL technical review team; overall procurement strategy review to assess overall program objectives, priorities and funding.  

This procurement is for model SNVI500x60S2-5RD179 Variable Resistor, qty 24 each made by Coudoint SAS. 
The SNVI500x60S2-5RD179 is a calibration standard in two (2) NAVAIR Instrument Calibration Procedures (ICP).  This unit is a replacement unit for the obsolete 411K160CS variable resistor made by Biddle Instruments with no replacement.  There are no American manufacturers.  Description of item:  Special Aryton-Perry minimum inductance winding, mechanical stop, rotary wheel adjustment, resistance range:  5 Ohms, steady state current 12 A dc. Used for squib circuit testing, minimum inductance necessary due to momentary current pulses of 7.7 to 11 A dc.  Stability of resistance necessary to 6 A dc, two (2) (SNVI500x60S2-5RD179's are used to set current).  Resistance range: 5Ohms.  Steady state current required, Minimum 11 A dc. The ICP 17-20AA-180 workload required two (2) SNVI500x60S2-5RD179's):  0 to 5 Ohms, 2 A dc continuous current. 

These units support RES/IMPED CALSTDS deployed in support of AH-1 Attack Helicopter (TAMS) program.
