Data to support the claims to meeting the specification requirements shall be provided.  

The offeror shall describe in detail the ability of their proposed COGS to achieve and demonstrate the R&M requirements of the System Specification.  

The offeror’s proposal shall provide details on how their unit can meet and improve upon the System Specification’s Mean Time Between Failure (MTBF) and Mean Time To Repair (MTTR) requirements.

In submitting the Logistics proposal, the Contractor shall adhere to the Navy’s three levels of maintenance; (1) Organizational level, or O-level, which consists of operators who will operate the end item and perform pre-operational checks; (2) intermediate level, or I-level, personnel perform trouble-shooting, preventive maintenance, and corrective maintenance to include removal and replacement of any defective component; and (3) depot level, or D-level, consisting of repair of defective repairable components, which are Beyond the Capability of Maintenance (BCM) of the I-Level.  Depot level can be organic (Government performed), or commercial (Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) performed).  The logistics section shall be subdivided in the order listed and shall include all pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation.  The approach providing other logistical support requirements will also be considered.  The contractor shall identify any data items required for support of the system to be included in the Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL).  

The logistics section shall be subdivided in the order listed below and include all pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation.  

Supply Support:   Offerors shall describe how they intend to manage the following in a plan:

(1) Support Equipment (SE) / special tools for maintenance  

(2) Production & post-production documentation of configuration changes-configuration management, specifically obsolescence issues

(3) Delivery of Logistics Maintenance Planning Data

(4) Packaging, Handling, Storage & Transportation (PHS&T)

(5) Transaction Item Reporting (TIR)/Electronic Data Interchange (EDI)


Technical Manual:  The offeror shall describe how the Technical Manual will be developed, including compliance with the Navy's requirements of MIL-STD-3001.  The offeror shall submit a description of how they intend to comply with the Technical Manual Contractual Requirements (TMCR) portion of the SOW.  The offeror shall describe as a minimum an outline of the contents of each manual and discuss the manual development process they intend to use to deliver the final product.  


Training:  The offeror shall describe how the training requirements of this contract will be met. The offeror shall provide details of scheduling, training personnel and their skills, training products, and trainee evaluation methods. 

The offeror shall describe the availability of a training course developer, whether in their contractor format or the Navy’s AIM II 3.3 S/W.  Course content should contain, as a minimum, operation, maintenance and troubleshooting.  Scheduling would provide for the submittal of approved 90% Technical Manuals prior to a training event.  TECHEVAL and Initial Factory Training would train skilled and highly skilled journeymen.  The Government requires their candidates to retain any materials used during the training events.  Certificates of completion at the end of the sessions must be provided to students.      


Warranty: The offeror shall provide a narrative, discussing in detail the warranty service, which will be provided after delivery of the COGS.  It should include length of warranty service, parts coverage and any other relevant information as specified in the solicitation.

C. Management 

This section shall clearly demonstrate the offeror’s understanding of the management requirements and demonstrate his experience and plan for meeting these requirements.  The Contractor specifically shall address how all major reviews, schedules and meetings will be managed.  This narrative must include a timeline for the Systems Engineering Technical Reviews and a summary of the resources (e.g. facilities, personnel) that will be made available for each review.  Additionally, the following information shall be required:

Manufacturing Capacity/Facilities/Personnel Resources:  The offeror shall describe the overall production capability, including facilities, major equipment, personnel and space considered necessary to perform both pilot production and production efforts.  

The offeror shall provide a layout of the plant relevant to the production of the COGS.  Included shall be square footage dedicated to the production of the COGS plus other fabrication areas.  The offeror shall provide detailed information on the manufacturing facilities, major equipment, personnel and space considered necessary to perform both pilot-production and production efforts.

The offeror shall address the availability and utilization of production resources in performance of pilot production and production efforts including all SOW requirements such as meetings, CDRLs, major component manufacture/procurements, final assembly, test, inspection/acceptance and delivery.  

VOLUME II – PAST PERFORMANCE

The offeror shall submit Past Performance information that includes details about the offeror and proposed subcontractors, if applicable, according to the following instructions.

Offerors are reminded that the Government may use information other than that provided by the offerors in their proposals to evaluate past performance.  The Government may use Past Performance information obtained from sources other than those identified by the offeror.  Additionally, the Past Performance Information Reporting system (PPIRs) will be utilized to evaluate Past Performance.  The Government does not assume the duty to search for data to cure the problems it finds in the information provided by the Offeror.  The burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information remains with the Offeror.

