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	The Technical Manual style and format shall be in general accordance with MIL-STD-3001-1 (available upon request from the Government).  Manual content shall be traceable to the manufacturer’s drawings and reflect the maintenance philosophy, which indicates the end item (Tool Set) to be maintained by the Organization Level of Maintenance by replacement of the tools and the foam inserts of the set. (2) Technical Manual publication number assignment.  (3) Tool Set information such as Government Type Designation, Nomenclature and Serialization. The Contractor shall verify the ability to print a facsimile document from the IPDF file.   The Government will have 7 days to review, and, after approval, the contractor will deliver the final products within 10 days. 

Contractor shall provide Copyright Release for government authority to reproduce, update, or, in any way, change the data contained in the contractor provided/produced TM.  This Copyright Release will be delivered with the final, Lakehurst-approved version of the TM.
