1.0
PURPOSE

This Statement of Work defines and describes the requirements for the acquisition of commercially available hardware* in support of Very High Frequency (VHF)-High Band (HB) Trunked Simulcast Land Mobile Radio (LMR) System Infrastructure Components, Voice Logging Recorders, Dispatch Console Systems and Subscriber Units and accessories which will be used to support a multi-site simulcast VHF 14 channel narrow band trunked radio system for the United States Capitol Police (USCP).

* This acquisition is for the procurement of hardware only except as noted under paragraph 9.0, Technical Support Services.

2.0
BACKGROUND

The Special Communications Requirements (SCR) Division of the Naval Air Warfare Center Aircraft Division has been tasked by the USCP to design and integrate a radio frequency (RF) infrastructure to support security and communications of the USCP areas of responsibility within the National Capital Region (NCR).  

The USCP currently operates a non-encrypted 6-channel analog conventional repeater system.    The current LMR system has 2 (two) dispatch centers with 13 (thirteen) positions. USCP dispatchers also have the ability to communicate with multiple VHF, UHF and 800 MHz systems belonging to other jurisdictions in the area via control stations patched at the console.

The USCP is upgrading to a new Advanced Encryption System (AES) encrypted P25 VHF-HB LMR system that will be used to support a multi-site simulcast VHF 14-channel narrowband trunked system to provide enhanced coverage and performance.  The system will consist of eight (8) outdoor repeater locations and two (2) indoor repeater locations.  The new USCP LMR system architecture will be comprised of several interconnected subsystems that provide seamless connectivity throughout the USCP operational areas. 

The Infrastructure Components, Voice Logging Recorders, Dispatch Console Systems, and Subscriber units are the backbone of the VHF-HB LMR System. The equipment supplied under this requirement will provide the following:

GENERAL SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS
The proposed system shall meet the requirements defined below and in the General Requirements - Cross Reference Matrix, Attachment 001. 

All equipment proposed shall have been previously tested in accordance with the P25 Compliance Assessment Program (P25 CAP). Evidence of this testing shall be documented through Offeror’s Declarations of Compliance and Summary Test Reports that have been posted to http://www.rkb.us.

System performance for components provided by the Offeror shall achieve a minimum of 99.999% availability.

The proposed LMR system shall include redundant Global Positioning System (GPS) frequency standards at each transmitter site so the failure of the primary GPS frequency standard shall not result in failure of the simulcast operation.  The secondary GPS frequency standard shall take over operation automatically and maintain frequency stability.  The accuracy required for simulcast operation, if running on an internal oscillator with both GPS receivers failed shall be a minimum of 120 days. This shall also be applied to all major components of the system architecture. 

Network control and outdoor communications systems shall tolerate a single hardware failure without any noticeable performance degradation and continued trunking function.  This shall include all computers, dispatch consoles, transceivers, time/frequency standard equipment, and simulcast controlling and aligning equipment.

The proposed LMR system shall automatically detect any and all component failures and the system shall automatically failover to other components to ensure continuous system operation.  No manual intervention shall be needed to bring these hot-standby components online.

During Emergency Situations the infrastructure subsystem shall have the capability to allow users to gain immediate access to a channel and preempt all other priority levels and interrupt on-going communications if necessary.

Graphic resolution should be consistent with the purpose of the data presented.  

The offeror will provide one complete copy of the written proposal to the PCO as electronic files fully compatible with Microsoft Office 2000 and for information not supported by MS Office products, with the latest Adobe Acrobat reader on a CD-ROM.  The offeror will ensure that the Price Volume is provided on a separate CD-ROM.  Each CD-ROM is to be labeled for content and the Offeror’s name.  If a discrepancy exists between the original paper copy of the proposal and the disk copy, the paper copy will take precedence. 

3.0 PROPOSAL CONTENT AND VOLUMES

Each volume of the proposal shall be submitted as one original and additional copies as specified in the table below.  Submission of all volumes of the Original proposal to the address provided in section 4.0.will determine timeliness of receipt.  Page limitations for each volume if any, are also specified in the table below as follows (title and table of contents pages do not count towards page limit).  Proposal pages beyond a specified maximum limit, if any, will not be reviewed as part of the evaluation.

