Performance Specification for PALS Test Site for NAWCAD

1.0 SCOPE

This Performance Specification defines the performance requirements for the procurement of a Precision Approach Landing System (PALS) Radar Equipment Shelter for the AN/SPN-35C Precision Approach Radar (PAR) equipment installation at Naval Air Warfare Center Aircraft Division (NAWCAD) Air Traffic Control Systems Division, Bldg 8271, St. Inigoes, MD.

1.1 Background 
The PALS Test Site is scheduled for installation at NAWCAD during the 2nd quarter of FY 2011. The Radar Equipment Shelter will be installed on an existing foundation. Various radar cabinets and equipment will be installed in the shelter. Equipment power and other radar signal cable assemblies will exit the shelter and be routed to radome as illustrated in Figure 3-1.

3.0 REQUIREMENTS

3.1 General. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall be designed, manufactured, and installed to meet the requirements of MIL-STD 1472 Human Engineering, and MIL-STD-882 System Safety standards. The performance requirements and capabilities for the PALS Test Site are detailed in the following paragraphs.

3.2 Equipment Shelter Specification:  

3.2.1 Site installation.   The Radar Equipment Shelter and site installation hardware shall be designed and manufactured for shipment, installation and mounting to an existing concrete slab.  The existing concrete slab dimensions general layout is shown in Figure 3-1.  
3.2.1.1 On Site Visit.  Provide on-site visit to determine if existing concrete slab meets shelter installation requirements.  On site visit to be held on  12 January 2011 at 2:00pm.  The address for the on-site visit is as follows:  Department of the Navy Commander, NAVAIRWARCENACDIV, ATTN Code 458 Bldg 8271, 17454 Webster Field Road, St. Inigoes, MD 20684-4012.  Visit requests are required to access the NAVAIRWARCENACDIV, and  must be requested five working days prior to scheduled visit.  Visit requests for Foreign Nationals and U. S. Citizens born abroad will not be accepted for this on site visit.

A SITE VISIT IS NOT REQUIRED FOR CONSIDERATION OF AWARD.

3.2.2 Size. The Radar Equipment Shelter interior dimensions shall be capable of providing sufficient space for the safe installation, removal, operation of, and student training on the PALS Test Site. The shelter shall accommodate the general dimensions of the PALS Test Site shown in Figure 3-1 and Figure 3-2. 

· Outside dimensions approximately 32’ x 24’

· Inside height approximately 10’

· Outside height shall not exceed 14’

· Construction of shelter should consist of prefabricated, modular concrete walls ceiling and floor. 

· Inside shelter light fixtures and cable trays shall be placed above 8.5’ from the floor. 

3.2.3 Environmental Conditions. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall operate in all the climatic conditions that are typically encountered in the St. Inigoes, MD geographic region without mechanical, electrical damage, or operational degradation.  

3.2.3.1 Wind. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall withstand 100-120 mph sustained winds and loading.

3.2.4 Floor. Light colored industrial grade vinyl title floor covering.

3.2.5 Color and Finish. The interior of the Radar Equipment Shelter shall be a white drywall or equivalent and the exterior color should be light gray aggregate finish. Rough or abrasive edges and surfaces shall be removed.
3.2.6 Doors and Windows. 

3.2.6.1 Personnel Doors. 2 standard size doors 3’x 7’ with a small window as shown in Figure 3-2 shall be installed. 

3.2.6.2 Equipment Door. Double doors shall be installed to transport equipment in and out of the Radar Equipment Shelter. Each door must be 4’ x 8’, for a total of 8’ x 8’ opening and shall have small windows as shown in Figure 3-2.

3.2.6.3 Windows. 4 standard size windows 3’ x 4’ shall be installed shown in Figure 3-2. All windows shall have tinted glass with internal shades/window blinds if possible.

3.2.6.4 Custom Size Openings. 2 custom size openings 6’-11” x 3’-10” and a 4’-5” x 5’-4.75” for customer supplied window and frame shall be placed as indicated in Figure 3-2 front view.  Openings shall be lined with treated lumber and covered with plexi glass. Customer will install frame and window upon receipt of shelter. 

3.2.6.5 Cable Through Opening. One 24”wide by 12” tall opening in the end wall for cable entry for access to run equipment cables to radome shall be installed, as indicated in Figure 3-2 left view. Openings shall be lined with treated lumber and covered with plexus glass.  Cable through should exit shelter by a single door heading to radome as illustrated in Fig. 3-1.  

3.2.7 Electrical 

3.2.7.1 Power Distribution Panel. Two separate power distribution panels shall be provided inside the Radar Equipment Shelter.

