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1.  Reference: Solicitation Section D, 252.211.7003, Item Identification and Valuation (JAN 2004).

Background/Issue: This clause requires the introduction of a new part number identification and tracking system on aircraft that have been fielded for many years. The TH-57 is an FAA managed and maintained aircraft for which parts, repairs and overhauls are performed by approved FAA repair facilities and suppliers. Under the current contract, as well as for other commercial entities, parts are continually procured, repaired and overhauled without this requirement. The introduction of this government requirement would in all probability be rejected by suppliers as disruptive and cost prohibitive.

Question: Will the Government waive this requirement since subcontracts will be placed in accordance with FAR 52.244.6, Subcontracts for Commercial Items, and rely on best commercial practices for parts marking and identification? 

Answer:  The Government will not waive DFARs 252.211-7003, Item Identification and Valuation.  Please see the following websites for further information regarding UID policy:  www.uniqueid.org or www.acq.osd.mil/uid.

2.  Reference: Solicitation Section I; 252.228-7001 Ground and Flight Risk, 52.245-2 Alt I Government Property, 52.246-23 Limitation of Liability, and Solicitation Section H 5252.217-9500 Liability for Government Property Undergoing Services, Repair or Modifications.

Background/Issue: The three Section I clauses define the contractor’s management responsibilities and liabilities with respect to government owned aircraft, property and equipment during the conduct of the contract. The Section H provision appears to negate the contractor’s liability limitations within the Section I clauses for any and all government property by requiring the contractor to fully insure against any loss, damage or destruction of government property.

Question: Is the intent of the Section H provision to hold the contractor fully liable for loss, damage or destruction of any and all government property, such that the contractor either self-insures or procures insurance, and the liability limitations in the Section I clauses are superseded by this provision?

Answer:  No. Section H 5252.217-9500 Liability for Government Property Undergoing Services, Repair or Modifications.  Applies to aircraft and components that are reworked/repaired at OFF-SITE locations where there is no Government oversight.  

Section I; 252.228-7001 Ground and Flight Risk, 52.245-2 Alt I Government Property, 52.246-23 Limitation of Liability applies to the ON-SITE operations (i.e. NAS Whiting Field, Fl.).
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
