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FLIGHT AND GROUND OPERATIONS (Excerpt)
1.2. Airfield Hours of Operation and Quiet Hours.  The Tinker AFB Airfield (Control Tower and AM Ops) is operational 24/7 as published in the DoD Flight Information Publication, IFR Enroute Supplement.
1.2.1. Night Quiet Hours.  Night quiet hours are in effect from 2230L to 0600L.  Only scheduled full-stop landings, departures, and necessary taxi operations are authorized during night quiet hours.  Aircraft are not authorized to conduct engine runs or practice instrument approaches/VFR pattern work.  EXCEPTION:  Locally assigned aircraft equipped with CFM-56 turbo fan engines are authorized to conduct practice instrument approaches/VFR pattern work until 0200L because of their low noise level.  All other aircraft flight operations during night quiet hours require prior approval from 72 ABW/CC.  
1.2.2. Day Quiet Hours.  Day quiet hours are approved by 72 ABW/CV through 72 OSS/OSAM.  Two types of day quiet hours may be imposed from 0600L to 2230L (for change of command ceremonies, special events, etc.):  

1.2.2.1. Modified Quiet Hours. Generally, only full-stop landings, departures, and necessary taxi operations are authorized during modified quiet hours.  Aircraft are not authorized to conduct engine runs or practice instrument approaches/VFR pattern work.

1.2.2.2. Full Quiet Hours.  Generally, full-stop landings and departures are not authorized during full quiet hours.  Additionally, aircraft are not authorized to taxi, conduct engine runs, or practice instrument approaches/VFR pattern work.
