ENGINEERING DATA FOR PROVISIONING WORKSHEET

EDFP WORKSHEET

1. Engineering Data for Provisioning (EDFP) is used for initial and follow-on provisionings. EDFP is technical data which provides identification of dimensions, material, mechanical, electrical and other characteristics adequate for provisioning of support items of the end article(s) on contract. EDFP consists of product drawings and associated lists, such as contractor specification standards, drawing sketches and descriptions and the necessary assembly drawings needed to indicate physical characteristics and function of the item. The data is used to accomplish the cataloging of new item selection in support of the provisioning process.

2. EDFP shall be submitted for all items contained within the Provisioning Parts List (PPL) and Design Change Notice submissions. The exclusions for EDFP are all items that have been previously stock numbered and all items that have a government/military standard. All items that are in the PPL that have been previously identified in the ISIL must have drawings submitted. EDFP for repairable assemblies and consumables obtained from vendors and subcontractors shall be submitted in the same manner.  Consumable items will be provided without any further breakdown of the drawing package.
3. EDFP shall be submitted in PDF file format and can be delivered via Compact Disk (CD) or through an approved electronic data file transfer. Delivery method can be discussed further by contacting NAVSUP WSS. Files names shall include the appropriate reference/part number.

4. Revised EDFP shall be submitted for subsequent changes to the provisioned end item and shall include any additions, superseding, or modification of the end item or any provisioned part of the end item.  The revisions are required to update the Navy SAP/ERP database and shall be used to identify changes to the original EDFP.  
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
