The second bullet under the third paragraph of the Executive Summary states the NAICS code for this effort is 541330, $23M, however, in Section L.2.1, page 87 of the solicitation, it refers to the proposal of Small Business Teaming Arrangements, and states that all members of the team must be small according the to NAICS code.  Is the response to this solicitation limited only to small businesses, hence, no large businesses are allowed to bid? Please clarify.

A1:
As stated under bullet one, paragraph three of the Executive Summary and under CLIN 0001 description, this solicitation is a 100% Small Business Set-Aside.  This solicitation provides two options for the Prime Contractor, which includes one Small Business acting as the prime or a Small Business Teaming Arrangement acting as the prime.   A Small Business Teaming Arrangement is a teaming arrangement in which two or more small businesses can submit an offer on this procurement as a small business team so long as each team member is small according to NAICS Code 541330, $23M.  The Small Business Teaming Arrangement will act as the Prime contractor and will comply with Section L.2.1(b)(1) – (3).  Prime contractors are not required to propose as Small Business Teaming Arrangements.   In accordance with FAR 52.219-14 “Limitation of Subcontracting” at least 50 % of the work must be performed by either the small business acting as the Prime Contractor or the Small Business Teaming Arrangement.  Based on this solicitation being a set-aside, Large Businesses are not allowed to bid as a Prime Contractor or as a member of a Small Business Teaming Arrangement.  However, Large Businesses are allowable as subcontractors.

Page 88 of the subject solicitation states that all members of a small business teaming arrangement "must be small according to the NAICS Code of the contract", which is 541330 ($23M).  Does this mean that a small business prime cannot have a large business as a team member?
