The Contractor's request shall contain the information and certification detailed in paragraphs (l) and (m) of this clause.


(c) Approval and payment of requests.



(1) The Contractor shall not be entitled to payment of a request for performance-based payment prior to successful accomplishment of the event or performance criterion for which payment is requested. The Contracting Officer shall determine whether the event or performance criterion for which payment is requested has been successfully accomplished in accordance with the terms of the contract. The Contracting Officer may, at any time, require the Contractor to substantiate the successful performance of any event or performance criterion which has been or is represented as being payable.



(2) A payment under this performance-based payment clause is a contract financing payment under the Prompt Payment clause of this contract and not subject to the interest penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment Act. The designated payment office will pay approved requests on the 30th day after receipt of the request for performance-based payment by the designated payment office. However, the designated payment office is not required to provide payment if the Contracting Officer requires substantiation as provided in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause, or inquires into the status of an event or performance criterion, or into any of the conditions listed in paragraph (e) of this clause, or into the Contractor certification. The     payment period will not begin until the Contracting Officer approves the request.



(3) The approval by the Contracting Officer of a request for performance-based payment does not constitute an acceptance by the Government and does not excuse the Contractor from performance of obligations under this contract.


(d) Liquidation of performance-based payments.



(1) Performance-based finance amounts paid prior to payment for delivery of an item shall be liquidated by deducting a percentage or a designated dollar amount from the delivery payment. If the performance-based finance payments are on a delivery item basis, the liquidation amount for each such line item shall be the percent of that delivery item price that was previously paid under performance-based finance payments or the designated dollar amount. If the performance-based finance payments are on a whole contract basis, liquidation shall be by either predesignated liquidation amounts or a liquidation percentage.



(2) If at any time the amount of payments under this contract exceeds any limitation in this contract, the Contractor shall repay to the Government the excess. Unless otherwise determined by the Contracting Officer, such excess shall be credited as a reduction in the unliquidated performance-based payment balance(s), after adjustment of invoice payments and balances for any retroactive price adjustments.


(e) Reduction or suspension of performance-based payments. The Contracting Officer may reduce or suspend performance-based payments, liquidate performance-based payments by deduction from any payment under the contract, or take a combination of these actions after finding upon substantial evidence any of the following conditions:



(1) The Contractor failed to comply with any material requirement of this contract (which includes paragraphs (h) and (i) of this clause).



(2) Performance of this contract is endangered by the Contractor's --




(i) Failure to make progress; or




(ii) Unsatisfactory financial condition.



(3) The Contractor is delinquent in payment of any subcontractor or supplier under this contract in the ordinary course of business.


(f) Title.



(1) Title to the property described in this paragraph (f) shall vest in the Government. Vestiture shall be immediately upon the date of the first performance-based payment under this contract, for property acquired or produced before that date. Otherwise, vestiture shall occur when the property is or should have been allocable or properly chargeable to this contract.



(2) "Property," as used in this clause, includes all of the following described items acquired or produced by the Contractor that are or should be allocable or properly chargeable to this contract under sound and generally accepted accounting principles and practices:




(i) Parts, materials, inventories, and work in process;




(ii) Special tooling and special test equipment to which the Government is to acquire title under any other clause of this contract;




(iii) Nondurable (i.e., noncapital) tools, jigs, dies, fixtures, molds, patterns, taps, gauges, test equipment and other similar manufacturing aids, title to which would not be obtained as special tooling under subparagraph (f)(2)(ii) of this clause; and




(iv) Drawings and technical data, to the extent the Contractor or subcontractors are required to deliver them to the Government by other clauses of this contract.



(3) Although title to property is in the Government under this clause, other applicable clauses of this contract (e.g., the termination or special tooling clauses) shall determine the handling and disposition of the property.



(4) The Contractor may sell any scrap resulting from production under this contract, without requesting the Contracting Officer's approval, provided that any significant reduction in the value of the property to which the Government has title under this clause is reported in writing to the Contracting Officer.



(5) In order to acquire for its own use or dispose of property to which title is vested in the Government under this clause, the Contractor must obtain the Contracting Officer's advance approval of the action and the terms. If approved, the basis for payment (the events or performance criteria) to which the property is related shall be deemed to be not in compliance with the terms of the contract and not payable (if the property is part of or needed for performance), and the Contractor shall refund the related performance-based payments in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause.



