(a) The Contractor shall test 1 unit(s) of Lot/Item A/E32K-11 MLA, P/N 3970AS100-1 as specified in this contract.  At least 15 calendar days before the beginning of first article tests, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer, in writing, of the time and location of the testing so that the Government may witness the tests.


(b) The Contractor shall submit the first article test report within 30 calendar days from the date of this contract to Mike Manaresi marked "FIRST ARTICLE TEST REPORT:  Contract No. TBD, Lot/ Item No. TBD".  Within 60 calendar days after the Government receives the test report, the Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor, in writing, of the conditional approval, approval, or disapproval of the first article.  The notice of conditional approval or approval shall not relieve the Contractor from complying with all requirements of the specifications and all other terms and conditions of this contract.  A notice of conditional approval shall state any further action required of the Contractor.  A notice of disapproval shall cite reasons for the disapproval.


(c) If the first article is disapproved, the Contractor, upon Government request, shall repeat any or all first article tests. After each request for additional tests, the Contractor shall make any necessary changes, modifications, or repairs to the first article or select another first article for testing.  All costs related to these tests are to be borne by the Contractor, including any and all costs for additional tests following a disapproval.   The Contractor shall then conduct the tests and deliver another report to the Government under the terms and conditions and within the time specified by the Government.  The Government shall take action on this report within the time specified in paragraph (b) above.  The Government reserves the right to require an equitable adjustment of the contract  price  for any extension of the delivery schedule, or for any additional costs to the Government related to these tests.


(d) If the Contractor fails to deliver any first article report on time, or the Contracting Officer disapproves any first article, the Contractor shall be deemed to have failed to make delivery within the meaning of the Default clause of this contract.


(e) Unless otherwise provided in the contract, and if the approved first article is not consumed or destroyed in testing, the Contractor may deliver the approved first article as part of the contract quantity if it meets all contract requirements for acceptance.


(f) If the Government does not act within the time specified in paragraph (b) or (c) above, the Contracting Officer shall, upon timely written request from the Contractor, equitably adjust under the Changes clause of this contract the delivery or performance dates and/or the contract price, and any other contractual term affected by the delay.

The Government reserves the right to require an equitable adjustment of the contract  price  for any extension of the delivery schedule or for any additional costs to the Government related to these tests.


(d) If the Contractor fails to deliver any first article on time, or the Contracting Officer disapproves any first article, the Contractor shall be deemed to have failed to make delivery within the meaning of the Default clause of this contract.


(e) Unless otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor--



(1) May deliver the approved first article as a part of the contract quantity, provided it meets all contract requirements for acceptance and was not consumed or destroyed in testing; and



(2) Shall remove and dispose of any first article from the Government test facility  at the Contractor's expense. 

(f) If the Government does not act within the time specified in paragraph (b) or (c) above, the Contracting Officer shall, upon timely written request from the Contractor, equitably adjust under the Changes clause of this contract the delivery or performance dates and/or the contract  price , and any other contractual term effected by the delay.

WARRANTY OF SUPPLIES OF A NONCOMPLEX NATURE (JUN 2003)


(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--


"Acceptance" means the act of an authorized representative of the Government by which the Government assumes for itself, or as an agent of another, ownership of existing supplies, or approves specific services as partial or complete performance of the contract.


"Supplies" means the end items furnished by the Contractor and related services required under the contract. The word does not include "data."


(b) Contractor's obligations.



(1) Notwithstanding inspection and acceptance by the Government of supplies furnished under this contract, or any condition of this contract concerning the conclusiveness thereof, the Contractor warrants that for 45 days from the last delivery under this contract --




(i) All supplies furnished under this contract will be free from defects in material or workmanship and will conform with all requirements of this contract; and




(ii) The preservation, packaging, packing, and marking, and the preparation for, and method of, shipment of such supplies will conform with the requirements of this contract.



