The product-drawing package shall be prepared in the same format as the sample-drawing package which is forwarded as part of this solicitation package.  Deliveries and quantities of the technical drawing package shall be as follows:

Preliminary Draft:  Shall be presented to the government NLT 10 days prior to the scheduled PDR.  Three complete paper copies on 8 ½ X 11 white 20-pound bond paper shall to be submitted.
