The Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIR) is requesting information from industry in order to identify qualified contractors interested in teaming with the Naval Air Warfare Center Lakehurst NJ (NAWCADLKE) in the Aircraft Launch and Recovery Equipment/Support Equipment (ALRE/SE) Shore Site and Shipboard Alteration and Installation Support.  The objective of this Request for Information (RFI) is to assess industry’s ability to deliver various work packages representative of shipboard work and installation work at Naval Shore sites with specific required shipyard/shore dates. All work shall be accomplished with the technical documentation provided by the government.  This documentation will typically be provided in the form of Installation Control Drawings (ICDs) and Ship Installation Drawings (SIDs) and specifications.  The company shall be responsible for obtaining personnel clearance and access to all work areas both shipboard and ashore.  The company shall be responsible for providing all tools and equipment required to perform the work.
Companies interested in Shore Site and Shipboard Alteration and Installation Support are asked to respond to this RFI with a brief summary of their knowledge, capabilities and experience in the areas of ship ALRE and SE systems and shore installations for ALRE and SE.  Respondents to this RFI should provide programmatic, technical and experience information on their ability to perform these work packages in shore and shipboard environments, with the overriding factor being the timeframe to deliver the work packages within required shipyard/shore dates.
Depending on the response from industry, NAVAIR will determine whether an industry day will be appropriate and will post a separate RFI at a later date with specific information.
