NAVAIR AIReel: China Lake celebrates Earth Day

“One, two, three.”

Sean Halpin: Basically we were awarded two America Reinvestment and Recovery Act projects. One of those projects included three roof projects.

CDR Stan Kloss: Basically put us in approximate terms of going towards another megawatt of power for the base, and in this particular case that would be close to powering up about 800 homes. 

Sean Halpin: It’s a great day to do it. Everybody’s celebrating save the earth, going green. Here, particularly at China Lake, photovoltaic works great because at the critical peak time of the day these car ports, photovoltaic systems are producing their maximum power when the grid is at its greatest demand.

Curtis Barkle: This one roof here has 1540 panels on it.

Sean Halpin: We identified the buildings that needed new roofs that were ideally located for photovoltaic generation. You can see this facility is the size of a football field about 100 feet up, so it was a great choice to put photovoltaic on.  

CDR Stan Kloss: I would say that not only the base but the community would be very pleased to have these additions.
