Rick Kamin: We’re here to talk about energy, talk about what the Navy and Marine Corp are doing in the energy world, what we’re doing currently, plans for the future.

SECNAV: I’m going to announce five energy targets today, that the department will meet over the course of the next decade. We’re going to change the way the Navy and Marine Corp awards contracts. The lifetime energy cost of a building or a system and the fully burdened cost of fuel and powering those will be a mandatory evaluation factor used in awarding contracts.

Mike Olszewski: We’ve actually had several pitch-a-principal proposals coming in from academia and industry where they’re going to be working with some of our subject matter experts to see what their respective organizations have to offer. Bringing forward ideas we might have not even thought about yet.

SECNAV: The Navy will demonstrate in local operations by 2012 a green strike group. Composed of nuclear vessels and ships powered by bio fuel. By 2016 we will sail that strike group as a great green fleet, composed of nuclear ships, surface combatants equipped with hybrid electric alternative systems running bio fuel and aircraft flying only bio fuel and we will deploy it.

Lieutenant Thomas Sampson: They’re using organic algae as well as camelina to produce JP5 instead of using petroleum and oil based products we’re actually able to grow our fuel which is pretty cool.

SECNAV: The department of the Navy will by 2015 reduce petroleum use in our 50,000 strong commercial fleet in half.
Glen Sturtevant: We’ll the secretary has laid out some pretty aggressive goals. We need to convert that now into actions, requirements, resources, actions and we’ll do that.

SECNAV: The department of the Navy will by 2020 produce at least half our shore based energy requirements on our installations from alternative sources.

Lieutenant Commander Anthony Conley: What we’re seeing now is more of a commitment to okay, understood you got so far with what you had, now we’re going to beef you up, take your program and take it to the next level. That’s where these goals are going to drive us is to the next level.

SECNAV: Today about 17% of our total energy consumption comes from alternative sources. By 2020, half of our total energy consumption from ships, aircraft, tanks, vehicles, shore installations, will come from alternative sources.

Rick Kamin: Aviation and energy conservation is not always a simple thing. But knowing where leadership goes and knowing where leadership wants us to go and the things we’ve been doing the past year should just pick up speed and increase people’s involvement and knowledge base and more good things will happen based on the things that have been said today.
