AIReel: V-22 Embassy Day

Kenneth Mortiz: The Embassy Day Event is designed to enlighten the Embassy personnel from around Washington, D.C. It also minimizes the impact to the fleet having internationals wanting to go down to the squadrons and requesting time from the squadrons.

We thought it’d be a target of opportunity, if you will, while the foreign nationals are here to show them all the kitted capabilities the V-22 has currently and where we’re headed in the future, and to talk to them about cooperative developments of future concepts.

Todd Anderson: We’re here today to support the Embassy Day for V-22. What we provide- the that mission we provide to them is a lot of different types of tactical vehicles that go inside as well as on the outside of the V-22 for external operations. We also have what we call the business end of the airplane, which contains a lot of medical gear that we use, aero-delivery equipment, as well as our rescue stuff, which is very vital to the aircraft. My team also got to participate underneath the airplane; they did all of the hoist operations today. We had a dummy in a litter, so we simulated that we had an injured person and we went ahead and we hoisted him up underneath the aircraft.

On the NAVAIR side, everybody thinks we always do a lot of airplane things. Well you have to be able to haul stuff inside those airplanes or underneath them. So what we do is we certify them for air transportability; that means if it’s something internal or external underneath the aircraft. 
During the orientation flight, they’re going to go out around the pattern of the base to Webster Field and then come back here for a 40-minute-or-so flight. That gives them enough understanding as to how the aircraft operates. There is nothing like flying on the aircraft to prove to anyone its capabilities. The warfighter that’s out there now doing what they have to do with the aircraft is really the motivation behind doing this because if they weren’t proving the aircraft’s capability out there, there would be no sense in doing it here.
