CADENCE - Woo! Hey! Just a little (a little), little rock and roll. Woo! Hey! Just the kind that (the kind that), kind that soothes your soul. For you better get outta my way now (for you better get out of my way now), before I roll right over you.

Main – The LHD4 is an amphibious assault ship that handles rotary aircraft and v-stall jets. So a lot of aircraft weapon systems, the RAM and ESSM launchers that we develop at China Lake will end up on the flight deck of boxer. We need those weapons systems to work the first time, every time. 

Main (V/O) – We’re trying to get NAWCWD / DOD civilians out of the labs and out of the office spaces and down to the waterfront to engage the fleet. 

Main (V/O) – The entire experience down here is to help them realize that what I’m doing at China Lake matters to the warfighter and the fleet. What I’m doing at Point Mugu matters. The weapons systems that go to the fleet these guys are depending on that to save their life in a really bad situation. 

NAWCWD Interviewee #1 – This is an amazing opportunity, getting to see people in uniform, the active working with the civilians and the contractors – that has really been wonderful. 

NAWCWD Interviewee #2 – Being exposed to this is really helpful for me, and anyone who does this will find a great deal of use and benefit out of it. I do get to interact with the warfighter on a day to day basis but not in an operational environment. 

NAWCWD Interviewee #3 – We love having you folks out… Being able to tell our mission, tell our story, being able to engage with the folks who put systems onboard the ship and show them where the rubber meets the road out here in the fleet. 

Main – Getting them out here and giving the opportunity to share that connection with the

warfighter and understand how much they depend on us and what our job really means – it 

means a lot to me, and I love doing it.
