AIRWAVES: 10 April 2012

ON THIS EDITION OF AIRWAVES: FIRE POWER FOR FIRE SCOUT, THE NAVY ARMS AN UNMANNED AIRCRAFT FOR THE FIRST TIME. PLUS, LOCAL LEADERS TEAM UP TO HELP VETERANS FIND WORK. AND THE POWER OF A POSITIVE ATTITUDE: HOW THIS FORMER “REDTAIL” SOARED PAST PREJUDICE TO COMPLETE THE MISSION.
A DEMONSTRATION AT NAS PATUXENT RIVER EXPLORES COMMUNICATIONS TECHNOLOGY OF THE FUTURE. THE SURFACE AVIATION INTEROPERABILITY LAB SHOWED HOW NEW AND EXISTING TECHNOLOGIES CAN WORK TOGETHER DURING A VISUAL BOARD SEARCH-AND-SEIZURE MISSION. USING A COMMON DATA LINK AND HANDHELD DEVICE, U.S. NAVY AND COAST GUARD BOARDING TEAMS WILL BE ABLE TO TRANSMIT BIOMETRIC DATA BACK TO THE HOST SHIP REAL TIME. 

Jim Wojciechowski:  They will find their person of interest, take that data from their fingerprint, plug that into the same CDL that they used for watching the video as they were approaching the boat and transmit that data back to the ship. From the ship, the data comes out of the CDL on the ship into what we call a cross match data base. So they were able to take that data, transmit it back and pull it back and get the return on the fingerprint within minutes.

Rick Tarr: We wanted to allow industry an opportunity to engage with our scientists and engineers and some of our unique labs and facilities and partner really that showcase is really about partnering with industry and allowing industry to leverage those labs and facilities to better their products. 

Russell Shannon: It’s very important for NAWCAD to talk to industry because we have a lot of very bright scientists and engineers who develop some great solutions that never make it into the field. So, this is an opportunity for us to come talk to industry about all these great solutions that we’ve developed and find an industry partner that can help transition that technology. 
THIS WAS THE FIRST TIME INDUSTRY DAY INCLUDED A TECHNOLOGY SHOWCASE. 
AN UNMANNED NAVY HELICOPTER WILL CARRY WEAPONS FOR THE FIRST TIME. TEST TEAMS AT WEBSTER ARE OUTFITTING THE MQ-8B FIRE SCOUT WITH A LASER-GUIDED ROCKET. A WEAPONS CAPABILITY WILL ALLOW THE UNMANNED AIRCRAFT TO ENGAGE HOSTILE THREATS WITHOUT SUPPORT FROM CARRIER OR SHORE-BASED AIRCRAFT. INITIAL FIT CHECKS ARE DESIGNED TO EVALUATE FIRE SCOUT’S IN FLIGHT FREQUENCIES TO SEE HOW THESE VIBRATIONS MAY IMPACT ON BOARD WEAPONS.
Barry Walden: We are trying to see that when the helicopter is flying it doesn’t cause the launcher to vibrate at very high amplitudes such as it would cause damage to itself or to the aircraft or in this case the missiles that are inside the launcher, they are very sensitive too. Jeremy Moore: It is the very first weaponization program on this aircraft. It was identified as an urgent need for the Navy so we are pressing forward as hard as we can to get it out there.

Vice Adm. David Architzel: Across the board it is about hiring veterans and the skill sets they bring and the importance to what we have. It is a small effort that all of us need to collectively do. And this type of event is networking that brings so many people together who can make a difference in helping us.

Jesse McCurdy: Many young people need to understand how they got where they are, they can go and read in history books but they listen when someone is actually here to talk to them in person.

Architzel: It really struck me when you listen to him and what he has been through, he got a couple life lessons that will tell you the value of not being put off when things are hard. Sometimes you are going to have bumps in the road, you are going to have challenges and not let adversity take you away from your goal, don’t ever let that happen.
