10:04:24 It was incredibly exciting. It was sort of what you expected the test pilot business to be. You want to fly something new; you want to be the first to do something, that’s the neat stuff.

11:03 The F-35 is a really nice flying airplane.  It is very simple, it is very responsive. Having a chance today to have flown the C model of the airplane, the B model the other day, they fly very similar to each other which is good. What you learn in one you can carry over to the other.
