NAVAIR has a new commander at its helm.

Vice admiral david dunaway relieved vice admiral david architzel during a change of command ceremony at nas patuxent river. hundreds of navair employees, family members and friends attended the event which, also served as vice admiral architzels retirement ceremony. chief of naval operations, ADMIRAL jonathan greenert, presented architzel with the distinguished service medal honoring his four decades of naval service. 
Vice Adm. Architzel: It’s been my honor to serve with each and every one of you for the past several years. Just look around at the capability in this hangar and the ramp that surrounds it. It represents just a small sample of the platforms, systems and weapons that you have delivered over the past couple of years. Those are objects and in the end it is the people who get the job done.  
Adm. Greenert: Dave Architzel’s got this institution, this command, this community on a good course and speed for Dave Dunaway. Decoy’s got a lot of energy, he’s innovative and I like his bold approach to things and he is willing to be accountable and that is my kind of person. Vice Adm. Dunaway: Now my plan of attack is pretty simple. I plan to be a steward of tax payer dollars that we get from Representative Hoyer; I plan to apply the best technical and business practices to the programs that are executed by Secretary Stackley and I plan to deliver the best integrated and interoperable warfighting capabilities known to man to the CNO so he can organize, train and equip our battle forces as they go over the horizon. 
Vice admiral Dunaway graduated from test pilot school in 1996. He’s held multiple program manager assignments and served as commander for naval airwarefare center weapons division in china lake and point mugu.

DEVELOPING INTEGRATED AND INTEROPERABLE WARFIGHTING SOLUTIONS REMAINS A KEY FOCUS AREA FOR NAVAIR’S NEW COMMANDER. IN SUPPORT OF THAT EFFORT, THE Integrated Warfare Capability PILOT PROJECT BRINGS TOGETHER TEAMS FROM PATUXENT RIVER, CHINA LAKE AND POINT MUGU TO CONDUCT TESTS IN A LIVE, VIRTUAL AND CONSTRUCTIVE ENVIORNMENT. BY NETWORKING SITES TOGETHER, NAVAIR CAN TEST MULTIPLE PLATFORMS AND WEAPONS SYSTEMS TO EVALUATE HOW THEY WORK TOGETHER TO COMPLETE A MISSION. 
Ed Romero: The IWC Pilot project is the next step in NAVAIR’s ability to deliver warfighting capabilities. We need to improve our Systems of Systems across missions and look at those gaps and seams so that we can provide the best possible products to our warfighters. 
Tony Cintron: It changes how we do our job because it allows us to implement modeling and simulation upfront and early, way upfront and early before the milestone decisions are made so we start the initial planning to meet those readiness based metrics that we are going to implement in the future.
 Todd Standard: That by making sure that these things are connected, they are interoperable and they are integrated with each other that we will get a better or more cost effective solution out of it and that’s really the goal for this.

AS PART OF THE INITIAL PILOT PROJECT, NAVAIR ESTABLISHED AN ENTERPRISE TEAM RESPONSIBLE FOR EVALUATING THE MISSION AND PROVIDING SYSTEMS OF SYSTEMS BASED SOLUTIONS. 
IT’S A HELICOPTER THAT’S SAVING THE NAVY TIME AND MONEY WITHOUT EVER GETTING OF F THE GROUND. ROADHAWK IS A TRACTOR TRAILER CONTAINING THE COMMAND CENTER AND AVIONICS SUITE OF A SH-60 HELICOPTER. THE MOBILE LABORATORY CAN PULL ALONGSIDE A NAVY VESSEL, GIVING SAILORS THE OPPORTUNITY TO CONDUCT PRETESTING PRIOR TO GETTING UNDERWAY. 
Travis Hammar: The Roadhawk is basically a real helicopter inside a van. They just set up all their nets and antennas and we have simulated sonobouys in the water and it is just like the real thing. It is as close as you can get. 
Don Coale: It saves a lot of money and it maximizes the time that you have available at seas with the ship underway and the aircraft on station. John Reagan: They still schedule live aircraft, but by doing scenario rehearsal pier side to not only make sure the equipment is ready, but also the sailors are ready has really enhanced the ability for a successful test at sea.

THE NAVY’S NEWEST SMALL UNMANNED AIRCRAFT FLEW INTO ITS NEXT PHASE OF DEVELOPMENT WITHOUT A RUNWAY. THE RQ-21 ALPHA SMALL TACTICAL UNMANNED AIRSYSTEM COMPLETED A SIXTY-SIX MINUTE TEST FLIGHT AT CHINA LAKE. OPERATORS LAUNCHED AND RECOVERED STUAS USING SKYHOOK, A UNIQUE SYSTEM THAT ELEMINATES THE NEED FOR RUNWAYS AND ENABLES SAFE RECOVERY OF SMALL TACTICAL AIRCRAFT ON LAND OR AT SEA. STUAS provideS persistent maritime and land-based tactical intelligence, surveillance and reconnaissance capabilities to the war fighter. INITIAL ROLLOUT TO THE FLEET IS SCHEDULED FOR 20-13.

NAVY RESERVISTS GET HANDS-ON EXPERIENCE WITH FIRE SCOUT IN THE COMBAT ZONE. LEUTENENT COMMANDER DAVID AVERY IS BACK IN PATUXENT RIVER FOLLOWING AN 8-MONTH TOUR OF DUTY IN AFGHANISTAN. While deployed, AVERY and a team of thirty military men and women worked with THE MQ-8B, learning the challenges and opportunities of unmanned aviation. 
David AVERY: It allowed the Navy to gain experience on operating and maintaining the aircraft. That fed directly into some of the data collection for the operational evaluation for the test and evaluation of Fire Scout so that it is a representative example of what it is to maintain and operate this in the fleet. 
The MQ-8b detachment IS IN THE PROCESS OF revertING back to a government-owned, contractor-operated unit. LEUTENENT COMMANDER AVERY AND OTHER MEMBERS OF HIS UNIT will continue their work WITH FIRE SCOUT AT WEBSTER FIELD.
