AIReel: C-2 EMALS launch

Senior Chief Boothe: Basically what we’re doing today is we’re testing the electromagnetic aircraft launch system (EMALS), and today we have a C-2 (Cod) airplane, and we’re launching it off of the system to ensure it works getting it ready for USS Ford.
Sean Brennan: This is the first check out to make sure the aircraft is compatible with the system, check out all the parameters of the system to ensure that we’re seeing the responses we expect out of there. This is the first step into a full qualification of all of the aircraft; this is our third aircraft off of the EMALS system. 

Senior Chief Boothe: It’s important to test it here first because once it gets out in the fleet, it will be fully operational. Now, we work out all the kinks, all the problems here in Lakehurst so that when it does get out to the fleet it’s a smoother transition.

Sean Brennan: We have 12,000 feet of runway ahead just to ensure that if anything goes wrong, we’re not putting anyone in danger and that we have a fully safe system when we hit the ship.
