Lt. Gen. Davis : Boots on the ground we bring senior Navy, Marine Corps leaders in to come to a Marine Air group, and Marine Air Logistics Squadron, we kind of take a look at all the things that they are working on, the projects we got in play, some of the challenges they’re having in making the readiness goals that they need to, to make our Marine Corps portion readiness requirements. We look at everything we get briefs from the young Marines. They’re working on things that are successes to them, we also kind of dig in on the bigger challenges they’re having and we go back to both the Navy Headquarters, and the Marine Corps Headquarters, to go craft solutions for them to make their jobs a little bit easier. So our target is, our readiness goals for the Marine Corps, our T2.0 Readiness goals, force in readiness goals, and we’re not there right now. So Admiral Grosklags and Shoemaker and I are working very hard to make sure that the Marine Corps aviation component is up to snuff where it needs to be in tracking in of course readiness recovery to get us where we need to go.
