Male XI:  And, our work matters to them, so it matters to us.

Female IV: Even in human resources, I can see how I contribute to the war fighter.

Male XII: I wanted to serve my country and provide a service to the Marine Corps and the Navy and be able to interact with those sailors and marines.

Female V: The chance to work for the troops and give something of…of my talents to them, and…and help them in their mission was something I was really interested in.

Male XIII: I sat, as a matter of fact, in this very same room with a bunch of senior managers, none of which have been in the military before…I was astounded to see their number one (1) answer for why they worked at NAVAIR was sense of mission accomplishment and getting things done…I think, when they went home at the end of the day, they could hold their head up high and say, “I really did something today, for my country and for my neighbor,” and I think that’s something very important.
