Each one-day session is optionally (i.e. all students are not required to attend) supplemented with a hands-on workshop with participating students and instructors, using students’ situations and material in a controlled setting. b) Raise awareness of potential issues, cover common Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs), data types, related usage terminology, pricing, encountered technical concerns and contracting barriers, role assignments, and so forth, that in turn may create technical and/or license use problems for acquisition and sustainment program Practitioners.
