What’s New for MIL-STD-3014 in February 2007?

Note:  At user request, all registries have been reformatted so that the .pdf files are easier to read!

1)  MIL-STD-3014 Ch 1 was officially released on 5 May 2005as announced in the previous “What’s New.”
Since that release, additional editorial corrections have been identified, and have been submitted as Change 2.  Those changes are currently in the Tri-Service Review Process.  
The proposed changes are described in detail in a briefing document posted on the same page as this document.
