Description of Change:  Added Class Codes For Data Types To Support Network Enabled Weapons
Registries affected:  Primitive-Other, Concatenated, Module

Detailed Description and Justification: Network Enabled Weapons, compliant with the emerging changes to the U.S. MIL-STD-6016 and NATO STANAG 5516, require new data types to support weapon mission planning required to enter tactical networks, communicate with manned platforms, accept commands, and report status.

Details of changes:

(1) The three data type registries (Primitive - Other, Concatenated, and Module,) have added new data types.  All added data types show "23-Dec-2009" in the Date of Approval for Use column (Column A.)
