FUNDRAISING AND NON FEDERAL ENTITIES

DoD employees are not permitted to officially endorse membership drives or fundraising for non-Federal entities. 

Exceptions:

 1) The Combined Federal Campaign; 

2) Emergency and disaster appeals approved by the Office of Personnel Management; 

3) Army Emergency Relief; 

4) Navy-Marine Corps Relief Society; 

5) Air Force Assistance Fund; or 

6) other organizations*:  

a) that are approved by the DoD Component command or organization; 

b) that are composed primarily of DoD employees or their dependents;

 and 

c)  whose funds, raised by and from the members, are used for the benefit of the members and their dependents.  

*Employee recreational and support committees commonly qualify under this paragraph.
