NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY OF THE FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT FOR THE REALIGNMENT of fixed-wing-related Live Fire Test & Evaluation  assets from Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio to NAWS China Lake
Per the Council on Environmental Quality (CEQ) regulations (40 CFR Parts 1500-1508) implementing the procedural provisions of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the United States Navy gives notice that an Environmental Assessment (EA) and Finding of No Significant Impact (FONSI) have been prepared for the proposed realignment of live fire test and evaluation (LFT&E) facilities from Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio to the NAWS China Lake Weapons Survivability Complex (WSC) for the purposes of establishing a single integrated Naval LFT&E Center.  The Proposed Action would include realigning certain Wright Patterson AFB live fire functions, along with the construction of a weapons fabrication and test facility with laboratory and office space for personnel supporting the LFT&E functions at the NAWS China Lake WSC.  
The EA evaluated the environmental consequences of implementing the Proposed Action and also considered a No-Action Alternative. Resources analyzed include geological resources, water resources, biological resources, cultural resources, air quality, noise, land use, socioeconomics, traffic and circulation, aesthetics, public services and utilities, and public health and safety.  No significant environmental impacts would result from implementation of the Proposed Action.
