Identify Potential Contract Opportunities using ezSearch Tool on the FPDS-NG Website 

FPDS-NG ezSearch Instructions
Registration is not necessary to use the ezSearch function (located in middle and top of homepage).  Simply enter a key word or NAICS code or other search term, and then sort the results using the criteria on the right hand column - We recommend sorting by date signed, descending, so that you get the most recent awards first.  On the left hand column you can narrow your search by agency.  Note:  There is a 90-day lag from date of award to when you can see DoD contracts in FPDS-NG for public searches.

Here are the specific instructions:

1.  Use FPDS-NG, (https://www.fpds.gov) ezSearch (no registration required).  Search on a NAICS Code or a keyword of key interest to you.  Sort the results by Date Signed in Descending order.  This will let you see where within the government procurements were awarded starting with the most recent quarter and then going back.  


a. Click on "View" within a specific result to see additional details of the procurement.


b. Note the top 10 lists on the left side of the screen to see the biggest customers of any   given search.

2.  Note whether any of the buys were awarded by a Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIR) contracting site.  The Unit Identification Code (UIC) for each NAVAIR contracting site are as follows:  NAVAIR HQ – (N00019), NAWCAD Patuxent River – (N00421), NAWCAD Lakehurst – (N68335), NAWCTSD Orlando – (N61339 & N63140), and NAWCWD China Lake – (N68936 & N32379).  If so, those points of contact are listed under the “Contact Info” tab on our website at http://www.navair.navy.mil/osbp. 
3.  If the buys came from other Navy, Army, Air Force, and civilian agencies - you can use Google to search the name of the Contracting Office.  In most cases, that will lead you to a link with Small Business Office contacts.  You can also look for federal small business office personnel through this site:  http://www.dm.usda.gov/smallbus/fedosdbu.htm
