· The GFR Course is primarily directed at rated officers who will be assigned as primary or alternate, DCMA or Service GFRs.  DCMA CMO commanders with aircraft operations are encouraged to attend.  The GGR Course is primarily directed at maintenance officers and enlisted personnel who will be assigned as primary or alternate GGRs.  Other DoD personnel involved in aircraft operations/acquisition, and DoD aircraft contractors may attend the GFR/GGR Courses on a case-by-case basis if class size permits. 
· The ASO and AO-101 Courses are specifically directed at newly assigned DCMA GFRs and safety officers.  New DCMA GGRs should also plan on attending this training in conjunction with attending the corresponding GGR Course. 
· Classes start at 8 AM on the above dates.  Students should plan their travel to arrive on the day prior to the class dates.  The Courses are held at the Best Western Golden Sails Hotel, Long Beach, CA, (Commercial Telephone: 562-596-1631 / Toll Free: 800-762-5333 / Fax 562-594-0623). 
· To register for any of the Aircraft Operations Aviation Program Team certification courses log on to home.dcma.mil/registration/ao/index.cfm.  1st fill-out the registrants information section, 2nd select the appropriate course title and the date you will attend and 3rd click the submit button.  You will receive a welcome email package for the applicable course several weeks prior to the start date. 
· In the event you are unable to access the listed web site, submit GFR (or ASO/AO-101) course attendee names (including office symbol, e-mail address, organization address, and telephone numbers) to John Heib, john.heib@dcma.mil, 703-428-1313, DSN 328-1313, and GGR course attendee names to Ron Cunningham, ronald.cunningham@dcma.mil, 703-428-0843, DSN 328-0843.  Pre-course details will be emailed directly to students 30 days prior to the class start dates.  Student names submitted later than 30 days prior to the class start dates will be admitted if class size permits.  However, late submissions may not provide sufficient time for the students to make hotel reservations or complete any pre-course study material. 
· There are no tuition fees for the courses.  TDY funding for student attendance for all courses is usually the responsibility of the student's unit.  The only exception to the previous rule is for GFR/GGR students enroute to a DCMA assignment.  For those students, TDY funding is the responsibility of Owning Service if attendance at the applicable course is annotated on the student's permanent change of station orders. 
·         The DCMA GFR and GGR courses are now part of the Army Training Requirement & Resources System (ATRRS) Course Catalog.  ATRRS is part of the official DoD wide Training Data Base.  This new change enables Service members to receive official training credit for attending both of these DCMA courses and for their respective Services to issue Travel orders to attend these courses.  If a Service member is interested in attending this course they need to follow the instruction located in the respective course description and they need to contact Mr. Tom Martin at 804-416-9176, or Ms. Michele Warrick at 804-416-9207, or Mr. Darius Baczewski at 804-416-9077 to get registered and receive credit for attendance in ATRRS.  Their local unit or their finance travel office will still have to provide them with orders or funding to attend these classes.  For the GFR course the Course Title is: DCMA GOVERNMENT FLIGHT REPRESENTATIVE (GFR) and for the GGR/GGFR course, the Course Title is: DCMA AV MAINT MGR/GRND GOVT FLGHT REP. 
· This information applies to paragraph 1.2.7 of DCMA INST 8210.2, DCMA Aircraft Operations.  All GFR/GGR students must complete the Pre-Course Study Unit prior to attending the course. All GFRs, GGRs and Ground GFRs (GGRRs) (DCMA or Service) must complete the DCMA administered GFR/GGR course (as appropriate) prior to performing duties (Chapter 7, paragraph 7.1, DCMA INST 8210.1/AFI 10-220/AR 95-20/NAVAIRINST 3710.1F, COMDTINST M13020.3).