The offeror shall submit Past Performance Evaluation Data forms (see attached form below) for their five (5) most recent contracts and/or subcontracts awarded.  These contracts should be for similar scope of work (testing, logistics, data deliverables, training, location, etc) completed within the last five (5) years.  Contracts listed may include those entered into with the Federal Government, agencies, of state and local governments, and commercial customers.  Offerors that are newly formed entities without prior contracts should list contracts and subcontracts as required above for all critical personnel.  

The offeror shall use the “Contract Work Description” block on the attached Past Performance Evaluation Data form to identify in specific detail why or how the effort on the referenced contract is relevant or similar to the effort required by this solicitation.  The following elements should also be addressed in this block:


Relevancy:  Offerors shall explain what aspects of the contract are deemed relevant to the proposed contract.  At a minimum, identify key or critical tasks of solicitation and indicate the relevancy of the “past performance” contract to these tasks.  Also identify where contract performance took place and provide rationale why it is relevant to the solicitation if the location is different from where the related effort is proposed to take place.


Past Performance Information:  Offerors shall provide a brief description of performance in delivering quality products in each of the following areas: 1) meeting technical requirements, i.e., the quality of technical performance, e.g., performing analysis, design, testing, etc., 2) meeting schedule requirements, i.e., schedule performance, e.g., on time or late delivery, modification of original schedules and reasons for any changes, etc., and 3) managing the contracted effort, i.e., program management, e.g., cooperation with customer, subcontract management.

VOLUME III - EXPERIENCE

The offeror must provide the information requested for the experience evaluation or affirmatively state that it has not produced Ceramic Oxygen Generating Systems in the past.  Firms lacking relevant experience shall be rated as high risk for experience.  


*  Similarity of Product

The offeror shall provide information of their company’s experience in the design, manufacturing, implementation, and testing of equipment similar in purpose and design.


*  Similarity of Environment

The offeror shall specifically address any experience they have with meeting unique and difficult military testing requirements such as (but not limited to) humidity, electromagnetic interference (EMI) and extreme temperatures and the modifications that their equipment would require in order to meet these requirements of the System Specification.  
VOLUME IV – PRICE PROPOSAL

(a) This Volume shall contain a signed SF33 for basic solicitation and each amendment, the signed Representations and Certifications and Acknowledgements or Online Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA) reference, and shall include a copy of Section B with the Contract Line Item (CLIN) and Sub-CLIN Unit Prices and for evaluation purposes, the Total Prices filled in (Supplies and/or Services and Prices and/or Costs) the solicitation and the instructions below.

(b) All price information shall be contained in section B and the price proposal.  No price or pricing information shall be included in any other volume including cover letters.  Offerors are responsible for submitting sufficient information to enable the Government to fully evaluate their price proposal.

(c) Unless exempt pursuant to FAR 19.702(b)(1), offerors shall submit a Small Business Subcontracting Plan: SB Subcontracting Plan:  The offeror (Large Business only) shall provide its SB Subcontracting Plan conforming to the requirements of FAR 19.7 and DFARS 219.7.  If the Offeror is a participant in the DoD Comprehensive Subcontracting Test Program specified in DFARS 219.7, as Annex 1, the Offeror shall describe how SB participation on this contract will contribute to its overall Comprehensive Subcontracting goals. Offerors shall describe its specific efforts to ensure the resulting contract meets or exceeds proposed goals.  These efforts shall include, but are not limited to: sponsoring program specific outreach programs and industry conferences, establishing Mentor-Protégé relationships with SDB and using the NAVAIR SUBNet website http://www.navair.navy.mil/osbp  to locate small business concerns and to post requirements.

(Note:  The subcontracting plan of the successful offeror(s) will be reviewed and approved by the PCO prior to contract award.  (See FAR 19.702(a)(1) Statutory Requirements regarding failure of the apparent successful offeror to negotiate and submit a plan acceptable to the Contracting Officer.)  The successful offeror’s subcontracting plan will be incorporated as an attachment to the resultant contract.

The offeror shall ensure that all certifications and representations within Section K of the solicitation have been accurately completed. 



Ground Rules and Assumptions:



(a) As this is a competitive acquisition with adequate price competition anticipated, the price documentation requested is not considered cost or pricing data and shall not be certified in accordance with FAR 15.406-2.  However, in the event that adequate price competition does not exist after receipt of 
proposals, the PCO will need to obtain cost or pricing data pursuant to FAR Part 15.