The Government expects to select one offeror on the basis of its proposal providing the “best value” to the Government, all factors considered.  "Best value" means the expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government's estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.  Offerors are advised that the proposal meeting the solicitation requirements with the lowest price may not be selected for an award if award to a higher priced offeror is determined to be more beneficial to the Government. TECHNICAL

2.1 SYSTEM ARCHITECTURE AND PERFORMANCE

The Government will evaluate each offeror’s proposed System Architecture and Performance based upon the responses required by FAR Clause 52.212-1 “Instructions to Offerors” Addendum, Part B, section 2.1 of this solicitation. The Government will evaluate the system architecture design for clarity, completeness, and realism of its responses. For the system architecture, the Government will evaluate the level of redundancy and failover capabilities, single points of failure, required bandwidth, bandwidth utilization, automatic/manual intervention, open architecture, proprietary software, and interoperability.  The Government will evaluate the level to which the offeror’s solution is interoperable with all equipment/sub-systems proposed under this requirement in terms of the ability to receive, transmit, store, manipulate, and communicate with all equipment proposed.

OTAR/OTAP

The Government will evaluate each offeror’s proposed OTAR/OTAP based upon the responses required by FAR Clause 52.212-1 “Instructions to Offerors” Addendum, Part B, section 2.2 of this solicitation. The Government will evaluate the offeror’s functional capabilities and approach to OTAR and OTAP. The Government will evaluate the minimum throughput, bandwidth requirements and the number and type of physical interface required for backhaul at each site to support maximum performance of OTAR and OTAP capabilities.  

2.3  RELIABILITY/ MAINTAINABILITY and OBSOLESCENCE 
The Government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed Reliability and Maintainability based upon the responses required in FAR Clause 52.212-1 “Instructions to Offerors” Addendum, Part B, section 2.3.  The Government will evaluate the offeror’s reliability and maintainability data taking into consideration (1) the maintenance schedule and frequency of required maintenance, (2) difficulity of repairs of major systems, down time to equipment and impact to all proposed, (3) relevance and accuracy of provided reliability. 

The Government will evaluate the offerors proposed obsolescence plan to ensure that it addresses and provides details regarding the obsolesce of equipment for a period of ten (10) years after date of final delivery of the equipment.

3.0
PRICE 

3.1 Each offeror’s price proposal shall be evaluated to determine if it is complete, consistent and reasonable with the offeror’s technical approach, reflects a clear understanding of the solicitation requirements and contains any material imbalances.  Unreasonably low prices or inconsistencies between the Technical and Price proposals may be assessed as proposal risk under the Technical factor.  In its evaluation, the Government may use commercial published data, same or similar DoD contracts, Government estimates, industry standards, DCAA audit information, or other information as deemed appropriate by the Government. 

3.2 The Government may utilize the information obtained from FAR Clause 52.212-1 “Instructions to Offerors” Addendum, Part B, Volume 2 paragraphs 2.1, 2.2 and 2.3, to evaluate the proposed systems overall affordability. 

3.3 For competitive evaluation purposes, CLIN 0007 will be evaluated at a QTY of 2,000 units each per year and CLIN 0010 will be evaluated at a QTY of 4,000 units each per year.

3.5  Prospective Offerors are forewarned that if there are discrepancies between the “Supplies/Services” section and the Volume 3  Narrative,  the “Supplies/Services” section prevails.  The discrepancies may be identified as weaknesses, significant weaknesses or deficiencies.

4.0 
PAST PERFORMANCE
The Government will evaluate the offeror’s, and (if applicable) its principal subcontractors’ and critical team members’ demonstrated past performance in delivering quality products and services and in meeting technical, cost/price, and schedule requirements on similar programs. The Past Performance risk will address the probability of the offeror successfully accomplishing the contract requirements based on relevant past performance. The currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in contractor’s performance will be considered.  Problems not addressed by the offeror will be considered to still exist.  The degree to which the offeror can demonstrate that it has successfully applied continuous systemic improvement to resolve past performance problems will be evaluated. For the Technical factor (Volume 2), a proposal rating and proposal risk will be assigned.  The proposal rating is an assessment of the offeror's approach in meeting the solicitation requirements.  The proposal risk will address the potential impacts of the proposed approach on performance, schedule, and price in achieving solicitation requirements.  

Offerors are advised that during the evaluation process, technical subfactors that are assessed as a “Marginal” or “Unsatisfactory” rating or “High” proposal risk may have a disproportionate impact on the overall factor rating or risk.  A deficiency resulting in an “Unsatisfactory” technical proposal rating for any subfactor may result in the entire proposal being found unacceptable and eliminated from the competition. Strength:  Characteristic of a proposal that would enhance the probability of success of performance for the resulting contract or an approach which exceeds minimum solicitation requirements with benefit to the Government. 

Significant Strength:  A characteristic of a proposal that would appreciably enhance the probability of success of performance for the resulting contract or an approach which exceeds the minimum RFP requirements with appreciable benefit to the Government.