· One 200 Amp, 120/208VAC, three phase, 60 Hz, 20 circuit breakers

· One 200 Amp, 120/208VAC, three phase, 400 Hz, 10 circuit breakers

3.2.7.2 Power Source. The shelter shall be capable of operation using existing site commercial power. Commercial power is defined as 120/208 VAC, 50/60 Hz, 3-phase, 5-wire within the limits specified in MIL-HDBK-633. Additionally, 2 each 50 Amp 120/208 VAC, three phase, 400 Hz generators will provide 400 Hz power.

3.2.7.3 Lightning Transients. The Radar Equipment Shelter power distribution panel shall be protected from electrical pulses induced by lightning in accordance with MIL-E-4158.

3.2.7.4 Lighting. Sixteen four foot, two tube surface mounted fluorescent light fixtures shall be installed. Three high pressure sodium exterior door lights with vandal resistant lens and photo cell control shall be installed.  Lights to be controlled by four independent switches conveniently placed around shelter.

3.2.7.5 Convenience outlets. At least 4 GFCI electrical outlets and 2 telephone outlets shall be installed per each wall of Radar Equipment Shelter.  A phone distribution box shall be placed next to power distribution panels.  
Shelters shall have feed throughs to allow for installation of computer and fiber optic cables.

3.2.7.6 Grounding. The Radar Equipment Shelter and power distribution panel shall be adequately grounded using MIL-STD-188-124B Grounding, Bonding, and Shielding as guidance. A grounding attachment point shall be provided for the PALS Test Site. Test site has extensive grounding plane and multiple attachment sites for shelter grounding. 

3.2.8 Heating, Ventilation, and Cooling (HVAC). The Radar Equipment Shelter shall have at least a 56,000 Btu/hr wall mount HVAC unit.    

3.2.9 Cable Tray. Approximately one hundred feet (100’) of 18” wide “B-Line” cable tray shall be installed around interior of shelter, approximately 18” below ceiling, with four down trays for equipment and power cables, and an exist tray to exit to radome.  

· One down tray between special openings as indicated by Figure 3-2 front view.

· One down tray to circuit breaker panel.

· One tray to special opening for cable through as indicated by Figure 3-2 left view.

· One down tray in middle of right side to radome as indicated by Figure 3-2 right view.

3.2.10 Smoke Detector. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall have a smoke detector and audible alarm installed, which will be connected to AC power with battery backup.

3.2.11 Fire Extinguisher. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall have at least two portable 10 pound CO2 fire extinguishers with gauges installed.   

3.2.12 Carbon Dioxide Detector. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall have a carbon dioxide detector and audible alarm, which will be connected to AC power with battery backup.

3.2.13 Eye Wash Station. The Radar Equipment Shelter shall have a self contained Eye Wash Station installed. 

4.0 SAFETY

System safety criteria shall be applied to the Radar Equipment Shelter design and parts selection to eliminate hazards that could cause injury to operator or maintenance personnel in accordance with MIL-STD-882 and using MIL-HDBK-454 as guidance. The Radar Equipment Shelter design shall incorporate safety features into the design that either eliminates or controls to an acceptable level of risk, each identified Category I, II, III or IV hazard, in accordance with MIL-STD-882.

5.0  DELIVERY AND SET UP

Delivery will be scheduled during normal working hours (NWHs).  NWHs are usually from 0730-1600 each Monday through Friday (except on the legal holidays specified elsewhere).  Visit requests are required to access the NAVAIRWARCENACDIV, and  must be requested five working days prior to scheduled delivery and installation.  Visit requests for Foreign Nationals and U. S. Citizens born abroad will not be accepted for delivery and set up of the Radar Equipment shelter.

6.0 SUMMARY  

The Radar Equipment shelter is a straight forward rectangle design with few critical design requirements. 

· Location of three custom openings for customer provided windows and cable through. 

· Cable trays to allow for 360° cable runs with an exit to radome. Drop down tray for input power cable to circuit breaker panels and radar equipment cabinets. 

· Equipment shelter needs to be installed on existing test site location and leveled. 

· Area around the newly installed Radar Equipment Shelter needs to be cleared of all material and excess debris and left in the same condition as before the installation began.  Vendor is responsible for the disposal of all material and debris at the installation site.

(a) North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code and small business size standard. (11) If the offer is not submitted on the SF 1449, include a statement specifying the extent of agreement with all terms, conditions, and provisions included in the solicitation. (e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation. Each offer submitted will be evaluated separately.


(f) Late submissions, modifications, revisions, and withdrawals of offers.



(1) Offerors are responsible for submitting offers, and any modifications, revisions, or withdrawals, so as to reach the Government office designated in the solicitation by the time specified in the solicitation.  If no time is specified in the solicitation, the time for receipt is 4:00 p.m., local time, for the designated Government office on the date that offers or revisions are due.



(2)(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is "late" and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and