(6) When the Contractor completes all of the obligations under this contract, including liquidation of all performance-based payments, title shall vest in the Contractor for all property (or the proceeds thereof) not --




(i) Delivered to, and accepted by, the Government under this contract; or




(ii) Incorporated in supplies delivered to, and accepted by, the Government under this contract and to which title is vested in the Government under this clause.



(7) The terms of this contract concerning liability for Government-furnished property shall not apply to property to which the Government acquired title solely under this clause.


(g) Risk of loss. Before delivery to and acceptance by the Government, the Contractor shall bear the risk of loss for property, the title to which vests in the Government under this clause, except to the extent the Government expressly assumes the risk. If any property is damaged, lost, stolen, or destroyed, the basis of payment (the events or performance criteria) to which the property is related shall be deemed to be not in compliance with the terms of the contract and not payable (if the property is part of or needed for performance), and the Contractor shall refund the related performance-based payments in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause.


(h) Records and controls. The Contractor shall maintain records and controls adequate for administration of this clause. The Contractor shall have no entitlement to performance-based payments during any time the Contractor's records or controls are determined by the Contracting Officer to be inadequate for administration of this clause.


(i) Reports and Government access. The Contractor shall promptly furnish reports, certificates, financial statements, and other pertinent information requested by the Contracting Officer for the administration of this clause and to determine that an event or other criterion prompting a financing payment has been successfully accomplished. The Contractor shall give the Government reasonable opportunity to examine and verify the Contractor's records and to examine and verify the Contractor's performance of this contract for administration of this clause.


(j) Special terms regarding default. If this contract is terminated under the Default clause, 



(1) the Contractor shall, on demand, repay to the Government the amount of unliquidated performance-based payments, and



(2) title shall vest in the Contractor, on full liquidation of all performance-based payments, for all property for which the Government elects not to require delivery under the Default clause of this contract. The Government shall be liable for no payment except as provided by the Default clause.


(k) Reservation of rights.



(1) No payment or vesting of title under this clause shall --




(i) Excuse the Contractor from performance of obligations under this contract; or




(ii) Constitute a waiver of any of the rights or remedies of the parties under the contract.



(2) The Government's rights and remedies under this clause --




(i) Shall not be exclusive, but rather shall be in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or this contract; and




(ii) Shall not be affected by delayed, partial, or omitted exercise of any right, remedy, power, or privilege, nor shall such exercise or any single exercise preclude or impair any further exercise under this clause or the exercise of any other right, power, or privilege of the Government.


(l) Content of Contractor's request for performance-based payment. The Contractor's request for performance-based payment shall contain the following:



(1) The name and address of the Contractor;



(2) The date of the request for performance-based payment;



(3) The contract number and/or other identifier of the contract or order under which the request is made;



(4) Such information and documentation as is required by the contract's description of the basis for payment; and



(5) A certification by a Contractor official authorized to bind the Contractor, as specified in paragraph (m) of this clause.


(m) Content of Contractor's certification. As required in paragraph (l)(5) of this clause, the Contractor shall make the following certification in each request for performance-based payment:


I certify to the best of my knowledge and belief that --



(1) This request for performance-based payment is true and correct; this request (and attachments) has been prepared from the books and records of the Contractor, in accordance with the contract and the instructions of the Contracting Officer;



(2) (Except as reported in writing on __________), all payments to subcontractors and suppliers under this contract have been paid, or will be paid, currently, when due in the ordinary course of business;



(3) There are no encumbrances (except as reported in writing on _________) against the property acquired or produced for, and allocated or properly chargeable to, the contract which would affect or impair the Government's title;



(4) There has been no materially adverse change in the financial condition of the Contractor since the submission by the Contractor to the Government of the most recent written information dated  _____________; and



(5) After the making of this requested performance-based payment, the amount of all payments for each deliverable item for which performance-based payments have been requested will not exceed any limitation in the contract, and the amount of all payments under the contract will not exceed any limitation in the contract.

WARRANTY OF SUPPLIES OF A NONCOMPLEX NATURE (JUN 2003)


(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--


"Acceptance" means the act of an authorized representative of the Government by which the Government assumes for itself, or as an agent of another, ownership of existing supplies, or approves specific services as partial or complete performance of the contract.


"Supplies" means the end items furnished by the Contractor and related services required under the contract. The word does not include "data."


(b) Contractor's obligations.