(2) When return, correction, or replacement is required, transportation charges and responsibility for the supplies while in transit shall be borne by the Contractor. However, the Contractor's liability for the transportation charges shall not exceed an amount equal to the cost of transportation by the usual commercial method of shipment between the place of delivery specified in this contract and the Contractor's plant, and return.



(3) Any supplies or parts thereof, corrected or furnished in replacement under this clause, shall also be subject to the terms of this clause to the same extent as supplies initially delivered. The warranty, with respect to supplies or parts thereof, shall be equal in duration to that in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause and shall run from the date of delivery of the corrected or replaced supplies.



(4) All implied warranties of merchantability and "fitness for a particular purpose" are excluded from any obligation contained in this contract.


(c) Remedies available to the Government.



(1) The Contracting Officer shall give written notice to the Contractor of any breach of warranties in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause within  45 days after discovery of the defect".


(2) Within a reasonable time after the notice, the Contracting Officer may either --




(i) Require, by written notice, the prompt correction or replacement of any supplies or parts thereof (including preservation, packaging, packing, and marking) that do not conform with the requirements of this contract within the meaning of paragraph (b)(1) of this clause; or




(ii) Retain such supplies and reduce the contract price by an amount equitable under the circumstances.



(3)(i) If the contract provides for inspection of supplies by sampling procedures, conformance of supplies or components subject to warranty action shall be determined by the applicable sampling procedures in the contract. The Contracting Officer --





(A) May, for sampling purposes, group any supplies delivered under this contract;





(B) Shall require the size of the sample to be that required by sampling procedures specified in the contract for the quantity of supplies on which warranty action is proposed;





(C) May project warranty sampling results over supplies in the same shipment or other supplies contained in other shipments even though all of such supplies are not present at the point of reinspection; provided, that the supplies remaining are reasonably representative of the quantity on which warranty action is proposed; and





(D) Need not use the same lot size as on original inspection or reconstitute the original inspection lots.




(ii) Within a reasonable time after notice of any breach of the warranties specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may exercise one or more of the following options:





(A) Require an equitable adjustment in the contract price for any group of supplies.





(B) Screen the supplies grouped for warranty action under this clause at the Contractor's expense and return all nonconforming supplies to the Contractor for correction or replacement.





(C) Require the Contractor to screen the supplies at locations designated by the Government within the contiguous United States and to correct or replace all nonconforming supplies.





(D) Return the supplies grouped for warranty action under this clause to the Contractor (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) for screening and correction or replacement.



(4)(i) The Contracting Officer may, by contract or otherwise, correct or replace the nonconforming supplies with similar supplies from another source and charge to the Contractor the cost occasioned to the Government thereby if the Contractor --





(A) Fails to make redelivery of the corrected or replaced supplies within the time established for their return; or





(B) Fails either to accept return of the nonconforming supplies or fails to make progress after their return to correct or replace them so as to endanger performance of the delivery schedule, and in either of these circumstances does not cure such failure within a period of 10 days (or such longer period as the Contracting Officer may authorize in writing) after receipt of notice from the Contracting Officer specifying such failure.




(ii) Instead of correction or replacement by the Government, the Contracting Officer may require an equitable adjustment of the contract price. In addition, if the Contractor fails to furnish timely disposition instructions, the Contracting Officer may dispose of the nonconforming supplies for the Contractor's account in a reasonable manner. The Government is entitled to reimbursement from the Contractor, or from the proceeds of such disposal, for the reasonable expenses of the care and disposition of the nonconforming supplies, as well as for excess costs incurred or to be incurred.



(5) The rights and remedies of the Government provided in this clause are in addition to and do not limit any rights afforded to the Government by any other clause of this contract.

ITEM IDENTIFICATION AND VALUATION (AUG 2008)


(a) Definitions. As used in this clause--


“Automatic identification device” means a device, such as a reader or interrogator, used to retrieve data encoded on machine-readable media.