(b) The cost of general purpose items required to conduct normal business operations will not be considered allowable Other Direct Charges in the performance of this contract. M.  EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD
Part A. GENERAL INFORMATION

1.0   GENERAL

The Government expects to select one offeror on the basis of its proposal providing the “best value” to the Government, all factors considered.  "Best value" means the expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government's estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.  Offerors are advised that the proposal meeting the solicitation requirements with the lowest price may not be selected for an award if award to a higher priced offeror is determined to be more beneficial to the Government.  However, the perceived benefits of the higher priced proposal must merit the additional price.

2.0 EVALUATION PROCESS

The Government may or may not conduct discussions following the evaluation of each proposal; however, the Government reserves the right to make an award on an initial offer without discussions to the responsible offeror whose offer, conforming to the solicitation, provides the greatest overall benefit to the Government, all factors considered.  Therefore, offerors are cautioned that their initial offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a technical, past performance, experience and price standpoint.  However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions and request proposal revisions if it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government.  If a competitive range is established, the Government may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.  All proposals will be evaluated for compliance with the terms, conditions, and requirements set forth in the solicitation.   Failure to address each of the areas identified in Section L, Part B, Specific Information, will impact the resulting evaluation ratings and risk assessment.

3.0 EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

Proposals shall be evaluated using the Technical factor (I) as the most important factor.  Past Performance (II) and Experience (III) are weighted equally.  The Technical subfactors of Technical Approach (A), Logistics (B), and Management (C) are listed in descending order of importance.  Price is the least important factor.

The elements listed under the subfactors of Technical Approach (A), Logistics (B) and Management (C) are not separately weighted or separately rated.  However, all of the elements must be addressed under the subfactors of Technical Approach (A), Logistics (B) and Management (C) and will be evaluated as part of the sub factors: the elements under Past Performance and Experience are not separately weighted or separately rated.  However, all of the elements should be addressed under the factors of Past Performance and Experience and will be evaluated as part of the factors.

Price is significantly less important than Technical, Past Performance and Experience factors combined.  However, it is an important factor and should not be ignored. As the ratings of proposals in relation to non-price factors become more equal, price may become more of a deciding factor in selecting the best value offer.

4.0 NOTES 

Proposal information provided for one factor may be used in the assessment of other factors.  In addition, the offeror’s technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the price proposal and reflects a clear understanding of the scope of work necessary to meet the solicitation requirements. 

For the Technical factor, a proposal rating and proposal risk will be assigned.  The proposal rating is an assessment of the offeror's approach in meeting the solicitation requirements.  The proposal risk will address the potential impacts of the proposed approach on performance, schedule, and price in achieving solicitation requirements.  

For the Past Performance factor, a past performance risk will be assigned.  The past performance risk will address the probability that the offeror will successfully accomplish the contract requirements based on the offeror’s relevant past performance. The proposals will be evaluated to assess the risk of whether the offeror’s methods and approach in meeting the requirements provide the Government with a high level of confidence to ensure successful performance.


The offeror’s approach will be assessed to determine if it meets or exceeds the technical requirements of the COGS.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meet, or exceed, the requirements of System Performance.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the extent to which the proposed COGS units are Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS) items.  The assessment will address the extent of the changes to the COTS items required in order to comply with the System Performance Specification.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meeting Production, Evaluation, Testing and QA requirements.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed Production Plan.  In addition, the evaluation will include an assessment of the extent to which the proposed COGS have the ability to achieve and demonstrate the Reliability and Maintainability (R&M) requirements of the System Performance Specification.

The proposals will be evaluated to determine whether the offeror’s methods and approach will meet, or exceed, the requirements.  The proposals will be evaluated to assess the risk of whether the offeror’s methods and approach in meeting the requirements provide the Government with a high level of confidence to ensure successful performance.


The Government will assess the offeror’s proposed capability and understanding of the management required to successfully perform under this contract and its plan for meeting the requirements.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meet the program schedule all SOW requirements including meetings, CDRLs, major component procurement/manufacture, final assembly, testing and delivery of pilot production units as specified in the solicitation.


The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meet, or exceed, the requirements of Manufacturing Capacity/Facilities/Personnel Resources.  

II. 
PAST PERFORMANCE


The Government will evaluate the offeror’s, and (if applicable) its principal subcontractors’ and critical team members’ demonstrated past performance in delivering quality products and services and in meeting technical, cost/price, and schedule requirements on similar programs.  The Past Performance risk will assess the probability of the offeror successfully accomplishing the contract requirements based on relevant past performance.  The currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in contractor’s performance will be considered.