(1) Notwithstanding inspection and acceptance by the Government of supplies furnished under this contract, or any condition of this contract concerning the conclusiveness thereof, the Contractor warrants that for 365 DAYS AFTER GOVERNMENT INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE --




(i) All supplies furnished under this contract will be free from defects in material or workmanship and will conform with all requirements of this contract; and




(ii) The preservation, packaging, packing, and marking, and the preparation for, and method of, shipment of such supplies will conform with the requirements of this contract.



(2) When return, correction, or replacement is required, transportation charges and responsibility for the supplies while in transit shall be borne by the Contractor. However, the Contractor's liability for the transportation charges shall not exceed an amount equal to the cost of transportation by the usual commercial method of shipment between the place of delivery specified in this contract and the Contractor's plant, and return.



(3) Any supplies or parts thereof, corrected or furnished in replacement under this clause, shall also be subject to the terms of this clause to the same extent as supplies initially delivered. The warranty, with respect to supplies or parts thereof, shall be equal in duration to that in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause and shall run from the date of delivery of the corrected or replaced supplies.



(4) All implied warranties of merchantability and "fitness for a particular purpose" are excluded from any obligation contained in this contract.


(c) Remedies available to the Government.



(1) The Contracting Officer shall give written notice to the Contractor of any breach of warranties in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause within  45 DAYS AFTER DISCOVERY OF DEFECT.


(2) Within a reasonable time after the notice, the Contracting Officer may either --




(i) Require, by written notice, the prompt correction or replacement of any supplies or parts thereof (including preservation, packaging, packing, and marking) that do not conform with the requirements of this contract within the meaning of paragraph (b)(1) of this clause; or




(ii) Retain such supplies and reduce the contract price by an amount equitable under the circumstances.



(3)(i) If the contract provides for inspection of supplies by sampling procedures, conformance of supplies or components subject to warranty action shall be determined by the applicable sampling procedures in the contract. The Contracting Officer --





(A) May, for sampling purposes, group any supplies delivered under this contract;





(B) Shall require the size of the sample to be that required by sampling procedures specified in the contract for the quantity of supplies on which warranty action is proposed;





(C) May project warranty sampling results over supplies in the same shipment or other supplies contained in other shipments even though all of such supplies are not present at the point of reinspection; provided, that the supplies remaining are reasonably representative of the quantity on which warranty action is proposed; and





(D) Need not use the same lot size as on original inspection or reconstitute the original inspection lots.




(ii) Within a reasonable time after notice of any breach of the warranties specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may exercise one or more of the following options:





(A) Require an equitable adjustment in the contract price for any group of supplies.





(B) Screen the supplies grouped for warranty action under this clause at the Contractor's expense and return all nonconforming supplies to the Contractor for correction or replacement.





(C) Require the Contractor to screen the supplies at locations designated by the Government within the contiguous United States and to correct or replace all nonconforming supplies.





(D) Return the supplies grouped for warranty action under this clause to the Contractor (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) for screening and correction or replacement.



(4)(i) The Contracting Officer may, by contract or otherwise, correct or replace the nonconforming supplies with similar supplies from another source and charge to the Contractor the cost occasioned to the Government thereby if the Contractor --





(A) Fails to make redelivery of the corrected or replaced supplies within the time established for their return; or





(B) Fails either to accept return of the nonconforming supplies or fails to make progress after their return to correct or replace them so as to endanger performance of the delivery schedule, and in either of these circumstances does not cure such failure within a period of 10 days (or such longer period as the Contracting Officer may authorize in writing) after receipt of notice from the Contracting Officer specifying such failure.




(ii) Instead of correction or replacement by the Government, the Contracting Officer may require an equitable adjustment of the contract price. In addition, if the Contractor fails to furnish timely disposition instructions, the Contracting Officer may dispose of the nonconforming supplies for the Contractor's account in a reasonable manner. The Government is entitled to reimbursement from the Contractor, or from the proceeds of such disposal, for the reasonable expenses of the care and disposition of the nonconforming supplies, as well as for excess costs incurred or to be incurred.



(5) The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause are in addition to and do not limit any rights afforded to the Government by any other clause of this contract.

“Issuing agency code” means a code that designates the registration (or controlling) authority for the enterprise identifier.


“Item” means a single hardware article or a single unit formed by a grouping of subassemblies, components, or constituent parts.


“Lot or batch number” means an identifying number assigned by the enterprise to a designated group of items, usually referred to as either a lot or a batch, all of which were manufactured under identical conditions.