“Concatenated unique item identifier” means--



(1) For items that are serialized within the enterprise identifier, the linking together of the unique identifier data elements in order of the issuing agency code, enterprise identifier, and unique serial number within the enterprise identifier; or

“Enterprise” means the entity (e.g., a manufacturer or vendor) responsible for assigning unique item identifiers to items.


“Enterprise identifier” means a code that is uniquely assigned to an enterprise by an issuing agency.

“Issuing agency” means an organization responsible for assigning a non-repeatable identifier to an enterprise (i.e., Dun & Bradstreet's Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) Number, GS1 Company Prefix, or Defense Logistics Information System (DLIS) Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code).


“Issuing agency code” means a code that designates the registration (or controlling) authority for the enterprise identifier.


“Item” means a single hardware article or a single unit formed by a grouping of subassemblies, components, or constituent parts.


“Lot or batch number” means an identifying number assigned by the enterprise to a designated group of items, usually referred to as either a lot or a batch, all of which were manufactured under identical conditions.


“Machine-readable” means an automatic identification technology media, such as bar codes, contact memory buttons, radio frequency identification, or optical memory cards.


“Original part number” means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise at item creation to a class of items with the same form, fit, function, and interface.


“Parent item” means the item assembly, intermediate component, or subassembly that has an embedded item with a unique item identifier or DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.


“Serial number within the enterprise identifier” means a combination of numbers, letters, or symbols assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like and unlike item and is never used again within the enterprise.


“Serial number within the part, lot, or batch number” means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like item within a part, lot, or batch number assignment.


“Serialization within the enterprise identifier” means each item produced is assigned a serial number that is unique among all the tangible items produced by the enterprise and is never used again. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the enterprise identifier.


“Serialization within the part, lot, or batch number” means each item of a particular part, lot, or batch number is assigned a unique serial number within that part, lot, or batch number assignment. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the part, lot, or batch number within the enterprise identifier.


“Unique item identifier” means a set of data elements marked on items that is globally unique and unambiguous. The term includes a concatenated unique item identifier or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.


“Unique item identifier type” means a designator to indicate which method of uniquely identifying a part has been used. The current list of accepted unique item identifier types is maintained at UII Types .

252.209-7001
DISCLOSURE OF OWNERSHIP OR CONTROL BY THE GOVERNMENT OF A TERRORIST COUNTRY (JAN 2009)


(a) Definitions.  As used in this provision-



(1) "Government of a terrorist country" includes the state and the government of a terrorist country, as well as any political subdivision, agency, or instrumentality thereof.



(2) "Terrorist country" means a country determined by the Secretary of State, under section 6(j)(1)(A)) of the Export Administration Act of 1979 (50 U.S.C. App. 2405(j)(i)(A)), to be a country the government of which has repeatedly provided support for acts of international terrorism. As of the date of this provision, terrorist countries subject to this provision include: Cuba, Iran, Iraq, Sudan, and Syria.



(3) "Significant interest" means-




(i) Ownership of or beneficial interest in 5 percent or more of the firm's or subsidiary's securities. Beneficial interest includes holding 5 percent or more of any class of the firm's securities in "nominee shares," "street names," or some other method of holding securities that does not disclose the beneficial owner;




(ii) Holding a management position in the firm, such as a director or officer;




(iii) Ability to control or influence the election, appointment, or tenure of directors or officers in the firm;




(iv) Ownership of 10 percent or more of the assets of a firm such as equipment, buildings, real estate, or other tangible assets of the firm; or




(v) Holding 50 percent or more of the indebtedness of a firm.


(b) Prohibition on award. In accordance with 10 U.S.C. 2327, no contract may be awarded to a firm or a subsidiary of a firm if the government of a terrorist country has a significant interest in the firm or subsidiary or, in the case of a subsidiary, the firm that owns the subsidiary, unless a waiver is granted by the Secretary of Defense.


(c) Disclosure. The Offeror shall disclose any significant interest the government of each of the following countries has in the Offeror or a subsidiary of the Offeror. If the Offeror is a subsidiary, it shall also disclose any significant interest the government of a terrorist country has in any firm that owns or controls the subsidiary. The disclosure shall include--



(1) Identification of each government holding a significant interest; and



(2) A description of the significant interest held by each Government.