“Machine-readable” means an automatic identification technology media, such as bar codes, contact memory buttons, radio frequency identification, or optical memory cards.


“Original part number” means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise at item creation to a class of items with the same form, fit, function, and interface.


“Parent item” means the item assembly, intermediate component, or subassembly that has an embedded item with a unique item identifier or DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.


“Serial number within the enterprise identifier” means a combination of numbers, letters, or symbols assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like and unlike item and is never used again within the enterprise.

The offeror shall provide this in a requirements compliance matrix (see below for example) with sufficient details to support the claims in meeting each paragraph in the specification requirements.  A detailed analysis for power quality (aircraft electric power characteristics) shall be provided verifying the power output capabilities of the proposed MEPP in meeting or exceeding the specification power requirements.  The offeror shall provide detailed information explaining their standards and methods used during design of the proposed MEPP.  This shall not be limited to addressing only definitions and specifications within the MEPP performance specification, but shall include information identifying design consideration for structure, mobility, and environmental conditions.  The offeror shall describe the types of analysis used, the use of computer software such Finite Element Method Analysis (FEMA) or vehicle dynamics simulations, design assumptions and the importance placed on some design parameters over others.  The offeror shall detail any special or unique capabilities and how those will enhance the MEPP’s capability.  The offeror shall describe in detail their use of solid-state technology in their design.


Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS):  The offeror shall identify the extent to which the MEPP is a COTS item.  If the MEPP is based on an existing item, the offeror shall detail in a comparison matrix any modifications that are being proposed to successfully meet the MEPP performance specification requirements.  The offeror shall specifically address any experience they have with meeting Electromagnetic Interference (EMI), shock and vibration requirements, and the modifications that their equipment would need to meet these requirements.  The offeror shall also specifically address any experience related to having their equipment operate in extreme temperatures (hot and cold) and any modifications required to operate at these temperatures.  The offeror shall provide a modification comparison matrix (see below for example) detailing any modifications made to their unit to meet the requirements.  The offeror shall ensure identification of the offered unit, (i.e. model number of the unit and/or components, and statement of offered auxiliary equipment).

Testing:  The offeror shall provide a detailed narrative discussing the testing approach that will be taken to meet the requirements for the Pilot Production and Production Unit testing provisions as specified in the Solicitation.  The offeror’s proposal shall follow the paragraph-by-paragraph order of the Performance Specification paragraph 4.0 (Quality Assurance Provisions) in order to show that each testing requirement is met or exceeded.  The offeror shall provide this in a testing requirements compliance matrix (see below for example) to support the claims in meeting each paragraph in the specification requirements.  The offeror shall provide detailed information explaining their testing standards and methods planned for the proposed MEPP.  This shall not be limited to addressing only definitions and testing requirements within the MEPP performance specification, but shall include any related testing results (i.e. when, where and with whom).  The discussion shall include a schedule for each of the Pilot Production Units and locations for performing all planned tests.

I.B. Logistics:  This section shall clearly demonstrate the offeror’s capability, capacity and approach for meeting, or exceeding, the logistics requirements in the contract.  The offeror shall provide a requirements compliance matrix (see below for example) to support the claims in meeting or exceeding, the logistics requirements in the contract.  Logistic Support is comprised of the following requirements: maintenance planning, manpower & personnel, supply support, support equipment, technical data, training, computer resources, facilities, Packaging, handling, storage & transportation (PHS&T), design interface.  The Contractor shall consider all of the above requirements when responding to this RFP.  The following four elements are addressed separately below:  Supply Support, Technical Manual, Training and Warranty.  In submitting the Logistics proposal, the Contractor shall address the Navy’s three levels of maintenance.  Organizational level, or O-level, consists of operators who will operate the end item and perform pre-operational checks.  Intermediate level, or I-level, personnel perform trouble-shooting, preventive maintenance, and corrective maintenance to include removal and replacement of any defective component.  Depot level, or D-level, consists of repair of defective repairable components, which are Beyond the Capability of Maintenance (BCM) of the I-Level.  Depot level can be organic (Government performed), or commercial (OEM performed).  The logistics section shall be subdivided in the order listed and shall include all pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation.  The contractor shall identify any data items required for support of the system which need to be included in accordance with the Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL).  The Contractor shall address all contract data requirements lists (CDRL) in the RFP’s SOW.