Section L - Instructions, Conditions and Notices to Bidders

SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS
L. 102 SUBMISSION OF PROPOSALS

All offerors competing for award will be required to submit a Technical, Past Performance, and Price proposal.  The proposal will be submitted in three separate volumes as follows:

Volume I - Technical Volume

Six (6) copies of the technical volume are to be provided.  This volume shall be limited to 25 pages and should address each identified evaluation subfactor and element.  This volume shall exclude all cost and pricing information.

Volume II - Past Performance Volume

Six (6) copies of the Past Performance volume are to be provided.  Include all data and information for evaluation and exclude any reference to the price of the hardware.  This volume shall be limited to 20 pages and should address each identified subfactor.  

Volume III – Price Volume
The offeror should submit a complete, executed solicitation document (Standard Form 33).  One original and one copy of the entire solicitation package should be provided.  

Written Content Requirements

Each volume of the proposal shall contain a Table of Contents with reference to topic, applicable paragraph/subparagraph and page number.

Proposals must be typewritten in a type size not smaller than a type print similar to “elite” on 8-1/2 by 11-inch paper.   Any pages exceeding the limitation shall be removed prior to evaluation.  Size of pages must be uniform; however, double size foldout charts or diagrams may be used and will count for two pages each.

The page limit INCLUDES pages such as:  Table of Contents, lists of tables/figures, tab pages, acronym listing, etc.  The page limit does NOT INCLUDE a Technical Manual, if provided. 

The ability of the offeror to present a technically complete, clear, coherent and legible proposal shall be indicative of the offeror’s ability to provide the high quality services that will be necessary to complete the contract.

The information submitted should clearly indicate the offeror’s understanding of the proposal requirements through the submission of a satisfactorily completed proposal. Statements of the nature that the offeror understands, can or will comply and meet the solicitation requirements, or which merely paraphrase the specification or parts thereof are considered inadequate. Phrases such as “Standard procedures will be employed” or “Well known techniques will be used” are also inadequate and unsatisfactory.  A proposal which does not address any of the proposal requirements described in the following sections will be considered non-responsive to that requirement and may be a basis for eliminating the proposal from further consideration.  The proposal shall include information/documentation in sufficient detail to clearly identify the offeror’s overall qualifications to accomplish the scope of the work of the contract.  The proposal shall be subdivided into the following sections, in the order listed, and shall be written to match the following format:

VOLUME I - TECHNICAL

I.A. Technical Approach.  The technical section shall be prepared to demonstrate the offeror’s understanding and ability to meet, or exceed, the Request for Proposal‘s (RFP) Statement of Work (SOW), the Performance Statement of Work (PSOW), Performance Specification (PS), and Technical Data requirements.  

Included within the offeror’s response to the RFP, a clear discussion/description of the capabilities and performance of the offeror’s proposed MLA shall include:

Description of Design. The offeror shall provide a detailed discussion of the design solution that will be pursued to satisfy the performance requirements of the A/E32K-11 Munitions Lifting Assembly (MLA). The offeror’s technical proposal shall follow the flow of the Performance Specification in order to show that each requirement is met or exceeded.  Data to support claims of meeting the specification requirements shall be provided.  The offeror shall provide detailed information explaining their testing standards and requirements used during design of the proposed MLA.  This shall not be limited to addressing only definitions and specifications within the MLA performance specification but shall include information identifying design considerations for structure, mobility, and environmental conditions and, when applicable, include any related testing results.  The offeror shall describe the types of analysis used, the use of computer software such Finite Element Method Analysis (FEMA) or vehicle dynamics simulations, design assumptions and the importance placed on some design parameters over others.  The offeror should detail which design parameters will be given greatest weight and why doing so will enable the MLA to meet or exceed the requirements of the performance specification.  The offeror shall detail any special or unique capabilities and how those will enhance the MLA’s capability.    