Supply Support:  The offeror shall describe how compliance with the logistics supportability requirements section of the ILSSOW and CDRLs shall be addressed.  The offeror shall describe the proposed maintenance philosophy and plan for the 120 KVA MEPP.  The offeror shall provide maintenance data that will support the proposed maintenance concept.  The offeror shall also discuss their plan to develop and deliver the Logistics Management Information (LMI) data products, Interim Support Item List (ISIL), Engineering Data for Provisioning (EDFP), Item Unique Identification (IUID) Plan and Provisioning Parts List (PPL).





Technical Manual:  The Offeror shall provide a detailed narrative describing their plans to comply with the Technical Manual Contractual Requirements (TMCR) portion of the SOW.  The offeror shall provide an outline of the contents of each manual and discuss the manual development process they intend to use to deliver the final product.  An existing Navy tech manual may be provided as an example; however, an Air Force Technical Order (T. O.) is unacceptable.  Additionally, the offeror shall provide maintenance data that will support the proposed maintenance concept.





Training:   The offeror shall provide a detailed narrative describing their plans to comply with the training requirements of this contract.  The offeror shall provide details of scheduling, training personnel and their skills, training products, and trainee evaluation methods. 


Warranty: The offeror shall provide a narrative, discussing in detail the warranty service, which will be provided after delivery of the MEPP.  It should include length of warranty service, parts coverage and any other relevant information as specified in the solicitation.

I.C. Management:  This section shall clearly demonstrate the offeror’s understanding of the management required to successfully perform on this contract and demonstrate its experience and plan for meeting, or exceeding, these requirements.  The offeror shall provide a detailed narrative and program schedule that addresses all SOW requirements including meetings, CDRLs, major component procurement/manufacture, final assembly, testing and delivery of pilot production and production units as specified in the solicitation.  Additionally, the following information is required:


Manufacturing Capacity/Facilities/Personnel Resources:  The offeror shall describe the overall production capability, including facilities, plant layout, major equipment, personnel and space (square footage) considered necessary to perform successfully on this contract.  The offeror shall address the availability and utilization of production resources in performance of pilot production and production efforts.  

The offeror shall also discuss the qualifications and experience of critical personnel that will be assigned to this contract.  The offeror shall discuss the production labor resources, broken down by specialty, including welding certifications that are required to perform this contract and whether these personnel are currently employed by the company or will be hired to meet the contractual requirements.


Quality Assurance Program: The offeror shall discuss and provide detailed information on their quality assurance program and the ability to implement and conform to ANSI/ASQC Q9001 or a recognized industry standard or process control system that is equivalent or better.  






Extent of Small Business (SB) and Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation:  Although there is no requirement for a formal Small Business Subcontracting Plan, the offerors shall provide the following information:


A Listing by name of the Small Business (SB) and Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) concerns that will be part of the team along with the specific commodity or service that each concern will provide.


A discussion of the extent of the participation of SB and SDB concerns in terms of their contribution (e.g. in terms of hours, dollars or percentage) compared with the total acquisition.


The contractor should also discuss actions taken that reflect the degree of historical commitment to small business programs as identified by special initiatives or participation in special Government programs.

VOLUME II – PAST PERFORMANCE



The offeror shall submit Past Performance information that includes details about the offeror and proposed subcontractors, if applicable, according to the following instructions.  


Offerors are reminded that the Government may use information other than that provided by the offerors in their proposals to evaluate past performance. The Government may use Past Performance information obtained from sources other than those identified by the offeror.  Additionally, the Past Performance Information Reporting system (PPIRs) will be utilized to evaluate Past Performance.  The Government does not assume the duty to search for data to cure the problems it finds in the information provided by the Offeror.  The burden of providing thorough and complete past performance information remains with the Offeror.

The offeror shall submit Past Performance Evaluation Data forms (see attached form below) for their five (5) most recent contracts and/or subcontracts awarded. (a) This Volume shall contain a signed SF33 for basic solicitation and each amendment, the signed Representations, Certifications and Acknowledgements or Online Representations and Certifications Application (ORCA) reference, and shall include a copy of Section B with the Contract Line Item (CLIN) and Sub-CLIN Unit Prices and for evaluation purposes, the Total Prices filled in (Supplies and/or Services and Prices and/or Costs) the solicitation and the instructions below.