Manufacturing/Assembly. The offeror shall provide a detailed discussion of the approach that will be taken to manufacture and assemble the MLA.  The offeror shall discuss the manufacturing, assembly, and welding techniques, equipment used, and the requirements for specialized equipment, tools, and fixtures.  


Production Evaluation, Testing and QA:  The offeror shall provide a narrative discussing in detail the approach that will be taken to meet the requirements for the Pilot Production Unit testing, Production Unit testing and Quality Assurance provisions as specified in the Solicitation.  Any required Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) shall be identified along with a discussion on how it will be used and how it will be returned to the Government in Ready For Issue (RFI) condition.


Production Plan:  The offeror shall provide a detailed plan that addresses the SOW requirements and critical project milestones such as milestone meetings, CDRLs, delivery of pilot production and production units, major component manufacture/procurement, final assembly, test, inspection, acceptance and delivery for the MLA as specified in the solicitation.

I.B Integrated Logistics Support (ILS).  The offeror shall demonstrate the ability to provide interim and long term logistics support with associated technical data packages and training materials for the MLA.  Offerors shall address their experience and understanding of ILS as related to the MLA specification and SOW including, but not limited to the following:

a. Describe the approach and capabilities that will be used to conduct an ILS program as set forth in the SOW.  Also describe the format to be used for documentation of the Logistics Management Information (LMI) database.

b. The approach to reduce total ownership cost (depot vs. organization level; repair vs. replace; just-in-time delivery vs. multi-site warehousing).

c. The approach to be used to develop the tasks for manpower, personnel skills, training and curriculum materials.

d. The plan to integrate the operation and maintenance concepts while taking into account the requirements of training exercises and contingencies.

e. The plan to develop and implement training courses.

In addition, the offeror shall demonstrate the knowledge of the appropriate integration requirements between the operational hardware and the various ILS considerations and the ability to provide interim and long term organic logistics support for the MLA
I.C. Management.  This section shall clearly demonstrate the offeror’s understanding of the management requirements and demonstrate the offeror’s experience and plan for meeting these requirements.  The Contractor shall address all major reviews, schedules and meetings.  Additionally, the following information shall be required:


Manufacturing Capacity/Facilities/Personnel Resources:  The offeror shall provide a layout of the plant relevant to the production of the MLA.  Included shall be square footage dedicated to the production of the MLA plus other fabrication areas.  The offeror shall provide detailed information on the manufacturing facilities, major equipment, personnel and space considered necessary to perform both pilot-production and production efforts.

The facilities summary shall contain, at a minimum, a discussion of the offeror’s following capabilities to be used for the program:


(i)    Fabrication Equipment


(ii)   Assembly Equipment


(iii)  Welding Equipment


(iv)  Quality Assurance Equipment


(v)   Assembly Line Layout


(vi)   Material flow system layout to include material receiving areas, material receiving    

                               inspection, storage areas, pre-assembly component layout and handling equipment,                      

                               details of fixturing equipment or approach to fixture.


(vii)  Pilot-Production / Production Unit Test Equipment




The offeror shall also discuss the qualifications and experience of critical personnel that will be assigned to this contract.  The offeror shall discuss the production labor resources, broken down by specialty, including welding certifications that are required to perform this contract and whether these personnel are currently employed by the company or will be hired to meet the contractual requirements.





Management Approach:  The Program Management Summary shall include, at a minimum, the overall program plans, Integrated Master schedule, procedures and methods of managing the program and discussions of the project managers role including his collateral responsibilities, engineering management, ILS management, manufacturing management (including fabrication, assembly and test), quality assurance management, configuration control management, subcontractor management, administrative services, and the management relationship structure for the program.   


Quality Assurance Program: The offeror shall discuss and provide detailed information on the offeror’s quality assurance program and the ability to implement and conform to ANSI/ASQC Q9001 Quality Systems - Model for Quality Assurance in Design, Development, Production, Installation and Servicing or a recognized industry standard or process control system that is equivalent or better.  Furthermore, the narrative shall describe the quality assurance equipment to be used to ensure compliance with the drawing package.