  

(b) All price and price supporting information shall be contained in section B and the price proposal.  No price or pricing information shall be included in any other technical volume including cover letters. Offerors are responsible for submitting sufficient information to enable the Government to fully evaluate their price proposal:

PART A:  GENERAL INFORMATION

1.0   GENERAL



The Government expects to select one offeror on the basis of its proposal providing the “best value” to the Government, all factors considered.  "Best value" means the expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government's estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.  Offerors are advised that the proposal meeting the solicitation requirements with the lowest price may not be selected for an award if award to a higher priced offeror is determined to be more beneficial to the Government.  However, the perceived benefits of the higher priced proposal must merit the additional price.

2.0 EVALUATION PROCESS



The Government intends to evaluate each proposal and award a contract without discussions to the responsible offeror whose offer, conforming to the solicitation, provides the greatest overall benefit to the Government, all factors considered.  Therefore, offerors are cautioned that their initial offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a technical, past performance, and price standpoint.  However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions and request proposal revisions if it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government.  If a competitive range is established, the Government may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals. All proposals will be evaluated for compliance with the terms, conditions, and requirements set forth in the solicitation.   Failure to address each of the areas identified in Section L, Part B, Specific Information, will impact the resulting evaluation ratings and risk assessment

3.0 EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

Proposals shall be evaluated using the factors of Technical, Past Performance, and Price, which are listed below in descending order of importance.  Subfactors under Technical - Technical Approach (A), Logistics (B), and Management (C) are listed in descending order of importance.  The elements listed under the subfactors of Technical Approach (A), Logistics (B), and Management (C) are not separately weighted or separately rated.  However, all of the elements must be addressed under the subfactors of Technical Approach (A), Logistics (B), and Management (C) and will be evaluated as part of the subfactors. The elements under Past Performance are not separately weighted or separately rated.  However, all of the elements must be addressed under the factor of Past Performance and will be evaluated as part of the factor.

Technical and Past Performance factors, when combined, are significantly more important than Price, however, Price is an important factor and should not be ignored.  As the ratings of proposals in relation to non-cost factors become more equal, price will become more of a deciding factor in selecting the best value offer.

4.0 NOTES


   Proposal information provided for one factor may be used to assess other factors.  In addition, the offeror’s technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the price proposal and reflects a clear understanding of the scope of work necessary to meet the solicitation requirements. 



For the Technical factor and subfactors, a proposal rating and proposal risk will be assigned.  The proposal rating is an assessment of the offeror's approach in meeting the solicitation requirements.  The proposal risk will address the potential impacts of the proposed approach on performance and schedule in achieving solicitation requirements.  


A deficiency resulting in an “Unsatisfactory” technical proposal rating for any subfactor will result in the entire proposal being found unacceptable and may be eliminated from the competition. For the Past Performance factor, a past performance risk will be assigned.  The past performance risk will address the probability that the offeror will successfully accomplish the contract requirements based on the offeror’s (including subcontractors’ and/or team members’) relevant past performance. The Government will assess the offeror’s capability, capacity and approach to meet, or exceed, the logistics requirements of the Integrated Logistics Support/Acquisition Logistics Support Statement of Work (ILS/ALSSOW), including:  maintenance planning, manpower & personnel, supply support, support equipment, technical data, training, computer resources, facilities, packaging, handling, storage & transportation (PHS&T), design interface, and all CDRLs.


The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meet, or exceed, the requirements of supply support, technical manual, training, and warranty.  

I.C. Management (subfactor of Technical)  


The evaluation of the offeror’s Management subfactor will be based on the information presented in the offeror’s written proposal and how it addresses its understanding and ability to meet, or exceed, the Request for Proposal’s (RFP) Statement of Work (SOW), and solicitation requirements.  The proposals will be evaluated to determine whether the offeror’s methods and approach will meet, or exceed, the requirements.  The proposals will be evaluated to assess the risk of whether the offeror’s methods and approach in meeting the requirements provide the Government with a high level of confidence to ensure successful performance.


The Government will assess the offeror’s proposed capability and understanding of the management required to successfully perform under this contract and its plan for meeting the requirements.  The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meet the program schedule and all SOW requirements including meetings, CDRLs, major component procurement/manufacture, final assembly, testing and delivery of pilot production and production units as specified in the solicitation.  


The evaluation will include an assessment of the offeror’s proposed approach and the details to support claims to meet, or exceed, the requirements of Manufacturing Capacity/Facilities/Personnel Resources and its Quality Assurance Program.