Extent of Small Business (SB) and Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation:  

All offerors shall provide the following information:  

A Listing by name of the Small Business (SB) and Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) concerns that will be part of the team along with the specific commodity or service that each concern will provide.

A discussion of the complexity and variety of work to be performed by SB and SDB concerns.

A discussion of the extent of the participation of SB and SDB concerns in terms of their contribution (e.g. in terms of hours, dollars or percentage) compared with the total acquisition.

The contractor should also discuss actions taken that reflect the degree of historical commitment to small business programs as identified by special initiatives or participation in special Government programs.

VOLUME II - PAST PERFORMANCE
The offeror shall submit Past Performance information that includes details about the offeror and proposed subcontractors, if applicable, according to the following instructions.  

The offeror shall submit Past Performance Evaluation Data forms for their five (5) most recent contracts and/or subcontracts, awarded for identical or similar supplies, completed within the last five (5) years, and identify in specific detail for each why or how you consider that effort relevant or similar to the effort required by this solicitation.  Contracts listed may include those entered into with the Federal Government, agencies of state and local governments, and commercial customers.  Offerors that are newly formed entities without prior contracts should list contracts and subcontracts as required above for all key personnel.

The offeror shall use the remarks block to provide information on problems (show cause, cure notice, termination for delinquency, quality issues, defective pricing issues, etc.) encountered on these contracts and corrective actions taken to resolve those problems.

Important Note: Award may be made from initial offers without discussions.  However, if discussions are held, offerors will be given an opportunity to address adverse past performance information which  the offeror has not yet had an opportunity to respond.  Recent contracts will be examined to ensure that corrective measures have been implemented.  Prompt corrective action in isolated instances may not outweigh overall negative trends.

The Government will collect information from references provided by the offeror in regard to its past performance.  The Past Performance Evaluation form will be used to collect this information.  The Government may contact references other than those identified by the offeror and the information received will be used in the evaluation of the offeror’s past performance.

The offeror must provide the information requested for performance risk evaluation, or affirmatively state that it possesses no directly related or similar past performance.  Firms lacking relevant past performance shall receive a neutral evaluation for performance risk.

Evaluation of past performance will be as objective as possible based on consideration of all relevant facts and circumstances.  The Government will focus on information that demonstrates quality or performance relative to the size and complexity of the procurement under consideration.

The following elements should be addressed in narrative form:


Quality of Product and Processes: The offeror should describe past compliance with contract requirements, accuracy of reports, appropriateness of personnel, technical excellence.


Timeliness of Performance:  The offeror should detail how it met interim milestones, provided reliable delivery, was responsive to technical direction, and completed work on time.


Business Professionalism and Business Relations:  The offeror shall describe in detail the offeror’s technique for response to customer inquiries, problem resolution time and quality of response and/or resolution.


Customer Satisfaction:  The offeror should describe satisfaction of end users with the contractor’s service and product.


Quality Awards:  The offeror should describe any quality awards or certifications that indicate the offeror possesses a high quality process for developing and producing the product.  Examples:  Malcolm Baldridge Quality Award, Government Quality Awards and or private sector awards or certifications.  Identify what segment of the company received the award or certification.  Describe when the award or certification was bestowed.  If the award or certification is over three years old, present evidence that the qualifications still apply.

Notices of Violations:  The offeror shall answer the following question in regards to their previous history:  “Has your facility received any notices of violation or similar action, issued by a local, state or federal environmental or safety regulatory agency for violation of the Clean Air Act, Clean Water Act, Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA), Superfund Amendment Reauthorization Act (SARA), Safe Drinking Water Act, Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA), Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) or Occupation Safety and Health Act (OSHA) during the previous 24 months?”  If the answer to this question is yes, than describe any notices of violation including resolution of the violation.