The Offeror’s strategy for utilizing Small Business and Small Disadvantaged Business concerns will be evaluated.  Such evaluations will focus on the methods and effectiveness of the Offeror in finding, encouraging and commitment to the use of these Small Business Program concerns in its business approach.  The Offeror’s demonstrated realism will also be assessed.

II. 
PAST PERFORMANCE



The Government will evaluate the offeror’s, and (if applicable) its principal subcontractors’ and critical team members’ demonstrated past performance in delivering quality products and services and in meeting technical, cost/price, and schedule requirements on similar programs. The Past Performance risk will assess the probability of the offeror successfully accomplishing the contract requirements based on relevant past performance. The currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in contractor’s performance will be considered.  Problems not addressed by the offeror will be considered to still exist.  The degree to which the offeror can demonstrate that it has successfully applied continuous systemic improvement to resolve past performance problems will be evaluated.  In the case of an offeror without any relevant past performance or for whom the information on past performance is not available or is unknown, the offeror will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably and will be assigned a neutral rating of “unknown.”

III. PRICE 



Each offeror’s price proposal shall be evaluated to determine if it is complete, consistent and reasonable with the offeror’s technical approach, reflects a clear understanding of the solicitation requirements and contains any material imbalances.  In its evaluation, the Government may use commercial published data, same or similar DoD contracts, Government estimates, industry standards, DCAA audit information, or other information as deemed appropriate by the Government.  

All CLINs will be included in the total evaluated price.  For evaluation purposes, evaluation of price shall be based on (5) pilot-production units (CLIN 0001), (100) production units for production lot one (CLIN 0031), (100) production units for production lot two (CLIN 0032), (100) production units for production lot three (CLIN 0033), (100) production units for production lot four (CLIN 0034) and associated training, testing, logistics and technical data (CLINs 0002-0030, 0035, 0036 and 0037).  

The unit pricing for the production units shall include the cost for the production acceptance testing.


CLIN 0001 shall include the price for all five pilot production MEPPs.  

PART C   RATING STANDARDS AND RISK DEFINITIONS 

The definitions below reflect the Government assessment of solicitation compliance and the expected results on the offeror's proposed approach. 

1.0   PROPOSAL RATING DEFINITIONS 

Outstanding:  The proposal significantly exceeds requirements in a way that benefits the Government, or meets requirements and contains at least one exceptional enhancing feature, which benefits the Government.  Any weakness is minor. 

Highly Satisfactory:  The proposal exceeds requirements in a way that benefits the Government, or meets requirements with enhancing features, which benefit the Government.  Any weakness is minor. 

Satisfactory:   Proposal meets requirements.  Any weaknesses are minor and will have little to no impact on contract performance.

Marginal:    Proposal contains weaknesses or minor deficiencies, which could have some impact if accepted.

Unsatisfactory: The proposal does not comply substantially with RFP requirements.

2.0 
PROPOSAL RISK DEFINITIONS 

Low:  Has little or no potential to cause disruption of schedule, increase in cost or degradation of performance. Normal contractor effort will probably be able to overcome difficulties.

Medium: Can potentially cause some disruption of schedule, increase in cost or degradation of performance. However, special contractor emphasis will probably be able to overcome difficulties.

High: Likely to cause some disruption of schedule, increase in cost or degradation of performance even with special contractor emphasis.

3.0 
PAST PERFORMANCE RISK DEFINITIONS 

Very Low:  Based on the offeror’s past performance, essentially no doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Low:  Based on the offeror’s past performance, little doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Moderate:  Based on the offeror’s past performance, some doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

High:  Based on the offeror’s past performance, substantial doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Very High: Based on offeror's past performance, extreme doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Unknown: No performance record identifiable. This applies only to Past Performance.

4.0   OTHER DEFINITIONS

Strengths:  Characteristic of a proposal that would enhance the probability of success of performance for the resulting contract or an approach which exceeds minimum solicitation requirements with benefit to the Government. 

Significant Strength:  A characteristic of a proposal that would appreciably enhance the probability of success of performance for the resulting contract or an approach which exceeds the minimum RFP requirements with appreciable benefit to the Government. 

Weakness:  A flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance. 

Significant Weakness: A flaw that appreciably increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance.

Completeness:  The adequacy of the cost proposal, in relation to the SOW, considering whether all costs are included or accounted for.  All SOW requirements must be included.

Deficiency:  a material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increase the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level.