VOLUME III - PRICE
The offeror shall provide separate price information containing prices for each and every line item as designated in the solicitation.  The offeror should ensure that all certifications and representations within Section K of the solicitation have been accurately completed.  An original and one copy of the price proposal shall be submitted.

Section M - Evaluation Factors for Award

EVALUATION
M.27 GREATEST VALUE EVALUATION




The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to that responsible offeror, conforming to the solicitation, determined to represent the best value to the Government cost/price and other factors considered.  The offeror’s proposal shall be in the form prescribed by this solicitation and shall contain a response to each of the areas identified, which affect the evaluation factors for award.

Evaluation of an offeror’s proposal will be based on the information presented in the written proposal along with input obtained from outside sources relevant to past performance.  Proposals which are unrealistic in terms of technical or schedule commitments may be deemed to be reflective of an inherent lack of technical competence or indicative of a failure to comprehend the complexity and risks of the proposed work and may be grounds for rejection of the proposal.  Significant deficiencies or lack of responses to factors or subfactors may be used as a basis for eliminating a proposal from further consideration.  Additionally, the rating of any performance risk factor or subfactor as High Risk may also be used as a basis for eliminating a proposal from further consideration.




The proposals will be evaluated to determine whether the offeror’s methods and approach in meeting the requirements provide the Government with a high level of confidence to ensure successful performance.  Each Technical factor/subfactor will be evaluated and assigned an adjectival rating and risk assessment.  The Past Performance factor will be evaluated and assigned a risk assessment.

Evaluation Factors.  Technical (I) is significantly more important than Past Performance (II). Past Performance (II) is more important than Price (III). The subfactors under Technical (I), Technical Approach (A) and Integrated Logistics Support (B) are equally weighted.  The Technical (I) subfactor Management (C), is of significantly less importance than the Technical Approach (A) and Integrated Logistics Support (B) individually.  The elements listed under the subfactors of Technical Approach (A) and Management (C) are not separately weighted or separately rated.  However, all of the elements should be addressed under the subfactors of Technical Approach (A) and Management (C) and will be evaluated as part of the subfactors.  The elements under Past Performance (II) are not separately weighted or rated.

Price is of significantly less importance than the Technical and Past Performance factors combined, however, it is an important factor and should not be ignored.  As the ratings of proposals in relation to non-cost factors become more equal, price will become more of a deciding factor in selecting the best value offer. 

The Government will collect information from references provided by the offeror in regard to its past performance. The Government may contact references other than those identified by the offeror, and the information received will be used in the evaluation of the offeror’s past performance.   Additionally, the evaluation may include assessment of data in existing Government databases, data from cognizant procuring and administrative offices, data from on-site surveys, and data by contacting other customers of the offeror to obtain feedback regarding timeliness and quality of past performance.  The offeror must provide the information requested for past performance or affirmatively state that it possesses no directly related or similar past performance.  Firms lacking relevant past performance shall receive a neutral evaluation for past performance risk.

The total evaluated price will be derived as follows:

1) The evaluated price of the Pilot Production Units will be based on the maximum quantity of 2 units.

2) The evaluated price of the Production Units will be based on the quantity of nine (9) each for option years one and two and eight (8) each for option year three.

3) All contract line items will be included in the total evaluated price.




All offerors are to include Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) subcontracting efforts as part of their proposal.  Proposals addressing aggressive SDB subcontracting efforts may be evaluated higher than proposals which do not indicate such intentions.

The Government may award a contract on the basis of initial offers received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a price and technical standpoint.  However, if considered necessary by the Contracting Officer, discussions will be conducted with only those offeror’s determined to be within the competitive range.  

The Government may determine that an offer is rejected if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between the line items or sub line items. An offer is materially unbalanced when it is based on prices significantly understated for some items and overstated in relation to the price for other items.




The Government reserves the right to make an award to other than the lowest priced offeror or the highest technical score if the Contracting Officer determines that to do so would result in the best value to the Government.
